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GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

DECEMBER 2007

DECEMBER 11, 2007 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell gave the invocation and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Commissioner Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:03pm.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Sanders, Andrews, Rhodes and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the November 2007 Regular Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 

Planning & Zoning:

Rezoning Request from A-1/ LR1 to PUD & A-2 for Paragon Development: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Paragon Development Group regarding the rezoning from A1 & LR1 to PUD & A2 for 312.26 acres located off State Route 278 west of Lake Oconee identified as part of tax map 31, parcel 2. No official action was taken.
Preliminary Plat Request for Oakview Subdivision: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Beall and Company on behalf of Larry Smith to approve a Preliminary Plat for Oakview Subdivision creating 21 single family lots. The area includes 12.63 acres identified as part of tax map 74, parcel 9A located on Walker Church Road. No official action was taken.

Preliminary Plat Request for Overlook at the Lake: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Beall and Company on behalf of Larry Smith to approve a Preliminary Plat for Overlook at the Lake creating 6 single family lots. The area includes 3.12 acres identified as part of tax map 74B, parcel 8A located on Armor Road. No official action was taken.

Conditional Use Request for Rochester & Associates Authorizing a Hotel & Marina:

The Commissioners reviewed a request from Rochester and Associates for the issuance of a conditional use permit for a hotel and marina to be constructed on property located on Parks Mill Road. The parcel of land contains 340.443 acres zoned PUD designated as part of tax map 35, parcels 2 & 2A. No official action was taken.
Business Items:
Airport Authority Appointments: The Commissioners received information that the terms on the Airport Authority of Raul Otalora, Larry Postell, and Bud Sanders will expire on December 31, 2007.  Terms on the Authority are made as two-year appointments. Additionally Tom Turner has resigned from the Authority leaving a portion of an unexpired term that needs to be filled. The Board submitted several names for consideration in addition to the possibility of re-appointing the current members. No official action was taken.
Tourism Committee Appointments: By consensus, the Commissioners postponed consideration of appointments to the Tourism Committee until the next monthly meeting.  No official action was taken. 

Lake Oconee Area Development Authority Appointment: The Commissioners received information that the term of Tom Mayers on the Lake Oconee Area Development Authority expires on December 31, 2007. Appointments are made for five-year terms. The County has two appointments with staggered terms with Dick Schneider holding the other position.  No official action was taken.

Health Department Food Service Ordinance: The Commissioners reviewed the new Rules and Regulations for Food Service Chapter 290-5-14 recently adopted by the Greene County Board of Health. In order for the new rules to be enforced through Magistrate Court, adoption by the Board is necessary. Previous Health Department related rules and regulations have been adopted in ordinance form to allow enforcement through Magistrate Court. No official action was taken.

Revision to the Capitalization Threshold for Capital Assets and Infrastructure: The Commissioners received information that the Auditors have been conducting the field work for the Fiscal Year 2007 Audit and have suggested that the Board establish a capitalization threshold for infrastructure. The Board previously set a threshold for capitalization of capital assets of $5,000.00 or more, but did not address infrastructure. The Road Department has rebuilt several bridges this year with county forces that cost anywhere from $12K to $18K which requires these projects to be capitalized due to the lack of an established threshold. The Auditor is suggesting that the Board establish a threshold of $20,000.00 for infrastructure. No official action was taken.

Georgia Forestry Resolution Supporting Continued Prescribed Fire Practices: The Georgia Forestry Commission requested that the Board consider adoption of a Resolution supporting the continued use of prescribed fire for forestry management.  Prescribed fire practices are being challenged by air quality regulators due to the resulting smoke.  The Georgia Forestry Commission and Georgia Department of Natural Resources point to many ecological and economic benefits of the practices, one of which is the burning-off of vegetative fuel that can lead to disastrous wildfires. The Resolution is being considered by local governments across the State and will be used to inform the Georgia General Assembly of the positions taken by local governments across the State. ACCG is also endorsing the continued use of prescribed fire practices. No official action was taken.
Hazardous Waste Trust Fund Resolution:  The Commissioners received information that the County applied for reimbursement through the Hazardous Waste Trust Fund for eligible costs incurred at the closed landfill. The EPD has responded to the recent application indicating that the county has been approved to receive funding for half of the eligible costs in the amount of $10,700.20.  The remaining half will be paid as funding becomes available.  To secure the funding, the Board must authorize the execution of the “Agreement Governing Expenditures for State & Local Government Costs”. The EPD provided a Resolution for consideration that authorizes the required execution. No official action was taken. 
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 8:49pm.

December 18, 2007 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Channell gave the invocation and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 6:02pm.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Sanders, Andrews and Chairman Channell were present. Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard.
Minutes: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the minutes from the November 2007 Regular Monthly Meeting, Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Planning & Zoning:

Rezoning Request from A-1/ LR1 to PUD & A-2 for Paragon Development: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the rezoning of 312.26 acres identified as part of tax map 31, parcel 2 located on State Route 278 from A1 & LR1 to PUD and A2, Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Preliminary Plat Request for Oakview Subdivision: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat for Oakview Subdivision located on Walker Church Road, Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Preliminary Plat Request for Overlook at the Lake: Commissioners Torbert motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat for Overlook at the Lake located on Armor Road, Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Conditional Use Request for Rochester & Associates Authorizing a Hotel & Marina:

Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the conditional use request from Rochester & Associates for the construction of a hotel and a marina to be located on part of 340.443 acres on Park Mill Road identified as part of tax map 35, parcel 2 & 2A, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Business Items:
Airport Authority Appointments: Commissioner Torbert motioned to reappoint Raul Otalora, Larry Postell and Bud Sanders to the Greene County Airport Authority for terms beginning January 1, 2008 and ending December 31, 2009, and to appoint Wallace Pate to fill the unexpired term vacated by the resignation of Tom Turner, Commissioner Andrews seconded.  Commissioners Sanders, Torbert, Channell voted in favor of the motion. Commissioners Rhodes, Andrews opposed. Motion carried 3-2.
Lake Oconee Area Development Authority Appointment: Commissioner Sanders motioned to appoint Tom Mayers to the Lake Oconee Area Development Authority for a term beginning January 1, 2008 and ending December 31, 2012, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
Health Department Food Service Ordinance: Commissioner Sanders motioned to adopt the Rules and Regulations for Food Service Chapter 290-5-14 in Ordinance form to provide for enforcement of the new Health Department Rules and Regulations through Magistrate Court, Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Revision to the Capitalization Threshold for Capital Assets and Infrastructure: Commissioner Torbert motioned to establish the Capitalization Threshold for Infrastructure Projects of $20,000.00 or greater, and to maintain the $ 5,000.00 or grater Capitalization Threshold for Capital Assets, Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
Georgia Forestry Resolution Supporting Continued Prescribed Fire Practices: Commissioner Sanders motioned to adopt a Resolution in support of Prescribed Fire Practices in Georgia, and to waive the reading of the Resolution, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Hazardous Waste Trust Fund Resolution:  Commissioner Sanders motioned to adopt the Resolution authorizing the execution of an Agreement Governing Expenditures for State & Local Government Costs between Greene County and the Georgia Department of Natural Resources, Environmental Protection Division regarding the Hazardous Waste Trust Fund, and to waive the reading of the Resolution, Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
