GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS


REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

TUESDAY * JULY 17, 2007

9:00 A.M. * COMMISSIONERS MEETING ROOM

Chairman Channell provided for a moment of silence and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order:  Chairman Channell called the Regular Monthly Meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.

Roll Call:  Commissioners Torbert, Rhodes, Sanders, Andrews and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Lombard.

Petitions & Communications:

Chamber of Commerce Report:  Sid Lane provided the monthly Chamber of Commerce Report.  

Following the Petitions & Communications report, the Commissioners received background information on each agenda item, received any public input, and discussed the agenda items.   Upon conclusion of the discussion and input, the Commissioners proceeded with the voting portion of the meeting resulting in the following actions:
Minutes:  Review and adoption of the Minutes from the June19, 2007 Regular Monthly Meeting was postponed until the next monthly meeting.  
Planning & Zoning:

Beall & Company/ Larry Smith Rezoning Request:  Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the rezoning of 116.9 acres owned by Lisa Smith located on Walker Church Road being identified as portions of tax map 74 and 74B. Commissioner Andrews seconded. The Board discussed this item. Commissioner Torbert voted in favor. Commissioners Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders, Channell opposed. The Motion Failed 4 to 1.
Preliminary and Final Plat Approval for Armor’s Ford, Section II, in Reynolds Plantation:  The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development Corporation for Preliminary and Final Plat Approval for Armor’s Ford, Section II.  The area includes 33.40 acres zoned PUD and is identified as part of tax map 57, parcel 7.  Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat and Final Plat for Armor’s Ford, Section II in Reynolds Plantation, Commissioner Rhodes seconded.  Motion to approve the Final Plat carried unanimously.

Preliminary Plat Approval for The Creek Club Cottages, Section II, Reynolds Plantation: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development Corporation for Preliminary Plat Approval for the Creek Club Cottages, Section II in Reynolds Plantation, The area includes 3.92 acres zoned PUD and is identified as part of tax map 57, parcel 7.  Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat for the Creek Club Cottages, Section II in Reynolds Plantation, Commissioner Andrews seconded.  Motion to approve the Preliminary Plat carried unanimously.
Final Plat Approval for Armor’s Ford, Section IA:  The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development Corporation for Final Plat Approval for Armor’s Ford, Section IA in Reynolds Plantation.  The area includes 8.05 acres zoned PUD and is identified as part of tax map 57, parcels 7.  Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the Final Plat for National Village at King’s Way, Section II, in Reynolds Plantation, Commissioner Torbert seconded.  Motion to approve the Final Plat carried unanimously.
Preliminary and Final Plats for Long Cove, in Reynolds Landing: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development Corporation for a revised Preliminary and Final Plat for Long Cove in Reynolds Landing. The area includes 6.6 acres zoned PUD and is identified as part of tax map 38B, parcels 83 through 87. Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the revised Preliminary and Final Plats for Long Cove in Reynolds Landing, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion to approve the revised Preliminary and Final Plat carried unanimously. 
Business Items:

Family Connection Commission Appointments:  By consensus, the Commissioners delayed consideration of appointments to the Greene County Family Connection Commission until the next regularly scheduled monthly meeting in order to solicit willing and qualified candidates for consideration.
Tax Assessor Board Appointment: Commissioner Sanders motioned to appoint Wes Hunt to the Greene County Tax Assessor’s Board for term beginning August 1, 2007 and ending July 31, 2010, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Planning and Zoning Board Appointment:  The Commissioners received a letter from Dexter Jackson resigning from service as the District 2 appointee to the Planning & Zoning Board. Commissioner Andrews motioned to appoint Kelvin Jackson to the Greene County Planning and Zoning Board to fill the unexpired portion of the District 2 appointment, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Public Defender Contract:  The Commissioners received information regarding the annual approval of a contract between the County and the Circuit Public Defender Office of the Ocmulgee Judicial Circuit. The funding will be included in the 2008 Budget. Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the Georgia Indigent Defense Services Agreement with the Circuit Public Defender of the Ocmulgee Judicial Circuit, Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Vend Food Services Contract- Senior Center:  The Commissioners received information regarding the Senior Center contract for meals through VEND Food Services. The RDC follows a procurement process for all of the Senior Centers in the region. Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the contract with VEND Food Services for the provision of meals for the Senior Center, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Adoption of the Revised Zoning Ordinance: The Commissioners received a proposed revision to the Zoning Ordinance that was drafted by the ad hoc committee that reviews, and updates the Zoning Ordinance and Subdivision Regulations. The Board was provided with the proposed draft on June 2, 2007. Commissioner Rhodes motioned to adopt the revised Zoning Ordinance to be effective August 1, 2007, Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.  
Ordinance Establishing Emergency Services Reimbursements: The Board previously adopted a Resolution authorizing user fees for the delivery of emergency fire department services. The provider of the billing service has indicated that one of the major insurance companies will not accept the Resolution as authorization but will accept an Ordinance form authorizing the imposition of service fees. Commissioner Andrews motioned to adopt the Emergency Reimbursement Ordinance establishing and implementing a program to charge a user fee for the delivery of emergency fire department services, Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Curbside Fee Policy: Through the Chairman, Commissioner Andrews has requested a revision to the Resolution that imposes the special tax district for sanitation services. Commissioner Andrews is interested in modifying the Resolution to provide for an exemption for vacant homes having no electric meter in place. Commissioner Andrews motioned to review and establish a revised curbside fee policy to address vacant homes, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Commissioner Rhodes, Torbert, Andrews, Channell voted in favor of the motion, Commissioner Sanders opposed. Motion passed 4-1.

Rules of Order: Through the Chairman, Commissioner Andrews has requested a revision to the Rules of Order that changes the meeting format by instituting two separate sessions. The proposal as presented provided for the work session to be held the second Tuesday of each month in the evening with the voting session being held the third Tuesday of each month during the day. After extensive discussion, Commissioners Andrews motioned to amend the Rules of Order to have a work session the second Tuesday of each month at 6:00 pm and a voting session the third Tuesday of the month at 6:00 pm, and that such revisions be incorporated into the Rules of Order to be voted on in August to become effective September 1, 2007, Commissioners Rhodes seconded. Commissioner Andrews, Rhodes, Torbert, Channell, all voted in favor of the motion, Commissioner Sanders opposed. Motion passed 4-1.

SPLOST Review Committee: The Chairman has requested direction from the Board to determine whether or not a committee should be formed to review revenues and expenditures for the next SPLOST. Commissioners Andrews motioned to establish a SPLOST Review Committee for the next SPLOST, Commissioners Rhodes seconded. Commissioner Andrews, Rhodes, Torbert, Channell voted in favor of the motion, Commissioners Sanders opposed. Motion passed 4-1.      
Commissioner’s Reports:

District One Commissioner had no report.
District Two Commissioner had no report on his district. Commissioner Andrews did comment on the resurfacing of Randolph Church Road and Hensley Road, and inquired about establishing a date for interviews for the County Attorney’s position.
District Three Commissioner had no report on his district. Commissioner Torbert did provide a report on activity of the Northeast Georgia RDC Solid Waste Authority.
District Four Commissioner had no report. 

The Chairman had no report.
