GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS


REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

TUESDAY * JUNE 19, 2007

9:00 A.M. * COMMISSIONERS MEETING ROOM

Chairman Channell provided for a moment of silence and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order:  Chairman Channell called the Regular Monthly Meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.

Roll Call:  Commissioners Torbert, Rhodes, Sanders, and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Lombard.

Petitions & Communications:

Chamber of Commerce Report:  Ricky Newsome provided the monthly Chamber of Commerce Report.  

StormReady Recognition:  On April 11, 2007 the StormReady Advisory Board voted to authorize Greene County to receive the National Weather Service StormReady recognition. The recognition is valid for a period of three years and will expire on April 30, 2010.  A formal presentation was made by representatives from the National Weather Service and the Georgia Emergency Management Agency.
Advantage Behavioral Health Systems Report:  Ralph Danson and Cindy Darden provided the Advantage Behavioral Health Systems Report.
Following the Petitions & Communications report, the Commissioners received background information on each agenda item, received any public input, and discussed the agenda items.   Upon conclusion of the discussion and input, the Commissioners proceeded with the voting portion of the meeting resulting in the following actions:
Minutes:  The Minutes from the May 15, 2007 regular Monthly Meeting were provided for review.  Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the minutes, Commissioner Sanders seconded the motion.  Motion to approve the minutes passed 3-1 with Commissioners Rhodes voting against the motion.  
Planning & Zoning:

Beall & Company/ Larry Smith Rezoning Request:  The applicant submitted a written request to postpone the rezoning request for one month.  By consensus, the Board agreed to place it on the next meeting agenda.

Preliminary Plat Approval for Armor’s Ford, Section IA in Reynolds Plantation:  The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development Corporation for Preliminary Plat Approval for Armor’s Ford, Section IA.  The area includes 8.05 acres zoned PUD and is identified as part of tax map 57, parcel 7.  Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the Final Plat for Armor’s Ford, Section IA in Reynolds Plantation, Commissioner Rhodes seconded.  Motion to approve the Final Plat carried unanimously.

Final Plat Request for The Village at Reynolds Landing, Section II:  The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development Corporation for Final Plat Approval for The Village at Reynolds Landing, Section II.  The area includes 13.87 acres zoned PUD and is identified as part of tax map 38A, parcel 268.  Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the Final Plat for The Village at Reynolds Landing, Section II, Commissioner Torbert seconded.  Motion to approve the Final Plat carried unanimously.
Final Plat Request for National Village at King’s Way, Section II:  The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development Corporation for Final Plat Approval for National Village at King’s Way, Section II.  The area includes 3.37 acres zoned PUD and is identified as part of tax map 57, parcels 7 & 7A.  Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the Final Plat for National Village at King’s Way, Section II, in Reynolds Plantation, Commissioner Sanders seconded.  Motion to approve the Final Plat carried unanimously.

Business Items:

Harbor Club Alcoholic Beverage License: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve consumption on the premises license for liquor, beer, & wine for the clubhouse restaurant, Harbor Club INC with Robert Welsh as the holder of the License, Commissioner Rhodes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Carey Station Village Loan Renewal:  The Commissioners received information regarding the annual renewal of the loan agreement with Farmer’s Bank that funded the Carey Station Village road project. Commissioner Torbert motioned to authorize Vice-Chairman Sanders and County Manager Lombard to execute the $291,107.09 Carey Station Village Capital Project Loan Renewal Agreement, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Records Management Resolution:  Commissioner Sanders motioned to adopt Resolution 
Number 2007.6.19 establishing a records management program and adopting a records retention schedule for the Greene County Government, and to waive the reading of the Resolution Commissioner Torbert seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Staffing and Salary Ranges for the Board of Elections & Registration:  The Commissioners received information regarding the pay range for the Elections Supervisor position with $36,000.00 as the low range and $45,000.00 as the high range and to establish the Deputy Elections Supervisor position with a low pay range of $24,000.00 and a high pay range of $32,000.00. Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the Board of Election staffing and pay ranges, Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Signatures on Accounts:  The Commissioners received information regarding a Resolution to add Chairman Channell as an authorized individual to sign banking transactions; Commissioner Sanders motioned to adopt the Resolution authorizing signatures on accounts to add Chairman Channell as an authorized signer and to waive the reading of the Resolution, Commissioner Rhodes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously. 
Family Connection Commission Appointments:  By consensus, the Commissioners agreed to delay action on the Family Connection Board appointments until verification could be received regarding the willingness of the appointees to continue serving.
