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GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

NOVEMBER 2007

NOVEMBER 13, 2007 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell gave the invocation and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Commissioner Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:00pm.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Sanders, Andrews, Rhodes and Chairman Channell were present. 
Minutes: The Minutes from October 2007 Regular Meeting, October 4, 2007
Called Meeting, were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 

Planning & Zoning:

Final Plat Request for William & Kathy Query in Reynolds Plantation: The Commissioners reviewed a request from William & Kathy Query regarding the Final Plat Approval for the creation of four lots in Reynolds Plantation located on Davison Lane. The parcel of land includes 6.13 acres zoned PUD and is identified as part of tax map 77C, parcel 28. No official action was taken.
Rezoning Request from LR1 to A2 for a Bed and Breakfast - Mary McCall: The applicant requested to postpone the rezoning request until next month. By consensus, the Board agreed to place it on the next meeting agenda. No official action was taken.

Conditional Use Permit for a Bed and Breakfast - Mary McCall: The applicant requested to postpone the issuance of a conditional use permit until next month. By consensus, the Board agreed to place it on the next meeting agenda. No official action was taken.

Business Items:
Fiscal Year 2007 Budget Adjustments: The Commissioners reviewed information regarding budget adjustments necessary for the Fiscal Year 2007 Budget in the General Fund, Sheriff’s Law Enforcement Fund, the Jail Fund, and the Law Library Fund.  Additionally, the Commissioners reviewed a budget adjustment that would result in the fund balance of the General Fund funding the Flying J Project infrastructure costs of close to $1.2M that were not funded by grants and other contributions.  If approved, the GEFA Loan previously authorized would be released and not executed.  The Board discussed this item with no official action being taken.

Section 5311 Program Authorizing Resolution: The Commissioners reviewed the application package provided from the Department of Transportation for the Section 5311 program that requires passage of a Resolution by the County authorizing the submission of an application. Advantage Behavioral, the third-party operator, completes the application and pays the local match.  No official action was taken. 

Revision to the Hotel/ Motel Tax Ordinance: The Commissioners reviewed a letter from the Department of Community Affairs regarding the County’s Hotel/Motel Tax Ordinance.  The DCA is requiring that the specific Code Section that the local tax is levied pursuant to must be referenced in the Ordinance.   The current adopted version references 48-13-51(a) (4.2) but should reference 48-13-51(a) (3).  DCA further encouraged the County to consider adopting the DCA model ordinance. The wording of the model ordinance is essentially the same, though the flow is easier to understand. The Board was provided with a copy of the revised model ordinance that included the necessary revisions for insertion into Greene County Code.  No official action was taken.

Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 6:15pm.

November 20, 2007 VOTING SESSION:

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 6:01pm.

Minutes: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the minutes from the October 2007 Regular Monthly Meeting, and the October 4, 2007 Called Meeting, Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Planning & Zoning:

Final Plat Request for William & Kathy Query in Reynolds Plantation: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the Final Plat for William and Kathy Query creating four lots on Davison Lane in Reynolds Plantation, Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
Business Items:
Fiscal Year 2007 Budget Adjustments: Commissioner Torbert motioned to make the necessary budget adjustments to fund the Flying J Project costs and the Sheriff’s Department’s $2,442.22 over budget amount from the General Fund prior year’s fund balance and to release the previously approved GEFA Loan, make the necessary budget adjustments to reflect actual revenues and expenses in the Sheriff’s Law Enforcement Fund and the Jail Fund, and to adjust the Law Library Fund to cover actual expenses from the fund’s prior year fund balance, Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Section 5311 Program Authorizing Resolution: Commissioner Andrews motioned to adopt the Resolution authorizing the filing of an application with the Georgia Department of Transportation for the Section 5311 Program, Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Revision to the Hotel/Motel Tax Ordinance: Commissioner Sanders motioned to adopt the revised Hotel/Motel Tax Ordinance amending Chapter 4, Article 1 of the Greene County Code, Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
