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GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

OCTOBER 2007

October 9, 2007 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell gave the invocation and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Commissioner Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:00pm.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Sanders, Andrews, Rhodes and Chairman Channell were present. Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard.
Minutes: The Minutes from September 2007 Regular Meeting, September 20, 2007
Called Meeting, and the September 21, 2007 Called Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 

Planning & Zoning:

Beall & Company/ Larry Smith Rezoning Request: The Commissioners reviewed a request for the rezoning of 9.27 acres on Walker Church Road form A1 & LR1 to LR1. The parcel of land is designated as part of tax map 74, parcel 009A. No official action was taken.
Preliminary Plat Request for Overlook at the Lake on Armor Road: The Commissioners received a request from Beall and Company on behalf of Larry Smith to approve a Preliminary Plat for Overlook at the Lake. The property is located in the Granite Shoals area and includes 3.12 acres identified as part of tax map 074B, parcel 8A located on Armor Road. No official action was taken.

Preliminary Plat Approval for Angel Pond Condominiums, Section II, in Reynolds Plantation: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development Corporation for Preliminary Plat Approval for Angel Pond Condominiums, Section II, in Reynolds Plantation. The area includes 5.18 acres zoned PUD and is identified as part of tax map 55, parcel 5D. No official action was taken.

Final Plat Approval for Angel Pond Condominiums, Section I, in Reynolds Plantation: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development Corporation for Final Plat Approval for Angel Pond Condominiums, Section I, in Reynolds Plantation. The area includes 1.83 acres zoned PUD and is identified as part of tax map 55, parcel 5D. No official action was taken.

Business Items:
Family Connection Commission Appointments: The Commissioners received information that the terms of Tom Hieber and Robert Randolph have expired. Both individuals declined reappointment.  Appointments are for two-year terms. These appointments have been considered for the last two months with no candidates being identified. Two names have been submitted thus far for consideration. The Board discussed this item with no official action being taken.

Resolution Regarding Acceptance of Federal Aviation Administration Grants: The Commissioners reviewed a Resolution regarding the acceptance of FAA grant funds for the Greene County Regional Airport.  The Georgia DOT and the FAA are attempting to secure grant funds that will be designated for the Greene County Airport Runway and Taxiway Extension Project.  To support the request for the grant funds, an updated Resolution is needed from the Board that expresses the willingness of the Board to accept the grant funds if secured. The Commissioners discussed incorporating the 2 ½ percent local match language to the Resolution. No official action was taken. 

Liquor, Beer & Wine Pouring License for Richard Bryan: The Commissioners reviewed a request for the issuance of consumption on the premises license for Liquor, Beer & Wine for “M-oceans” Restaurant in the name of Richard Bryan as the holder of the License.  No official action was taken.

Chamber of Commerce Contracts: The Commissioners reviewed the contracts that the County enters into each year with the Chamber of Commerce for the provision of specified services. One of the contracts involves the promotion of the general economic growth and welfare of the County, and the other involves the support of the Tourism Committee.  No official action was taken.
Fiscal Year 2007 Budget Adjustments: The Commissioners received information that the Governmental Accounting Standards Board has made some recent rule changes that require adjustments in advance of the initiation of the audit. Several grants were received throughout the year that were not budgeted, resulting in revenue and expenditures that need to be adjusted in the 2007 fiscal period.  No official action was taken.

Resolution Authorizing Condemnation: The Commissioners received information regarding the State Environmental Protection Division approved corrective action plan for the closed Greene County landfill that requires the county to acquire a 200’ buffer strip down one side of the landfill site. The property owner desires the property to be acquired under the threat of condemnation.  The State EPD has given a deadline of December 2007 for acquisition of the buffer strip. The condemnation procedures require adoption of a Resolution by the Board approving the exercise of eminent domain.  The Board discussed this item with no official action being taken.

911 Fee Resolution for Voice Over Internet Protocol Service: The Commissioners reviewed a Resolution regarding the addition of the 911 fee to new phone technology now in use.  The County charges the $ 1.50 911 charge on all wireless phones and landlines having billing addresses within Greene County. Georgia Law was amended this past Legislative Session authorizing the 911 charge to be imposed against the new technology. The imposition of the fee requires a Resolution by the Board. No official action was taken. 

Approval of Tax-Exempt Financing for the Old Salem Fire Department: The Commissioners reviewed information regarding the need for an approval letter authorizing financing of an E-One fire truck for the Old Salem Fire Department.  The federal tax code allows for the tax-exempt financing for the volunteer fire departments provided certain conditions are met. One of the conditions is authorization from the Board. The approval in no way obligates the governmental unit to bear any financial burden in the event of default. No official action was taken.

Building Permit Fee Schedule Clarification: The Commissioner reviewed the current Building Permit Fee Schedule, which is Appendix A to Chapter 17 of the Building Code, which has an area that addresses permit fees for commercial projects and residential projects. The Planning and Zoning office has been challenged regarding the fees charged for commercial swimming pools and spas due to an interpretational issue on the adopted schedule. To provide for clarification, the Building Official has requested an updated fee schedule that appropriately clarifies the fees for commercial swimming pools and spas.  The Board discussed this item with no official action being taken.

Senior Center Contracts: The Commissioners reviewed the contracts that the County executes each year with the Northeast Georgia Regional Development Center for the funding of the Senior Center Programs. The FY 2008 contracts have been provided for approval by the RDC. No official action was taken.

Region Two Mental Health, Developmental Disabilities, and Addictive Diseases Planning Board Appointment: The Commissioners received correspondence from the Department of Human Resources regarding an appointment to the Region Two Mental Health, Developmental Disabilities, and Addictive Diseases Planning Board. Two potential candidates expressed interest in being appointed according to the correspondence. The Board discussed this item with no official action being taken.

Support Resolution for the Greensboro Downtown Development Authority: The Commissioners reviewed a Resolution requested by the Greensboro Downtown Development Authority supporting their One Georgia grant application.  The grant is an attempt to secure up to $500,000.00 in One GA Equity Funds to be used to renovate and expand the old gymnasium given to them by the County to convert the building into a Festival Music Hall. No official action was taken.   
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 6:29pm.

Minutes: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the minutes from the September 2007 Regular Monthly Meeting, September 20, 2007 Called Meeting and the September 21, 2007 Called Meeting, Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Planning & Zoning:

Beall & Company/ Larry Smith Rezoning Request: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the rezoning of 9.27 acres located on Walker Church Road owned by Larry Smith form A1 & LR1 to LR1, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
Preliminary Plat Request for Overlook at the Lake on Armor Road: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to table the request, motion failed due to the lack of a second.  Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat for Overlook at the Lake located on Armor Road, Commissioner Torbert seconded.  Motion to approve failed with Commissioners Rhodes, Torbert, and Channell voting against, Commissioner Sanders voting in favor.  Commissioner Torbert motioned to deny the Preliminary Plat for Overlook at the Lake, Commissioner Rhodes seconded.  Motion passed with Commissioner Torbert, Rhodes, Channell voted in favor of the motion to deny, Commissioner Sanders voted against.   

Preliminary Plat Approval for Angel Pond Condominiums, Section II, in Reynolds Plantation: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat for Angel Pond Condominiums, Section II, in Reynolds Plantation, Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 

Final Plat Approval for Angel Pond Condominiums, Section I, in Reynolds Plantation: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the Final Plat for Angel Pond Condominiums, Section I, in Reynolds Plantation, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Business Items:
Family Connection Commission Appointments: Commissioner Sanders motioned to appoint Mr. Avis Williams and Ms. Elaine Gallman to the Greene County Family Connection Commission for the term ending April 1, 2009, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Resolution Regarding Acceptance of Federal Aviation Administration Grants: Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2007.10.16(a) regarding the acceptance of grants funds from Georgia Department of Transportation and the Federal Aviation Administration for the Greene County Regional Airport, and to waive the reading of the Resolution, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Liquor, Beer & Wine Pouring License for Richard Bryan: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve a consumption on the premises license for Liquor, Beer & Wine for M-oceans Restaurant and Lounge in the name of Richard Bryan as the holder of the license, Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Chamber of Commerce Contracts: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the contract with the Chamber of Commerce for the promotion of general economic welfare and growth, and the contract with the Chamber of Commerce for the support of the Tourism Committee, Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
Fiscal Year 2007 Budget Adjustments: Commissioner Torbert motioned to amend the Fiscal Year 2007 Budgets to include the adjustments as presented during the October 9th  2007 Board meeting, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Resolution Authorizing Condemnation: Commissioner Sanders motioned to adopt Resolution number 2007.10.16(b) authorizing the exercise of eminent domain to acquire the buffer strip at the closed Greene County Landfill required as part of the County’s Corrective Action Plan, and to waive the reading of the Resolution, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

911 Fee Resolution for Voice Over Internet Protocol Service: Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2007.1016(c) regarding the imposition of the 911 charge on voice over internet protocol connections within Greene County, and to waive the reading of the Resolution, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 

Approval of Tax-Exempt Financing for the Old Salem Fire Department: Commissioner Sanders motioned to authorize the tax-exempt financing for the Old Salem Volunteer Fire Department in connection with the lease/purchase of an E-One Typhoon Tradition Top Mount Pumper, Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Building Permit Fee Schedule Clarification: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to adopt the revised Greene County Permit Fee Schedule to clarify the fees for commercial swimming pools and spas, Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 

Senior Center Contracts: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the Fiscal Year 2008 Aging Services Contract between the Northeast Georgia Regional Development Center and the Greene County Board of Commissioners, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously 

Region Two Mental Health, Developmental Disabilities, and Addictive Diseases Planning Board Appointment: Commissioner Torbert motioned to appoint Mike Daniel to the Region Two Mental Health, Developmental Disabilities, and Addictive Diseases Planning Board, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 

Support Resolution for the Greensboro Downtown Development Authority: Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt Resolution number 2007.10.16(d) supporting the Greensboro Downtown Development Authority’s application for One Georgia Equity Funds for the proposed Festival Hall Project, and to waive the reading of the Resolution, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Channell had no report.

Executive Session: Commissioner Sanders motioned to enter Executive Session to discuss litigation matter, Commissioner Torbert seconded. The Board entered Executive Session at 6:33pm by unanimous vote accompanied by County Attorneys Mike Green and Andrea Runyan.  Commissioner Sanders motioned to leave Executive Session, Commissioner Rhodes seconded.  The Board left Executive Session at 7:30pm by unanimous vote.  Chairman Channell indicated that litigation matters were discussed during Executive Session and that no action was taken.
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 7:30pm.
