GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS


REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

TUESDAY * AUGUST 21, 2007

9:00 A.M. * COMMISSIONERS MEETING ROOM

Chairman Channell provided for a moment of silence and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order:  Chairman Channell called the Regular Monthly Meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.

Roll Call:  Commissioners Torbert, Rhodes, Sanders, Andrews and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Lombard.

Petitions & Communications:

Chamber of Commerce Report:  No one from the Chamber was present to provide the Chamber Report.  However, Commissioner Sanders indicated that he had the printed report and would provide it to the Board members in their mail boxes. 
Georgia Forestry Annual Report: Julian Beasely, Chief Ranger for the Greene County Forestry Unit, provided the board with an annual report on their operations.

Marvin Watson: Mr. Watson addressed the Board regarding open government matters.  
Following the Petitions & Communications report, the Commissioners received background information on each agenda item, received any public input, and discussed the agenda items.   Upon conclusion of the discussion and input, the Commissioners proceeded with the voting portion of the meeting resulting in the following actions:
Minutes:  The Minutes from the June19, 2007 Regular Monthly Meeting, and the July 17, 2007 Regular Monthly Meeting were provided for review.  Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the minutes from the June 19th, 2007 regular Meeting, Commissioner Rhodes seconded the motion.  Motion to approve the June 19th, 2007 minutes passed 4-0 with Commissioners Rhodes, Torbert, Sanders, Channell voting for approval.  Commissioner Andrews did not vote since he was not present at the meeting. Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the minutes from the July 17th, 2007, regular meeting. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion to approve the minutes carried unanimously. 
Planning & Zoning:

Final Plat Approval for Phase I, Unit I of the Del Webb Lake Oconee Development:  The Commissioners reviewed a request from Travis Pruitt & Associates for Final Plat Approval for Phase I, Unit I of the Del Webb development at Lake Oconee. The parcel of land contains 40.69 acres zoned PUD designated as part of tax map 38A, parcel 266.  Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the Final Plat for Phase I, Unit I of the Del Webb Lake Oconee development, Commissioner Andrews seconded.  Motion to approve the Final Plat carried unanimously.

Business Items:

Family Connection Commission Appointments:  By consensus, the Commissioners delayed consideration of appointments to the Greene County Family Connection Commission until the next regularly scheduled monthly meeting in order to solicit willing and qualified candidates for consideration.
Curbside Fee Policy: The Board discussed the possibility of revising the Resolution that governs the structure of the solid waste curbside fee. Commissioner Sanders motioned that the curbside fee policy remain unchanged, Commissioner Torbert seconded. Commissioners Sanders, Torbert, Channell voted in favor of the motion. Commissioner Rhodes, Andrews opposed. Motion carried 3-2. 
Rules of Order and Code of Conduct:  The Board voted during the July Regular Meeting to revise the Rules of Order to institute two separate sessions.  As proposed, the work session would be held the second Tuesday of each month at 6:00pm and the voting session would be held the third Tuesday of each month at 6:00pm. Commissioner Andrews motion to adopt the Rules of Order Section 1 and 2 with the remaining revisions to be brought back in September, Commissioners Rhodes seconded. Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Channell voted in favor. Commissioner Sanders opposed. Motion carried 4-1.
Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt the Ordinance Establishing a Code of Conduct for Elected Officials of Greene County to become effective September 1st, 2007 with the single revision discussed regarding the request to the Chairman being in writing, Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Declaration of Surplus Property:  The Commissioners received information regarding items that have been determined as surplus by the Governmental Properties Supervisor.  Four vehicles that are cost prohibitive to repair, an old tractor no longer in use, and some metal roll- up doors removed from the Annex.  Commissioner Torbert motion to declare the 2002 Crown Victoria having a vehicle identification number ending in 9465, the 1997 Crown Victoria having a vehicle identification number ending in 6292, the 1998 Crown Victoria having a vehicle identification number ending in 9800, the 1999 Ford ranger having a vehicle identification number ending in 6429, the Case International 1494 Tractor, and the two metal roll- up doors removed from the Annex as surplus property, Commissioner Rhodes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
DOT Contract for Resurfacing:  The Commissioners received information regarding the Department of Transportation contract for resurfacing assistance.  During a recent meeting with DOT, the DOT agreed to assist the county with the resurfacing of Bethany Church Road. The DOT participation is limited to $150,000.00 with the County’s share coming from SPLOST. The project will cover the entire 5.470 miles of the road. Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the contract with the Georgia Department of Transportation for the resurfacing of Bethany Church Road totaling 5.470 miles known as Project Number PR000-S010-00(656), Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Local Assistance Road Program (LARP) List: The Commissioners received information regarding the Georgia Department of Transportation Local Assistance Road Program (LARP).  The County submits a list of roads each year for resurfacing consideration under the Georgia DOT Local Assistance Road program.  The Road Department has prepared a proposed list for consideration.  Commissioner Rhodes motioned to submit the LARP list to the Georgia Department of Transportation as submitted by the Road Department, Commissioner Torbert seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Purchase of Patrol Cars: The Commissioners received information regarding a proposal to purchase six patrol cars for the Sheriff’s Office.  The county generally purchases 6 patrol cars every third year, with supplemental purchases being made as needed.  The County Manager has proposed making a budget adjustment in the current fiscal year to allow for the purchase as opposed to budgeting in the FY 2008 Budget, or acquiring through a lease/ purchase. Commissioner Andrews motioned to make the necessary budget adjustment from contingency to purchase six equipped patrol cars, Commissioner Rhodes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner’s Reports:

District One Commissioner had no report.
District Two Commissioner commented on how beneficial the resurfacing in the County has been for each district, and that he is very pleased with the progress being made in Greene County. 
District Three Commissioner commented that the County needs to consider upgrading the road markings and signage throughout the County through a work program in the coming years.
District Four Commissioner had no report. 

The Chairman had no report.
Executive Session:  None
Adjournment:  Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 10:29am.
