
GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MEETING- WORK SESSION

TUESDAY * SEPTEMBER 11, 2007

6:00 P.M. * COMMISSIONERS MEETING ROOM

Chairman Channell gave the invocation and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order- Commissioner Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:00pm.

Roll Call - Commissioners Torbert, Sanders, Rhodes and Chairman Channell were present. Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard.

Chamber of Commerce Report- No one from the Chamber was present to provide the Chamber report.  However, Commissioner Sanders indicated that he would provide a copy of the written report to the Board members in their mail boxes.   

Minutes- The Minutes from August 21, 2007 Regular Meeting, August 28, 2007

Called Meeting, and the August 30, 2007 Called Meeting were provided separately for review.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 

Planning & Zoning:

Final Plat Request for Del Webb, Phase 1, Unit 2- The Commissioners reviewed a request for approval of the final plat for Phase1, Unit 2 of the Del Webb Lake Oconee Development. The parcel of land contains 73.06 acres zoned PUD designated as part of tax map 38A, parcel 26. No official action was taken. 

Business Items:

Family Connection Commission Appointments- The Commissioners received information that the terms of Tom Hieber and Robert Randolph have expired. Both individuals declined reappointment.  Appointments are for two-year terms. These appointments have been considered for the last two months with no candidates being identified. The Board discussed this item with no official action being taken.

Rules of Order- The Commissioners reviewed the proposed revisions to the Rules of Order that incorporates the change to the meeting dates voted on during the August Board meeting.  No official action was taken.

Beer & Wine Pouring License for Deborah Jarrard- The Commissioners reviewed a request for the issuance of a Beer & Wine Pouring License for Reggie’s Ribs Restaurant in the name of Deborah Jarrard as the holder of the License.  No official action was taken.

DOT Section 5311 Contracts- The Commissioners reviewed the Section 5311 Georgia Department of Transportation Contracts.  The Section 5311 program serving Greene County is accomplished through a “third party” agreement with Advantage Behavioral Health Systems.  The Section 5311 application requires Board approval each year.  No official action was taken.
Budget adjustment for the Athens Tech Project- The Commissioners received an update on the Athens Tech Expansion Project.  Athens Tech desires to expand their course offerings to include a cosmetology program and a medical assistants program.  A budget adjustment is necessary for the current fiscal year to fund the proposed improvements at Athens Tech.  The County Manager suggested that the Board move $65,000 from the Sanitation budget landfill testing account line item and $35,000 from the General Administration budget line items to pay for $100,000 needed to complete anticipated improvements at Athens Tech during the current fiscal year.  No official action was taken.

Resolution Establishing a Due Date for Real Property Tax Bills- The Tax Commissioner provided a proposed Resolution that is now being required by the Georgia Department of Revenue that establishes a due date for Greene County real property tax bills.  The due date will be in place from year-to-year unless changed by the Board.  The proposed due date is December 1st of each year, or 60 days after mailing of tax notices, whichever comes later during the year.  The Board discussed this item with no official action being taken.

Resolution Regarding Acceptance of Federal Aviation Administration Grants- The Commissioners reviewed a Resolution regarding the acceptance of FAA grant funds for the Greene County Regional Airport.  The Georgia DOT and the FFA are attempting to secure grant funds that will be designated for the Greene County Airport Runway and Taxiway Extension Project.  To support the request for the grant funds, an updated Resolution is needed from the Board that expresses the willingness of the Board to accept the grant funds if secured. The Board discussed this item with no official action being taken. 

Appointment of the County Attorney- The Commissioners recently received letters of interests from various law firms for purposes of serving as the officially designated county attorney.  The Board narrowed the list down to two firms and held called meetings to meet with each firm to further evaluate the possibility of designating one of the firms as the county attorney.  No official action was taken.

Executive Session- Commissioner Torbert motioned to enter Executive Session to discuss Property Acquisition, Commissioner Sanders seconded.  Motion to enter Executive Session carried unanimously with Commissioners Rhodes, Torbert, Sanders and Channell voting in favor of the motion.  Commissioner Torbert motioned to leave Executive Session, Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously with Commissioners Rhodes, Torbert, Sanders, and Chairman Channell voting in favor of the motion.  Chairman Channell indicated that Property Acquisition was discussed during Executive Session and that no action was taken.

Adjournment- Commissioner Channell adjourned the meeting at 6:46pm.
