GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS


REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

TUESDAY * APRIL 17, 2007

9:00 A.M. * COMMISSIONERS MEETING ROOM

Acting Chairman Sanders led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order:  Acting Chairman Sanders called the Regular Monthly Meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.

Roll Call:  Commissioners Torbert, Rhodes, Andrews and Acting Chairman Sanders were present.  Also present was County Manager Lombard.

Petitions & Communications:

Chamber of Commerce Report:  Acting Chairman Sanders provided the monthly Chamber of Commerce Report.  

Following the Petitions & Communications report, the Commissioners received background information on each agenda item, received any public input, and discussed the agenda items.   Upon conclusion of the discussion and input, the Commissioners proceeded with the voting portion of the meeting resulting in the following actions:

Minutes:  The Minutes from the March 20, 2007 Regular Monthly Meeting were provided for review.  Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the minutes, Commissioner Rhodes seconded the motion.  Motion to approve the minutes carried unanimously.

Planning & Zoning:

Rezoning Request from A-1 to PUD on State Route 77: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Larry Smith to rezone property on State Route 77 from A-1 to PUD for a proposed subdivision.  The property is identified as tax map 125, Parcel 014, and contains 337 acres.  Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the rezoning request of the 337.48 acre parcel from A-1 to PUD contingent upon a correction of the water and sewer provider information on the cover page of the submittal, Commissioner Torbert seconded.  Motion to approve the rezoning carried unanimously.

Preliminary Plat Approval for Angel Pond Residences, Section II in Reynolds Plantation:  The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development Corporation for Preliminary Plat Approval for Angel Pond Residences, Section II.  The area includes 11.44 acres zoned PUD and is identified as part of tax map 55, parcel 005D.  Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat for Angel Pond Residences, Section II in Reynolds Plantation, Commissioner Rhodes seconded.  Motion to approve the Preliminary Plat carried unanimously.

Business Items:

Intergovernmental Agreement for Animal Control with Woodville and Siloam:  The Commissioners received information regarding a proposed Intergovernmental Agreement between the County and the cities of Woodville and Siloam for the provision of animal control services within the two cities through the County Animal Control Department.  Though the County had been providing services through an informal agreement, the parties had presented a formal agreement for consideration.  Commissioner Andrews motioned to adopt the Intergovernmental Agreement for the provision of animal control services between the County and the cities of Siloam and Woodville, Commissioner Rhodes seconded.  Motion to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement carried unanimously.

Resurfacing Contract:  The Commissioners received information regarding a previously approved resurfacing project.  The project had been placed out for bid with the low bid totaling $1,841,011.45 being submitted by Pittman Construction Company.  The Board was informed that the project would be funded through SPLOST.  Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the resurfacing contract with Pittman Construction Company totaling $1,841,011.45, Commissioner Andrews seconded.  Motion to approve the contract carried unanimously.

Budget Adjustment for Purchase of a Truck:  The Commissioners received information regarding the need to replace one of the trucks used in the Planning & Zoning Office.  The truck was in such a state of disrepair that it was more feasible to replace the truck than to repair the old one.  A budget adjustment would be required to account for the purchase.  Commissioner Torbert motioned to make a budget adjustment to move $15,675.00 from contingency to the Planning & Zoning departmental budget, Commissioner Andrews seconded.  Motion to approve the budget adjustment carried unanimously.

Department of Community Affairs Economic Development and Construction Agreement for the Flying J Project:  The Commissioners received information regarding the previously approved Department of Community Affairs Economic Development and Construction Agreement.  The Agreement governs the Employment Incentive Program Grant for the Flying J Project and was modified to remove one of the special conditions.  The amended Agreement requires Board approval.  Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the revised CDBG/EIP Economic Development and Construction Agreement with the Georgia Department of Community Affairs and Flying J, Incorporated, Commissioner Rhodes seconded.  Motion to approve the revised Agreement carried unanimously.

Dedication of Recreation Property:  The Commissioners received information regarding the ownership of the assets of the Recreation Board.  The Recreation Board was formed by the County and the five municipalities through an Intergovernmental Agreement that governs the operations of the Recreation Board and funding.  The property of the Recreation Board has remained in the name of the County, resulting in it appearing on the County’s Fixed Asset Inventory and insurance coverage.  The assets should be dedicated to the Recreation Board to remain consistent with the provisions of the governing Intergovernmental Agreement.  Commissioner Torbert motioned to dedicate the Recreation Complex property totaling 50.45 acres known as tax map 105, parcel 70B and the recreation vehicles currently titled to Greene County to the Greene County Recreation Board, Commissioner Rhodes seconded.  Motion to dedicate the property carried unanimously.

GovDeals Agreement:  The Commissioners received information regarding a service known as GovDeals that allows for governments to dispose of surplus assets through an online auction process.  The results from other governmental users have shown that the return for surplus assets has exceeded conventional sale methods.  Additionally, the Association of County Commissioners of Georgia has endorsed GovDeals and encouraged counties to evaluate the benefits of the service offered.  To utilize the GovDeals service, a non-exclusive Agreement is required.  Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the GovDeals Sellers Agreement, Commissioner Andrews seconded.  Motion to approve the Agreement carried unanimously.

Commissioner’s Reports:

District One Commissioner had no report.

District Two Commissioner commented that the work on Old Union Point Road performed by the Public Works Department looked good.

District Three Commissioner had no report.

District Four/Acting Chairman had no report.
