FRIDAY, APRIL 25, 2008
Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Meeting to order at 9:01 a.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Rhodes, Sanders, Andrews, and Channell present.

Also present was County Manager Lombard.

SPLOST V Intergovernmental Agreement with the City of Greensboro: The Board was provided with a proposed Intergovernmental Agreement with the City of Greensboro regarding the next SPLOST, and provided with the following background information.  The current SPLOST Law provides for a SPLOST to run for six years provided that an intergovernmental agreement is in place with the city or cities having 50% or more of the aggregate municipal population. Greensboro alone has over 50% of the municipal population, and the Greensboro City Council has adopted the proposed IGA. The proposed IGA incorporates the discussion of the Board regarding the City of Greensboro receiving 22% of the SPLOST collections over the six-year period. Commissioner Andrews motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2008.4.25(a) authorizing the execution of an Intergovernmental Agreement between Greene County and the City of Greensboro regarding the proposed SPLOST V, and to waive the reading of the Resolution, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

SPLOST V Resolution calling for the Imposition of a Referendum: The Board received an update on the status of the proposed SPLOST V Referendum.  The Board had previously discussed and agreed to a slate of projects and overall structure for SPLOST V, and was advised that they must adopt a Resolution calling for the imposition of the Referendum in order to place the matter before the voters of the County. Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve Resolution Number 2008.4.25(b) regarding the imposition of a Referendum for SPLOST V, and to waive the reading of the Resolution, Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner’s Compensation:  The Board discussed the current compensation provided to the Chairman and members of the Board.  The Commissioners received results from a committee formed by the Chairman to evaluate the issue.  Commissioner Andrews motioned to establish a compensation rate provided for the Chairman of Greene County Board of Commissioners at $1,000.00 per month as a base pay rate, and each member of the Greene County Board of Commissioners at $700.00 per month as a base pay rate, with the expense reimbursement provided for the Chairman of the Greene County Board of Commissioners being set at $400.00 per month, and each member of the Greene County Board of Commissioners being set at $400.00 per month, and that the expense reimbursement for the Chairman and members of the Greene County Board of Commissioners shall continue to be reimbursed in full for expenses incurred while performing official county business that requires travel outside of Greene County, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Commissioner Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders voted in favor. Commissioner Torbert and Channell opposed. Motion carried 3-2. Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve Resolution 2008.4.25(c) regarding the Commissioner’s Compensation as voted upon and to waive the reading of the Resolution, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Commissioner Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders and Channell voted in favor. Commissioner Torbert opposed. Motion carried 4-1. 
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 9:29 a.m.
