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GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING
FEBRUARY 2008

FEBRUARY 12, 2008 WORK SESSION:
Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:03 P.M.

Roll Call: Commissioner Rhodes, Sanders, Torbert, Andrews and Chairman Channell were present.

Minutes: The Minutes from the January 2008 Regular Monthly Meeting, the January 22, 2008 Retreat, and the January 24, 2008 Called Meeting were discussed. The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary. No corrections were noted. No official action was taken.

Petitions and Communications:
Recreation Board: The Commissioners received a presentation from Greene County Recreation Director Linda Parrish petitioning the Board of Commissioners to consider allocating $2.78million of the next SPLOST for capital improvement projects at their facility off U.S. 278. The improvements primarily call for the construction of an indoor multi-use facility that might include a basketball court and two racquetball courts. No official action was taken.
Planning & Zoning:
Preliminary Plat Request for North Rim Investments - Howard Lewis Road: The Commissioners reviewed a request for approval of a Preliminary Plat from G. Lawson Lawrence for North Rim Investments. The proposed subdivision would create 12 lots across from Double Branches Subdivision on Howard Lewis Road. The parcel of land contains 50.32 acres identified as part of tax map 97, parcel 1. No official action was taken.
Conditional Use Request for the Oconee Regional Humane Society: The Commissioners reviewed a request from the Oconee Regional Humane Society for the issuance of a Conditional Use Permit allowing for an animal shelter on 10 acres of property zoned A-1 located on Hutchinson Grove Road designated as tax map 73, parcel 13. No official action was taken. 
Variance Request for William Batchelor:  The Commissioners reviewed a request from Ray Deaton on behalf of William Batchelor for a variance to the side yard setback line that would reduce the setback from the twenty feet in the Code to five feet. The parcel of land contains 0.82 acres zoned LR1 located at 1361 White Oak Drive designated as tax map 96A, parcel 42. No official action was taken.
Variance Request for Pulte Homes, Del Webb at Lake Oconee: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Pulte Homes/ Del Webb for a height variance for the clubhouse amenity center planned within the development. The property is zoned PUD and is designated as part of tax map 38A, parcel 266. No official action was taken.

Preliminary Plat Request for National Village III at King’s Way: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development for Preliminary Plat approval for National Village III at King’s Way. The parcel of land contains 3.29 acres zoned PUD designated as part of tax map 78, parcel 1 located in Reynolds Plantation. No official action was taken.
Preliminary Plat Request for Waterstone Landing: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Paragon Development Group for Preliminary Plat Approval for Waterstone Landing. The parcel of land contains 312.26 acres zoned PUD and A2 designated as part of tax map 31, parcel 002 located off of Highway 278 west of Lake Oconee. No official action was taken. 
Business Items:

Voluntary Paving Ordinance: The Commissioners reviewed information concerning a proposed Voluntary Paving Ordinance.  The County has no ordinance or policy to govern requests involving the paving of county roads by private citizens. An Ordinance has been prepared that can serve as a basic framework in the event any future request are made. No official action was taken.

Traffic Signal Permit Application - GADOT: The Commissioners reviewed information from the Georgia Department of Transportation regarding a traffic signal permit application for a proposed traffic light at the intersection of State Route 44 and Merchant Street, which will be the primary entrance for the movie theater. The application must be submitted through the local government.  No official action was taken.

Resolution Designating Classification of Roads: The Commissioners reviewed the section of the Subdivision Regulations that refer to “Arterial Streets.”  An arterial street is defined as “A Street carrying a high volume of traffic and connecting two or more large areas or populated centers.  Direct residential access is prohibited and commercial or industrial lot access is controlled and limited on arterial streets.” The Board has not designated specific roads to be classified as “Arterial” leaving the potential for differences of opinion between the Building Official and the developer of any proposed development. A proposed list of county roads meeting the criteria to be designated as arterial streets has been prepared for Board consideration.  No official action was taken.  
Resolution Regarding a Franchise Fee for the AT&T State Franchise: The Commissioners reviewed information from the ACCG regarding an application filed with the Secretary of State by AT&T for a State Franchise Agreement. The Legislature authorized statewide franchise agreements during the 2007 session. Under the law, counties can file a Resolution with the Secretary of State that levies a 5% franchise fee on gross receipts generated from business within the unincorporated parts of the county of any provider if they provide video or cable services within the unincorporated portions of the county under a statewide franchise agreement.  No official action was taken.

Preliminary Plat Request for North Rim Investments- Howard Lewis Road: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat for North Rim Investments submitted by G. Lawson Lawrence, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Conditional Use Request for the Oconee Regional Humane Society: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the Conditional Use Permit for the Oconee Regional Humane Society providing for an animal shelter on Hutchinson Grove Road, Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Variance Request for William Batchelor: Commissioner Andrews motioned to deny the Variance Request for a side yard setback from William Batchelor for a reduction in the side yard setback from twenty-feet to five feet, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Variance Request for Pulte Homes, Del Webb at Lake Oconee: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the height Variance Request submitted by Pulte Homes for the Clubhouse Amenity Center at Del Webb Lake Oconee, Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Preliminary Plat Request for National Village III at King’s Way: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat for National Village III at King’s Way in Reynolds Plantation, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 

Preliminary Plat Request for Waterstone Landing: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat for Waterstone Landing submitted by the Paragon Development Group, Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Business Items:

Voluntary Paving Ordinance: Commissioner Andrews motioned to adopt the Voluntary Paving Ordinance for Greene County, Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
Traffic Signal Permit Application- GADOT: Commissioner Andrews motioned to submit the Request for a Traffic Signal for the intersection of State Route 44 and Merchants Street to the Georgia Department of Transportation, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Resolution Designating Classification of Roads: Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2008.2.19(a) designating various county roads as Arterial Streets, and to waive the reading of the Resolution, Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Resolution Regarding a Franchise Fee for the AT&T State Franchise: Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2008.2.19(b) establishing a franchise fee for cable and video service providers providing cable and video service in the unincorporated portions of Greene County pursuant to a state franchise, and to waive the reading of the Resolution, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
