REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

JUNE 2008
JUNE 10, 2008 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:02 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Petitions & Communications:
Athens Tech Update: Dr. Linda Edington provided an update on activity occurring at the Greene County Athens Tech Campus.
Minutes: The Minutes from the May 2008 Regular Meeting and the May 19, 2008 Retreat meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 

Planning & Zoning:

Conditional Use request for 10-12 RV Hookups at 1150 Gray Horse Rd: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Lewis and Brad Johnson for a Conditional Use Permit for a Recreational Vehicle park on Gray Horse Road. The property is designated as part of tax map 91, parcel 5F, contains 11.54 acres, and has an address of 1150 Gray Horse Road. The Board discussed this item with no official action being taken. 

Final Plat Request for Lakeview Terrace, Phase II, Reynolds Landing: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development for Final Plat for Lakeview Terrace, Phase II. The parcel of land contains 23.62 acres zoned PUD designated as part of tax map 38E, parcel 0021X located in Reynolds Landing. No official action was taken.
Business Items:
Appointments to the Board of Family and Children Services:  The Commissioners received information regarding appointments to the Board of Family and Children Services. Dr. James Southerland’s term will expire on June 30, 2008. Dr. Southerland has offered to continue serving if desired by the Board. Additionally, Ms. Jean Dolvin has requested that a member be appointed in her place due to health issues. Chairman Channell requested that the Commissioners submit any names for consideration. The Board discussed this item with no official action being taken. 

Intergovernmental Agreement for Elections with the City of Greensboro: The Commissioners received information regarding a revised Intergovernmental Agreement for the municipal elections that needs to be adopted authorizing the Board of Elections to carry-out the municipal elections within the City of Greensboro. The IGA had been adopted by the Greensboro City Council and is in accordance with prevailing Statutes. No official action was taken.

Solid Waste Contract Assignment: The Commissioners received information regarding the contract with Attaway Waste Services for solid waste disposal services. Attaway Waste Services has been purchased by Advanced Disposal Services of Middle Georgia.  The current contract requires assignment by the County to the new owner. Attaway has worked for many years as a partner with Advanced Disposal Services of Middle Georgia. Attaway will continue to operate the division of Advanced that serves Greene County’s contract. The consent is necessary to satisfy the legal obligations of the contract. The Board discussed this item no action being taken.

Final Plat Request for Lakeview Terrace, Phase II, Reynolds Landing: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the Final Plat for Lakeview Terrace, Phase II in Reynolds Landing, Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
 Business Items:
Appointments to the Board of Family and Children Services: Commissioner Sanders motioned to appoint Dr. James Southerland to the Greene County Board of Family and Children Services for a term beginning July 1, 2008 and ending June 30, 2013, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Intergovernmental Agreement for Elections with the City of Greensboro: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement Governing the Conduct of Greensboro Municipal Elections between Greene County and the City of Greensboro, Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.  
Solid Waste Contract Assignment: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the assignment of the Agreement for the Collection and Disposal of Municipal Solid Waste dated February 14, 2003 between Greene County and Attaway Waste Services, LLC to Advanced Disposal Services of Middle Georgia, LLC, Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

District Four Commissioner reported that a PGA Tournament will be taking place at Reynolds Plantation.
