REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

MAY 2008

MAY 13, 2008 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:05 p.m. 

Roll Call: Commissioners Rhodes, Andrews, Torbert, Sanders and Chairman Channell were present. Also present was County Manager Lombard.

Petitions & Communications:
Green Acres Community: Ms. Grant addressed the Commissioners concerning some issues within her community and areas of improvement in various county services that she would like to see in her area.
Minutes: The Minutes from the April 2008 Regular Monthly Meeting, the April 8, 2008 Called Meeting, and the April 25, 2008 Called Meeting were discussed. The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary. No corrections were noted. No official action was taken.
Planning & Zoning:

Preliminary Plat Request for Pointe Royal Subdivision, Phase II: The Commissioners reviewed a request for a review of a Preliminary Plat for Pointe Royal Subdivision, Phase II. The property is designated as part of tax map 75B, parcel 115. The subdivision will create 19 lots from 25.4 acres. No official action was taken.

Variance Request for Side-yard Setback, Ayal Latz, 1110 Parks Mill Trace: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Ayal Latz for a variance for the side-yard setback property located at 1110 Park Mill Trace identified as tax map 36, parcel 12 containing 0.61 acres. The Board discussed the item. No official action was taken.
Final Plat Request for Montgomery Place, Section II, Reynolds Plantation: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development for a Final Plat approval for Montgomery Place, Section II. The parcel of land contains 14.60 acres zoned PUD designated as part of tax map 55, parcel 4 located in Reynolds Plantation. No official action was taken.
Final Plat Request for Montgomery Place, Section III, Reynolds Plantation: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development for a Final Plat approval for Montgomery Place, Section III. The parcel of land contains 10.50 acres zoned PUD designated as part of tax map 55, parcel 4 located in Reynolds Plantation. No official action was taken. 
Special Use Permit Request, Tower in Reynolds Plantation: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Mark Barinowski and Linger Longer Development Company for the issuance of a special use permit for the installation of a telecommunications tower. The proposed site contains 530.93 acres, is designated as part of tax map 78, parcel 001, located in Reynolds Plantation. The Board discussed the item. No official action was taken.

Preliminary Plat Request for Lakeview Terrace, Phase II, Reynolds Landing: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development for a Preliminary Plat approval for Lakeview Terrace, Phase II. The parcel of land contains 23.62 acres zoned PUD designated as part of tax map 38E, parcel 001X located in Reynolds Landing. The Board discussed the item. No official action was taken.

Business Items:

Tax Assessors Board Appointment: The Commissioners received information that the term of Robert Randolph on the Tax Assessor’s Board will expire on June 1, 2008. The Chairman submitted Nicholas Antone for consideration. No official action was taken.
Development Authority Appointment: The Commissioners received information that the term of Vincent Lewis on the Greene County Development Authority will expire on July 1, 2008. Mr. Lewis has offered to continue serving if desired by the Board. No official action was taken.
Tourism Committee Appointment: The Commissioners received information that Bill Spiedel on the Tourism Committee has resigned due to a pending move that will relocate him outside the county. The Board submitted several names for consideration. No official action was taken. 
Intergovernmental Agreement for Elections with the City of Union Point: The Commissioners reviewed the proposed Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) for municipal elections held in the City of Union Point.  With the change to the Board of Elections and Registration, an IGA needs to be adopted authorizing the Board of Elections to carry-out the municipal elections.  The IGA has been prepared and reviewed, and is in accordance with prevailing Statutes. No official action was taken. 
Intergovernmental Agreement for Activation of a Tornado Warning Siren with the City of Woodville: The Commissioners received information that the City of Woodville recently installed a tornado warning siren that will provide warning to the immediate area of Woodville during an emergency weather event. The siren will require activation through the County 911 Center, though the city owns the equipment.  An IGA defining the responsibilities of the City and the County regarding maintenance expenses, activation protocols, testing, and primarily indemnification of the County is needed. No official action was taken.
Expansion of the County Ambulance Service: The Commissioners reviewed the information on the proposed Expansion of the County Ambulance Service. The County’s EMS service is presently housed in Greensboro near I-20 and State Route 44. Two 24-hour crews operate out of the station to serve the entire County. Due to growing demand and potential in others parts of the County, an advisory committee was formed to evaluate and discuss the ways in which the ambulance service can be improved. The committee proposes that a third 24-hour crew be implemented. The committee suggests that one crew remain in Greensboro, one crew be located in the eastern portion of the county either in Union Point, Siloam, or in between, and the last crew be located in the south end of the county. The ongoing personnel and related expenses other than capital costs will total around $ 330,000.00 each year. The Board discussed this item. No official action was taken.    
Annual Public Defender Contract: The Commissioners received information regarding the annual approval of a contract between the County and the Circuit Public Defender Office of the Ocmulgee Judicial Circuit. The funding will be included in the 2008 Budget. No official action was taken. 
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 7:20 p.m.

Preliminary Plat Request for Pointe Royal Subdivision, Phase II: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat for Pointe Royal Subdivision, Phase II, Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
Variance Request for Side-yard Setback, Ayal Latz, 1110 Parks Mill Trace: Commissioner Andrews motion to approve the variance for the side-yard setback for 1110 Parks Mill Trace allowing for a five-foot variance on each side of the lot, Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Final Plat Request for Montgomery Place, Section II, Reynolds Plantation: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve Final Plat for Montgomery Place, Section II in Reynolds Plantation, Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Final Plat Request for Montgomery Place, Section III, Reynolds Plantation: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the Final Plat for Montgomery Place, Section III in Reynolds Plantation, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Special Use Permit Request, Tower in Reynolds Plantation: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the Special Use Permit for the installation of a 240’ telecommunications tower to replace the existing 150’ tower located on map 78, parcel 001 in Reynolds Plantation, Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Preliminary Plat Request for Lakeview Terrace, Phase II, Reynolds Landing: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat for Lakeview Terrance, Phase II in Reynolds Plantation, Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Business Items:

Tax Assessors Board Appointment: Commissioners Andrews motioned to appoint Nicholas Antone to the Greene County Tax Assessor’s Board for a term beginning June 2, 2008 and ending June 1, 2011, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Development Authority Appointment: Commissioner Sanders motioned to appoint Vincent Lewis to the Greene County Development Authority for a term beginning July 1, 2008 and ending June 30, 2012, Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
Tourism Committee Appointment: Commissioner Andrews motioned to appoint Tim Pierson to the Greene County Tourism Committee, Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
Intergovernmental Agreement for Elections with the City of Union Point and the City of Greensboro: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement Governing the Conduct of Municipal Elections between Greene County and the City of Union Point, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
Intergovernmental Agreement for Activation of a Tornado Warning Siren with the City of Woodville: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement regarding the tornado warning siren between Greene County and the City of Woodville, Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Expansion of the County Ambulance Service: Commissioner Sanders motioned to pursue the expansion of the County’s Ambulance Service to include a third 24-hour crew with each crew being located in separate stations to reduce response times throughout the County, Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.    
Annual Public Defender Contract: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the Georgia Indigent Defense Services Agreement with the Circuit Public Defender Office of the Ocmulgee Judicial Circuit, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner’s Report:

District Two Commissioner had no report
District Three Commissioner had no report.

District Four Commissioner reported that the Airport transition has gone well and the Airport expansion project has commenced.

Chairman Channell reported that he was well pleased with the recent retreat.
