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 GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

OCTOBER 2008
OCTOBER 14, 2008 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Commissioner Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:05 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the September 2008 Regular Meeting, the September 5, 2008 Called Meeting, and the September12, 2008 Called Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 

Planning & Zoning:

Final Plat for a Minor Subdivision - Calvert & White/James & Ruth Brown: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Calvert & White acting on behalf of James and Ruth Brown requesting the issuance of a final plat for the creation of three lots. The property contains 7.51 acres in Reynolds Plantation designated as part of tax map 77C, parcel 66, and location at 1010 Mallory Lane. The Board discussed this item with no official action being taken. 

Business Items:
Department of Corrections Contract:  The Commissioners received the contract with the Department of Corrections to provide an inmate detail for litter pick-up in the unincorporated portions of the county. The contract was never formally approved by the Board and requires approval by ratification since it has been executed. Additionally budget adjustments are necessary for the van that was purchased for the program, and the contract price for the inmate detail. The Board discussed this item with no official action being taken. 

Chamber of Commerce Contracts: The Commissioners received the contracts that the County enters into each year with the Chamber of Commerce for the provision of specified services. One of the contracts involves the promotion of the general economic growth and welfare of the County, and the other involves the support of the Tourism Committee. No official action was taken.

Utility & Construction Easement - City of Greensboro: The Commissioners reviewed information regarding the City of Greensboro’s pursuit of a sewer project along Airport Road that requires an easement along the edge of the Airport property. The purpose of the sewer project is to serve existing industry located on Airport road. The Board discussed this item with no action being taken.

Ordinance Regarding Emergency Management: The Commissioners reviewed the Ordinance Regarding Emergency Management that is required to be updated every four years. The primary update involves the contact information for the agencies and officials in the plan. Adoption of a current Ordinance is required with each update. The Ordinance has been previously adopted, but the State and Federal requirements necessitate the adoption of a current Ordinance. No official action was taken.  
Resolution to Establish a GA Fund 1 Account for SPLOST V Bond Proceeds: The Commissioners discussed transferring the recent SPLOST V bond proceeds from a money market account to the higher-yielding Local Government Investment Pool. Commissioners Andrews requested clarification by the voting session as to how the $15 million in bond proceeds would be insured from bank default under the Local Government Investment Pool. No official action was taken.
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 6:21 p.m.

October 21, 2008 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 6:05 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Sanders, Rhodes, Andrews and Chairman Channell were present. Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard.
Minutes: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the minutes from the September 2008 Regular Monthly Meeting, the September 5, 2008 Called Meeting and the September 12, 2008 Called Meeting, Commissioner Sanders seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
Planning & Zoning:
Final Plat for a Minor Subdivision - Calvert & White/ James & Ruth Brown: 
Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the Final Plat as revised October 17, 2008 for a minor subdivision submitted by Calvert & White, on behalf of James and Ruth Brown creating three lots from 7.51 acres in Reynolds Plantation at 1010 Mallory Lane. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Business Items:
Department of Corrections Contract:  Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the contract with the Georgia Department of Corrections for an inmate work crew, and to authorize the necessary budget adjustments for the purchase of the van and the contract compensation required for the detail crew officer. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Chamber of Commerce Contracts: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the contract with the Chamber of Commerce for the promotion of general economic welfare and growth, and the contract with the Chamber of Commerce for the support of the Tourism Committee. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Utility & Construction Easement - City of Greensboro: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the Utility and Construction Easement granting the City of Greensboro an easement for underground utilities along a section of Airport property as depicted in the Easement document. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Ordinance Regarding Emergency Management: Commissioner Sanders motioned to adopt the Ordinance Regarding Emergency Management for the updated Local Emergency Operations Plan. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution to Establish a GA Fund 1 Account for SPLOST V Bond Proceeds: Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt the Georgia Fund One Resolution to Authorize Investment to establish a Georgia Fund One account for the SPLOST V Bond Proceeds, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner’s Report:

District One Commissioner had no report.

District Two Commissioner had no report.
District Three Commissioner had no report.
District Four Commissioner reported that the Airport commenced with the last phase of moving dirt for the runway expansion project.  The project is proceeding according to schedule.
Chairman Channell reported that the County was under Level 2 Drought schedule restrictions; The Solid Waste Committee has been very active working with Reynolds Landing and the Ritz-Carlton on recycling projects; Despite the state stopping its resurfacing contracts, the county resurfacing will continue; Next month’s work session will be held on November 12th due to Veteran’s Day; That he met with the  Work Ready Committee last week and they are short on assessments and need 100 employed citizens and 100 unemployed citizens to take the assessment before the end of the year; And that the Union Point EMS Station on Hwy 77 should be opened by the end of next week.
