REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

SEPTEMBER 2008
SEPTEMBER 09, 2008 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:02 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Petitions & Communications:
Georgia Forestry Annual Report: Julian Beasely provided an annual report to the Board covering Georgia Forestry activity and operations.

Minutes: The Minutes from the August 2008 Regular Monthly Meeting, the August 8, 2008 Called Meeting, and the August 15, 2008 Called Meting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 

Planning & Zoning:

Preliminary Plat Request for Oaks Subdivision, Phase 1: The Commissioner received a request for Preliminary Plat Approval for Oaks Subdivision, Phase 1. The property is designated as part of tax map 54, parcel 011. No official action was taken.
Conditional Use Request from the Oconee Regional Humane Society: The Commissioners were informed that the applicant withdrew the conditional use request.

No official action was taken.
Variance Request from James Thomas, Jr. for Property Setback: The Commissioners reviewed a request from James Thomas, Jr. for variance of three feet to the side-yard setback. The parcel of land contains 1.0 acres zoned A1designated as part of tax map 105A, parcel 48, and is located at 3271 Union Point Highway. No official action was taken.

Rezoning Request from A-1 to OI for C+N Development: The Commissioners reviewed a request for the rezoning of 57 acres from A1 to OI (Office Industrial). The property is located adjacent to Old Linger Road and State Route 44 and is identified as part of tax map 56, parcel 3. No official action was taken.

Final Plat Request for a Minor Subdivision Submitted by Mike McCommons:  The Commissioners reviewed a request from Mike McCommons for a minor subdivision located between Brickhouse Road and Union Point Highway. The parcel of land contains 17.06 acres zoned A2 designated as part of tax map 105, parcel 46. The subdivision will create four lots that will be served by individual wells and septic tanks. No official action was taken.
Business Items:
Alcoholic Beverage License - El Chaparro Restaurant:  The Commissioners reviewed a request for the issuance of a license for consumption on the premises for liquor, beer & wine for El Chaparro Restaurant, located in the Lake Oconee Village development. The Board discussed this item with no official action being taken. 

Dedication of the Flying J Infrastructure: The Commissioners have previously discussed dedicating the water and sewer infrastructure serving the State Route 77 corridor between Union Point and I-20 to the City of Union Point, and received the necessary Intergovernmental Agreement and deeds for consideration. Three pieces of real property being used for the water tower, the water booster pump station, and the sewer lift station will be conveyed along with all of the county’s interests in the lines located on Georgia DOT right-of-way. The City of Union Point has agreed in principle for the dedication and is currently operating the infrastructure in question. Final dedication will not take place until the City Council adopts the IGA as well. No official action was taken.

Amendment to the GEBCorp 401(A) Retirement: The Board included funding in the Fiscal Year 2009 Budget to provide for an increase to the match for the 401(a) Retirement Plan. The change requires formal adoption by Resolution of the Board. GEBCorp on behalf of ACCG has provided the necessary paperwork and Resolution. No official action was taken. 

Resolution for SPLOST Bond Issue: The Commissioners reviewed information on the Bond Issue for SPLOST V that requires passage of a Resolution by the Board authorizing the issuance of the bonds. It was noted that the Resolution would be addressed during a Called Meeting scheduled for September 12, 2008.  No official action was taken. 
ACCG Inmate Medical Program Adoption Agreement: The Board discussed adopting an administrative services program for inmate medical costs that is offered through ACCG by Blue Cross/Blue Shield.  The proposed plan would allow Greene County to take advantage of reduced rates for inmate medical services. No official action was taken.
DOT Section 5311 Contracts: The Commissioners reviewed the Section 5311 Georgia Department of Transportation Contracts. The Section 5311 program serving Greene County is accomplished through a “third party” agreement with Advantage Behavioral Health Systems. The Section 5311 application requires Board approval each year. No official action was taken.
RDC Aging Services Contract - Senior Center: The Commissioners reviewed the contracts that the County executes each year with the Northeast Georgia Regional Development Center for the funding of the Senior Center Programs. The FY 2009 contracts have been provided for approval by the RDC. No official action was taken.
Establishment of a Conservation Easement and Buffer Variance: By consensus, the Commissioners postponed consideration of the Establishment of a Conservation Easement and Buffer Variance until the next monthly meeting. No official action was taken.
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 6:31pm.

September 16, 2008 VOTING SESSION:

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 6:09 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Sanders, Rhodes, and Chairman Channell were present. Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard.
Minutes: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the minutes from the August 2008 Regular Monthly Meeting, and the August 8, 2008 Called Meeting, and the August 15, 2008 Called Meeting, Commissioner Torbert seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
Planning & Zoning:
Preliminary Plat Request for Oaks Subdivision, Phase 1: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat for Oaks Subdivision Phase 1 on Carey Station Road. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Variance Request from James Thomas, Jr. for Property Setback: Commissioner Sanders motioned to deny the request for a variance of three feet to the side-yard setback for James Thomas, Jr. for property located at 3271 Union Point Highway. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Rezoning Request from A-1 to OI for C+N Development: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the rezoning of 57 acres identified as part of tax map 56, parcel 3 located adjacent to Old Linger Longer Road and State Route 44 to OI. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
Final Plat Request for a Minor Subdivision Submitted by Mike McCommons: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the Final Plat for a minor subdivision submitted by Mike McCommons creating four lots between Brickhouse Road and Union Point Highway. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Business Items:
Alcoholic Beverage License - El Chaparro Restaurant:  Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve a beer & wine license for consumption on the premises, and a liquor license for consumption on the premises for the El Chaparro Restaurant, in the name of Daryl Hughes as the holder of the License. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Dedication of the Flying J Infrastructure: Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt the Intergovernmental Agreement between Greene County and the City of Union Point regarding the dedication of the water and sewer infrastructure along State Route 77 presently serving the Flying J truck plaza and future development at the State Route 77/I-20 interchange. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Amendment to the GEBCorp 401(A) Retirement: Commissioner Sanders motioned to adopt the Resolution to Amend the Plan Adoption Agreement for the GEBCorp 401(a) Defined Contribution Plan for Employees of Greene County providing for an increase to the matching contribution, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
ACCG Inmate Medical Program Adoption Agreement: Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt the Group Adoption Agreement for the Association County Commissioners of Georgia Inmates Medical Administrative Services Only Program. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously
DOT Section 5311 Contracts: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the Agreement for Transit Operating Assistance between the Georgia Department of Transportation and Greene County for the Section 5311 Program. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
RDC Aging Services Contract - Senior Center: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the Fiscal Year 2009 Aging Services Contract between the Northeast Georgia Regional Development Center and the Greene County Board of Commissioners. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
Commissioner’s Report:

District One Commissioner had no report.

District Three Commissioner had no report.
District Four Commissioner had no report.
Chairman Channell noted that Greene County Tax digest has been approved by the State; Moody’s Investor Services awarded Greene County an Aa3 rating-effectively tying Greene County for 9th among Georgia’s 159 Counties in terms of credit quality and fiscal management. The county is set to resurface 25 miles of roads before end of year. Work is continuing at the airport, and they should be able to finish the runway extension and taxiway. Landscape clearing is being completed at the Annex to move a retention pond, and the county is trying to make some area for DMV test tracks. The test tracks would service the proposed Department of Driver Services branch that is slated to be built within the Annex.
