CALLED MEETING

COMMISSIONERS MEETING ROOM

FRIDAY, SEPTEMBER 05, 2008
Chairman Channell led the pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Meeting to order at 9:10 a.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Rhodes, Sanders, Andrews, and Channell present. Also present was County Manager Lombard.

Resurfacing Project: The Commissioners received information regarding a proposed resurfacing project.  The Road Department has prepared a list of Roads that are in need of resurfacing containing 25 miles that will cost an estimated $2M.  The proposal is to fund the project from SPLOST IV funds.  Commissioners Torbert motioned to authorize a resurfacing project for Fiscal Year 2009 that includes close to 25 miles of roads submitted by the Road Department, and to authorize the necessary budget adjustments to fund the project out of the remaining SPLOST IV funds designated for road projects and General Fund Balance with Fund Balance advancing the initial cost of the project and receiving reimbursement from SPLOST IV. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Ash Street: Commissioner Andrews presented information regarding the possibility of paving Ash Street in the City of Woodville.  Commissioner Andrews reported that the project was started in 2001 when the County resurfaced the existing paved section of Ash Street, yet the remaining section of street was never paved.  The Board discussed the item and provided direction that a formal request from the Mayor and City Council of Woodville would be needed. No official action was taken. 
Job Description for Chief Clerk/ Part- Time Magistrate:  The Commissioners reviewed information from Judge Ogletree regarding the creation of a job description that combines the Chief Clerk responsibilities with the part time Magistrate responsibilities. The Board also discussed the need for a pay range for the position if the position is established. The pay range for the Chief Clerk position is $21,266 up to $40,772. The Magistrate Judge pay is $7,724.37. The Board discussed the item. The Board directed the County Manager to contract with the company that developed the job descriptions and pay ranges for the rest of the county positions to create a job description and pay range for the proposed position for future Board consideration.
Funding Request for Conversion of Part-Time Position to Full-Time in the Magistrate Court:  The Board addressed a request from Judge Ogletree to fund a part-time position as full-time in the FY2009 budget. The Board previously decided not to fund the conversion to full-time position as part of the budget cycle. The Chairman has brought the issue back to the Board for further consideration. The Board discussed the item. Commissioner Andrews motioned to change the present part-time clerk’s position in the Magistrate Court to a full-time position, and to authorize the necessary budget adjustments to reflect this change in the FY 2009 Budget. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned passed 4-1. Commissioner Sanders opposed.

Election Signs: The Chairman discussed the possibility of allowing election signs and campaign tents on C. Weldon Smith Drive with the Board.  During recent elections, candidates have placed signs on the County property in violation of County Ordinance. The Greensboro precinct is located in the County Annex on C. Weldon Smith Drive. Commissioner Torbert motioned to allow placement of campaign signs and candidates’ tents on C. Weldon Smith Drive on election days only beginning one-half hour before polls open and ending one-half hour after polls close provided that such campaigning complies with State Law.  Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motioned passed 4-1. Commissioner Sanders opposed.  
Patrol Division Salary Scale: The Board addressed the possibility of increasing the pay scale for road deputies in the FY2009 budget process. The Board decided not to make any changes to the pay scale as part of the budget cycle. Commissioner Sanders requested through the Chairman that this matter be brought back to the Board for further consideration. Commissioner Sanders motioned to increase the rate of pay for deputies actually on road patrol by $1.00 hr, and to authorize the necessary budget adjustments in the FY2009 Budget. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.   
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 10:05am.
