REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

DECEMBER 2009
DECEMBER 8, 2009 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders, and Chairman Channell were present.   
Minutes: The Minutes from the November 2009 Regular Monthly Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Planning & Zoning:
Special Use Permit, Georgia Carolina Tower/ Linger Longer Development- Telecommunications Tower: The Commissioners received a request from Mark Barinowski and Linger Longer Development Company for the issuance of a special use permit for the installation of a telecommunications tower. The request changed from erecting a new 240’ tower and replacing an existing tower, to erecting a second monopole tower co-located with the existing tower. The area includes 0.1125 acres located in Reynolds Plantation adjacent to the water tower. No official action was taken.
Business Items:

Planning & Zoning Board Appointment: The Commissioners received information that the term of Kevin Jackson on the Planning & Zoning Board will expire on December 31, 2009. Appointments are made for three-year terms. Mr. Jackson has offered to continue serving if desired by the Board. No official action was taken.
Airport Authority Appointments:  The Commissioners received information that the terms on the Airport Authority of Bud Sanders, Larry Postell, and Raul Otalora will expire on December 31, 2009. The appointments to the Authority are made for two-year terms. Bud Sanders, Larry Postell, and Raul Otalora have offered to continue serving if desired by the Board. No official action was taken.
Lake Oconee Area Development Authority Appointment: The Commissioners received information that the term of Dick Schneider on the Lake Oconee Area Development Authority will expire on December 31, 2009. Appointments are for five-year terms. Mr. Schneider has indicated that he would not be interested in continuing to serve. No official action was taken.
Tourism Committee Appointments:  The Commissioners received information that the terms of the members of the Tourism Committee appointed by the Board will expire on December 31, 2009. The Tourism Committee members have offered to continue serving if desired by the Board. No official action was taken.
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 6:08 p.m.
DECEMBER 15, 2009 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 6:05 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders and Chairman Channell were present.  
Minutes: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the minutes from the November 2009 Regular Monthly Meeting, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Planning & Zoning:

Special Use Permit, Georgia Carolina Tower/ Linger Longer Development- Telecommunications Tower: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the Special Use Permit by Georgia Carolina Tower and Linger Longer Development for a telecommunications tower in Reynolds Plantation providing a waiver to the setback and separation provisions of the Telecommunications Antennas and Towers Ordinance given that the proposed tower is within a gated community on a 530 acre parcel owned by the developer, the owner aggress to document their liability for the proposed tower, all adjacent uses are commercial, the existing tower has insufficient structure to accommodate the additional equipment, and the owner has agreed to accommodate county emergency radio equipment if requested and compatible. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Business Items:

Planning & Zoning Board Appointment: Commissioner Andrews motioned to appoint Kevin Jackson to the Greene County  Planning & Zoning Board for a three-year term beginning 1/1/2010 and ending 12/13/2012. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Airport Authority Appointments: Commissioner Torbert motioned to appoint Bud Sanders, Larry Postell, and Raul Otalora to the Airport Authority for a two-tear term beginning 1/1/2010 and ending 12/13/2011. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Lake Oconee Area Development Authority Appointment: By consensus, the Chairman postponed the Lake Oconee Area Development Appointment given that no candidate had submitted their name for consideration. 
Tourism Committee Appointments: Commissioner Sanders motioned to appoint Tami Moran, Lee Nelson, Gino Marasco, Bill Houghton, Dene Channell, Charlene Jordan, and Gloria Slaughter to the Tourism Committee for a two-year term beginning 1/1/2010 and ending 12/31/2011. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner’s Report:

District One Commissioner had no report.
District Two Commissioner expressed gratitude to the Board members for having a good year, and that he thoroughly enjoyed working with the Board. The Board has accomplished a lot, looking forward to next year. Commissioner Andrews also wished the Commissioners and the Citizens of the County a Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year.
District Three Commissioner reported that Greene County is a member of the Northeast Georgia Regional Commission and that our region is the only region in the state that has a regional solid waste plan. It is a ten year plan that is subject to a five year review. The five-year review and update is on the way.
District Four Commissioner had no report.
Chairman Channell reported that three events have recently used the arena including the Southern Invitation Horse show, Law Enforcement Training, and the 4-H horse clinic. He also stated that he is a part of Farm Bureau and the Georgia Farm Bureau was named a McKemie Award winner - the highest honor given to a county in recognition of its outstanding member programs. Nancie Sanders also competed against 17 other contestants to win the Young Farmer Discussion Meet and will compete for national honors at the AFBF Convention. Sanders received a $500 cash award courtesy of the Dodge Truck Division of Daimler Chrysler Corp. and an Arctic Cat 500 all-terrain vehicle courtesy of the Southern Farm Bureau Life Insurance Company. The three finalists each received a $350 cash award from SunTrust Bank. He was proud the Boy Scouts attended the Board meeting for this month.  He further wanted to wish everyone a Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year and that he was proud of Board with the work this year.
