FEBRUARY 10, 2009 WORK SESSION:

Alcoholic Beverage License Application - HogFish Hospitality Inc: The Commissioners received a request for the issuance of a beer & wine retail package dealer license, and a liquor, beer & wine consumption on the premises license for a new business that will be located in the Granite Shoals Marina facility located on Walker Church Road.  If issued, the license would be in the name of David Baldwin.  No official action was taken.
Request from the Sheriff to Retain Legal Counsel in Action against the County Commission: The Commissioners discussed a request by the Sheriff to provide him funding for legal fees in an action against the County Commission concerning the proposal to establish a special tax district to provide dedicated funding for the operations of the sheriff’s office.  The Commissioners noted that it is customary to provide monies for legal representation for the sheriff in instances only where actual legal action has been officially taken and it is found that the county attorney cannot represent the sheriff due to a conflict if interest. No official action was taken.
