REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

JANUARY 2009
JANUARY 13, 2009 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:05 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the December 2008 Regular Monthly Meeting, the December 17, 2008 Retreat, and the December 29, 2008 Called Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Planning & Zoning:

Preliminary Plat Request, Linger Longer Development, Carey Station Road: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development for a Preliminary Plat approval for the creation of 42 single-family lots on Carey Station Road. The property contains 16.65 acres zoned CPUD and is designated as part of tax map 54, parcel 10. No official action was taken.
Final Plat Request, National Village III at King’s Way, Section II: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development for a Final Plat approval for National Village III at King’s Way, Section II. The property contains 4.1 acres zoned PUD and is designated as part of tax map 57, parcel 7 and 7A. No official action was taken.
Business Items:

Environmental Heath Swimming Pool Regulations: The Commissioners received information regarding a request from the Board of Health to revise the rules and regulations pertaining to swimming pools, spas, and the recreational water parks.  The changes involve the definition of “public swimming pool” and revise the regulations in the County to align with the definition promulgated by the state. No official action was taken.
Appointments to the Recreation Board: The Commissioners received information that the term of Louise Nesbitt has expired on the Recreation Board.  Ms. Nesbit has offered to continue serving if desired by the Board. No official action was taken.

Establish Minimum Acreage for Conservation Use: The Board discussed information from the Chief Appraiser regarding a change in Georgia Law that allows local governments to establish a minimum acreage for conservation use contracts. The Board discussed the item. No official action was taken.
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 6:24 p.m.

JANUARY 20, 2009 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 6:04 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders and Chairman Channell were present.   
Minutes: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the minutes from the December 2008 Regular Monthly Meeting, the December 17, 2008 Retreat, and the December 29, 2008 Called Meeting.  Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Planning & Zoning:

Preliminary Plat Request, Linger Longer Development, Carey Station Road: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the preliminary plat request from Linger Longer Development Company for the creation of 42 single-family lots from 16.65 acres zoned CPUD on Carey Station Road. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Final Plat Request, National Village III at King’s Way, Section II: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the final plat for National Village III at King’s Way, Section II creating 18 lots from 4.1 acres zoned PUD in Reynolds Plantation. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Business Items:

Environmental Heath Swimming Pool Regulations: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the Amendment to the Rules and Regulations governing swimming pools, spas, and recreational water parks that revises the definition of a ‘public swimming pool’ that was proposed by the Greene County Board of Health. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Appointments to the Recreation Board: Commissioner Andrews motioned to appoint Louise Nesbitt to the Greene County Recreation Board. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Establish Minimum Acreage for Conservation Use: Commissioners Andrews motioned to require a minimum of 1.5 acres to qualify for the conservation use contract. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner’s Report:

District One Commissioner had no report.

District Two Commissioner had no report.
District Three Commissioner reported that he has been looking at some of the county roads in his district and other districts too, talked to the County Manager, and noted that the county has a great need for a striping project this year due to the lines fading out. The County Manager has already spoken to public works and prepared a list of roads for striping.
District Four Commissioner commented that he wanted to echo statements from Commissioner Torbert. He said they did a great job on Walker Church Road on repaving, but when you get to the end of the repaving, the line disappears. He suggested that when repaving these roads that the whole road needs to be restriped.   

Chairman Channell took a moment to thank Greene County EMS for the work that they do and talked about an incident near his home where he personally witnessed how quickly they responded. He also reported that some of the resurfacing project has been completed, including Walker Church Road, Brickhouse Road, Syrup Mill Crossing, Wesley Chapel Road, and Greyland Road. Veazey Road has been scraped and is ready for resurfacing.  The Chairman indicated that he is proud of Dick Schneider, Linda Edington, and Lynn Bowers for their help in making Greene County a Work Ready County.
