JULY 14, 2009 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:01 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the June 2009 Regular Monthly Meeting, and the June 19, 2009 Retreat Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Planning & Zoning:
Preliminary Plat Request from Linger Longer Development, Angel Pond, Section III: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development Corporation for a Preliminary Plat approval for Angel Pond, Section III in Reynolds Plantation. The area includes 8.19 acres zoned PUD and is identified as part of tax map 55, parcel 5D. No official action was taken.
Preliminary Plat Request from Linger Longer Development, Horseshoe Bend, Section II: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development Corporation for a Preliminary Plat approval for Horseshoe Bend, Section II, in Reynolds Plantation. The area includes 47.94 acres zoned PUD and is identified as part of tax map 78, parcel 1, and part of tax map 60, parcel 1, this request includes re-platting 9.95 acres of Davis Ridge- Section II. No official action was taken.
Revised Final Plat Request from Linger Longer Development, The Village at Reynolds Landing, Section II: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development Corporation for a revised Final Plat approval for The Village at Reynolds Landing, Section II. The area includes 13.92 acres zoned PUD and is identified as part of tax map 38A, parcel 268. No official action was taken.

Alcoholic Beverage License Application- J.C. Mart: The Commissioners received information that Gas Plus recently changed ownership to J.C. Mart. The new ownership seeks to obtain a retail beer & wine license for the location. No official action was taken.
Travel Policy:  The Commissioners reviewed a proposed Travel Policy that is intended to incorporate all policies, requirements, and best practices into one document.  No official action was taken.
Firefly Trail Resolution: The Commissioners received a request from the Northeast Georgia Regional Development Center to adopt a Resolution supporting the Rails-to-Trails project. The Resolution does not commit the County to any funding. No official action was taken.
Resolution to Adopt Revised Zoning Ordinance: The Commissioners reviewed a proposed revision to the Zoning Ordinance.  The Planning & Zoning Commission had conducted a Public Hearing on the proposed revisions. The Board was provided with the proposed changes on June 29, 2009. No official action was taken.
Contract Extension for Senior Center Meals: The Commissioners received information regarding the Senior Center contract for meals through GA Food Service, Inc. The RDC follows a procurement process for all of the Senior Centers in the region. No official action was taken.

Revised Final Plat Request from Linger Longer Development, The Village at Reynolds Landing, Section II: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the revised Final Plat for The Village at Reynolds Landings, Section II. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License Application- J.C. Mart: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve a retail package dealer license for beer & wine for J.C. Mart in the name of Yash Paul Chawla as the holder of the license. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Travel Policy: Commissioner Andrews motioned to adopt the Travel Policy with an effective date of August 1, 2009. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution to Adopt Revised Zoning Ordinance: Commissioner Sanders motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2009.7.21 amending the Greene County Zoning Ordinance, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Contract Extension for the Senior Center Meals: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve Contract Extension #1 between GA Food Service, Inc. and the Greene County Senior Center for the provision of meals for the Senior Center. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
