JUNE 09, 2009 WORK SESSION:

The parcel contains 50.32 acres designated as part of tax map 97, parcel 1 located on Howard Lewis Road. No official action was taken.

Greene County Board of Family and Children Services Appointment: The Commissioners received information that the term of Ms. Orian Motley on the Greene County Board of Family and Children Services will expire on June 30, 2009. The Board was advised that Ms. Motley has expressed her willingness to continue serving if so desired by the Board. No official action was taken.
Intergovernmental Agreement for the Driver Services Facility: The Commissioners reviewed the Intergovernmental Agreement for the project to develop a Driver Services Facility at the Greene County Public Service Campus. The Agreement outlines the responsibilities of the County and the Department of Driver Services. If adopted, the project will proceed to construction once a public bid is completed. No official action was taken.

Intergovernmental Agreement for the Driver Services Facility: Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt the Intergovernmental Agreement for the Department of Driver Services Use of Greene County Owned Facilities between Greene County and the Department of Driver Services as an agency of the State of Georgia. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner’s Report:

District One Commissioner reported that the Action Board in Athens has satisfied their debt with the Internal Revenue Service and there will be some money beginning to flow to Greene, and Morgan County. Some time in the near future there will be some stimulus money that will come to Greene County.
District Two Commissioner had no report.
District Three Commissioner had no report.
District Four Commissioner had no report.
Chairman Channell reported that Greene County is in the running for a large water park development as one of many counties being considered.  The State sent a letter stating that the State Aid Grants through GADOT have been canceled for 2010, but LARP will be available for 2010. The Road Department continuous to work on our road network and that for a County our size, Greene County has excellent roads compared to any County around us…he is very proud of the road department.
