REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

MARCH 2009
MARCH 10, 2009 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:00pm.
Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the February 2009 Regular Meeting, and the February 5, 2009 Public Hearing were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Planning & Zoning:

Preliminary Plat Request from Linger Longer Development, Hall’s Crossing, Section I: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development Company for preliminary plat approval for Hall’s Crossing, Section I creating 32 lots. The property contains 31.11 acres zoned PUD and is designated as part of tax map 55, parcel 005. No official action was taken. 

Final Plat Request from Flat Rock, LLC for Hutchinson Grove Road Subdivision: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Flatrock, LLC for final plat approval for Hutchinson Grove Subdivision creating 13 lots. The property contains 298.77 acres zoned A2 and is designated as part of tax map 73, parcel 013. No official action was taken.

Rezoning Request from Jimmy Edmonds, 213.58 acres on SR278, Brickhouse Road, from B-1 to A-1: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Jimmy Edmonds for rezoning of 213.58 acres designated as part of tax map 105, parcel 7 located along Brickhouse Road at the Union Point Highway intersection from B-1 to A-1. 
Business Items:

Declaration of Conservation Covenants and Restrictions for the Stream Mitigation Project: The Commissioners were advised of a stream bank mitigation project that was necessary to establish credits for part of the Airport Project.  The pond behind the Mental Health Center was identified as a source to obtain mitigation credits that will benefit the County by rehabilitating the streambed, and providing for excess credits that can be used by the County in road projects. No official action was taken.
Memorandum of Agreement - Georgia Department of Veterans Services: The Commissioners reviewed information from the State Properties Commission regarding the space that is provided for the Veterans Services Office. The State would like to have a formal agreement in place to govern the space the county provides.  The Commissioners were advised that the agreement can be canceled with 90 days notice, and that approving the Agreement does not necessarily limit the county’s control of the space.  No official action was taken.
Resolution to Establish a Special Tax District to Generate Revenue to Fund Operations of the Sheriff’s Office: The Board discussed the proposal that would improve transparency and accountability for the funding provided to the sheriff’s office. Public hearings were conducted across the county and information has been widely disseminated in the local papers. To implement the special tax district, the Board would have to adopt a resolution formally establishing the special district. No official action was taken.
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 6:19pm.

Minutes: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the minutes from the February 2009 Regular Monthly Meeting, and the February 5, 2009 Public Hearing. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Planning & Zoning:
Preliminary Plat Request from Linger Longer Development, Hall’s Crossing, Section I: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat request from Linger Longer Development Company for Hall’s Crossing, Section I, creating 32 lots from 31.11 acres. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Final Plat Request from Flat Rock, LLC for Hutchinson Grove Road Subdivision:  Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the Final Plat submitted by Flatrock, LLC for Hutchinson Grove Subdivision creating 13 lots from 298.77 acres. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Rezoning Request from Jimmy Edmonds, 213.58 acres on SR278, Brick house Road,
from B-1 to A-1: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the rezoning requests submitted by James Edmonds to rezone 213.58 acres located along Brickhouse Road adjacent to the Union Point Highway intersection from B-1 to A-1. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Business Items:

Declaration of Conservation Covenants and Restrictions for the Stream Mitigation Project: Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt the Resolution approving the Declaration of Conservation and Restrictions for the Stream Mitigation Project, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Memorandum of Agreement - Georgia Department of Veterans Services: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the Memorandum of Agreement between the Greene County Board of Commissioners and the Department of Veterans Services. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Resolution to Establish a Special Tax District to Generate Revenue to Fund Operations of the Sheriff’s Office: Commissioner Andrews motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2009.3.17 establishing a special tax district for the Sherriff’s Tax District Fund, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner’s Report:

District One Commissioner had no report.

District Two Commissioner reported that he was pleased with the resurfacing going on within the county.
District Three Commissioner had no report.
District Four Commissioner had no report.

Chairman Channell reported that there will be a tire recycling week March 23-28 limited to passenger car tires and truck tires, no dealers; also that he was very pleased with the recycling center opening ceremony.
