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  GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

MAY 2009

MAY 12, 2009 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 

Minutes: The Minutes from the April 2009 Regular Monthly Meeting, the April 3, 2009 Budget, and the April 21, 2009 Called Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 

Planning & Zoning:

Request to Modify the Conditions to Final Plat Approval for Lake Drive in Harbor Club: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Harbor Company to modify the conditions to final plat approval for Lake Drive within Harbor Club. The request involved improvements to the water system that had previously been required conditions of the final plat approval.  The property is designated as part of tax map 55, parcel 9. No official action was taken.

Rezoning Request from G. Lawson Lawrence, 14.67 acres on Howard Lewis Road, from A-1 to LR-1: The Commissioners reviewed a request from G. Lawson Lawrence regarding the rezoning from A-1 to LR1 for 14.67 acres designated as part of tax map 97, parcel 1 located on Howard Lewis Road. No official action was taken.

Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License - The Fox Restaurant & Bar: The Commissioners reviewed a request for the issuance of consumption on the premises license for Liquor, Beer & Wine for The Fox Restaurant & Bar located at 1061 Village Park Drive, Building D, Suite 102 &103. No official action was taken.

Intergovernmental Agreement - Oconee Areawide Radio System: The Commissioners received information regarding the Intergovernmental Agreement for the Oconee Areawide Radio System.  The Board had previously approved an Intergovernmental Agreement for the proposed 800 MHz radio system being referred to as the Oconee Areawide Radio System back in November of 2008. The attorney for Walton County revised the Agreement in wording only, not application. As a result, the Board was advised that the Agreement needs to be re-adopted by each county. No official action was taken.

Planning & Zoning Board Appointment: The Commissioners received information that the term of Doran Samples on the Planning & Zoning Board will expire on June 30, 2008.   The Board was advised that Mr. Samples has expressed his willingness to continue serving if so desired by the Board. No official action was taken.

Tax Assessors’ Board Appointments: The Commissioners received information that the terms of Jerry Hill and Peanut O’Neal on the Tax Assessors Board will expire on May 31, 2009 and June 30, 2009, and that both individuals have expressed their willingness to continue serving if so desired by the Board. No official action was taken.
Davis Road & Daniel Springs Roads - Abandonment: The Commissioners reviewed the proposed abandonment of Davis Road and Daniel Springs Road.  The Board had previously discussed the limited use of the roads and that no substantial public purpose was served from either of the roads.  At the Board’s direction, the required public hearings for abandonment had been held with only one citizen providing input.  Mr. Melvin Durham had spoken against the abandonment of Daniel Springs Road during the public hearing. The Board discussed the proposed abandonments.  No official action was taken.

Red Flag Policy: The Commissioners received information regarding the Identity Theft Prevention Red Flags Rule from the Federal Trade Commission that requires the County to develop an identity theft prevention program.  The Board was advised that the only area known that requires adoption of a policy is the ambulance billing component of the county’s operations.  The Board was advised that the regulations require that the county have an adopted policy on file. No official action was taken.
Executive Session: Commissioner Andrews motioned to enter Executive Session to discuss a personnel matter, Commissioner Torbert seconded. The Board entered Executive Session at 6:46pm by unanimous vote. Commissioner Andrews motioned to leave Executive Session, Commissioner Sanders seconded. The Board left Executive Session at 8:05pm by unanimous vote. Chairman Channell indicated that personnel matters were discussed during Executive Session and that no action was taken.  

Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 8:06 p.m.

MAY 19, 2009 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 6:03 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 

Minutes: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the minutes from the April 2009 Regular Monthly Meeting, the April 03, 2009 Called Budget Meeting, and the April 21, 2009 Called Meeting. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Planning & Zoning:
Request to Modify the Conditions to Final Plat Approval for Lake Drive in Harbor Club: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the request from Harbor Company to modify the conditions to the final plat approval for Lake Drive within Harbor Club. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Rezoning Request from G. Lawson Lawrence, 14.67 acres on Howard Lewis Road, from A-1 to LR-1: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the rezoning requests submitted by G. Lawson Lawrence to rezone 14.67 acres located on Howard Lewis Road from A-1 to LR1. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License - The Fox Restaurant & Bar: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve an alcoholic beverage license for consumption on the premises for Liquor, Beer & Wine for The Fox Restaurant and Bar, in the name of Mauro Maugliani as the holder of the license. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Intergovernmental Agreement - Oconee Areawide Radio System: Commissioner Andrews motioned to adopt the revised Intergovernmental Agreement between Greene County, Morgan County, Oconee County, and Walton County for the Oconee Areawide Radio System. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Planning & Zoning Board Appointment: Commissioner Sanders motioned to appoint Doran Samples as the at-large representative on the Greene County Planning & Zoning Board for a three-year term beginning July 1, 2009 and ending June 30, 2012. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 


Tax Assessors’ Board Appointments: Commissioner Torbert motioned to appoint Jerry Hill to the Greene County Tax Assessors Board for a three-year term beginning June 1, 2009 and ending May 30, 2012, and to appoint Lewis Peanut O’Neal to the Greene County Tax Assessors Board for a term beginning July 1, 2009 and ending June 30, 2012. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Davis Road & Daniel Springs Roads - Abandonment: Commissioner Sanders motioned to declare that Davis Road and Daniel Springs Road no longer serve a substantial public purpose and to abandon both roads removing then from the county’s road inventory. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Commissioners Sanders, Rhodes voted in favor. Commissioners Andrews, Torbert, Channell opposed. Motion failed 3-2. Commissioner Torbert motioned to declare that Davis Road no longer serves a substantial public purpose and to abandon the road removing it from the county’s road inventory. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Red Flag Policy: Commissioner Andrews motioned to adopt the Red Flag Identify Theft Prevention Program making the Policy effective May of 2009. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner’s Report:

District One Commissioner had no report.

District Two Commissioner had no report.

District Three Commissioner had no report.
District Four Commissioner indicated that former President George Bush was in town and caught the citizens by surprise.
Chairman Channell had no report.

Executive Session: Commissioner Andrews motioned to enter Executive Session to discuss a personnel matter, Commissioner Sanders seconded. The Board entered Executive Session at 6:21pm by unanimous vote. Commissioner Andrews motioned to leave Executive Session, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. The Board left Executive Session at 8:45pm by unanimous vote. Chairman Channell indicated that personnel matters were discussed with the county attorney during Executive Session and that no action was taken.  
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 8:46 p.m.
