REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

SEPTEMBER 2009
SEPTEMBER 08, 2009 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders, and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the August 2009 Regular Monthly Meeting, and the August 26, 2009 Budget Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Planning & Zoning:
Preliminary Plat Request from Georgia Fall Lines Properties: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Georgia Fall Lines Properties for a Preliminary Plat approval to create some mini-farm tracts on Walker Church Road. The tracts would range in size from 15 acres up to 118 acres. The area includes 305.56 acres zoned A1 and is identified as part of tax map 73, parcel 23.  No official action was taken.
Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License Application – V-Z One Stop, Inc.: The Commissioners received information that V-Z One Stop, Inc. has requested the issuance of a Beer & Wine License for the business located in the Veazey Grocery location on Veazey Road. No official action was taken.
Tourism Committee Appointment: The Commissioners received information that Tim Pierson has resigned from the Tourism Committee.  Mr. Gino Marasco’s name was provided as a potential candidate.  No official action was taken.
Building Permit Fee Schedule: By consensus, the Commissioners postponed consideration of the Building Permit Fee Schedule until the next monthly meeting. No official action was taken.
Georgia Department of Corrections Contract – Inmate Work Detail:  The Commissioners reviewed the contract with the Department of Corrections to provide an inmate detail for litter pick-up in the unincorporated portions of the county. The Commissioners commented on how the work detail has been beneficial to the county. No official action was taken.
Fiscal-Year 2010 Budget Adoption: The Commissioners received information from County Manager Lombard that the Fiscal Year 2010 budget process had been completed with the necessary legal steps, including the required public hearings, being complied with. All of the various Funds Budgets balance. No official action was taken.

Preliminary Plat Request from Georgia Fall Lines Properties: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat for Georgia Fall Lines Properties for the 305.56 acre tract on Walker Church Road designated as part of tax map 73, parcel 23. Commissioner Andrews seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License Application – V-Z One Stop, Inc.: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve a beer & wine retail package dealer license for V-Z One Stop, Inc. for the Veazey Grocery facility in the name of Wayne Eleton as the holder of the license. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Tourism Committee Appointment: Commissioner Sanders motioned to appoint Gino Marasco to the Greene County Tourism Committee. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Georgia Department of Corrections Contract – Inmate Work Detail: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the contract between the Georgia Department of Corrections as an agency of the State of Georgia, and the Greene County Board of Commissioners for the inmate work detail. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Fiscal-Year 2010 Budget Adoption: Commissioner Sanders motioned to adopt the Fiscal-Year 2010 Budgets for all Funds of the County. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Channell reminded residents to be aware of rabies, particularly in the Greshamville area. Channell also commended all agencies that responded to the Dixie Pipeline leak in Reynolds Plantation on Sunday, Sept. 13, adding that Dixie Pipeline representatives said that Greene County’s incident was the best-handled incident they had ever seen. He said that Dixie Pipeline Company also is donating money to every department that responded. Channell said that the new Extension Agent will start on November 1st, while Andy Heygood will be leaving the 4-H office for Habersham County. Channell stated that Highway 44 is being paved, and that Georgia 15 North from Greensboro to the County line is going to be paved. Channell also announced that there will be a called meeting on September 18th, 2009 at 9 a.m.
