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  GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

DECEMBER 2010
DECEMBER 14, 2010 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:03 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders, and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the November Regular Monthly Meeting, and the November 12, 2010 Retreat were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Planning & Zoning:
Preliminary Plat Request for New Cottage Cove Layout – Linger Longer Development: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development Corporation for a Preliminary Plat approval for a revised Cottage Cove layout. The area includes 10.79 acres zoned PUD that is identified as part of tax map 76, parcel 6.  No official action was taken.
Business Items:

Fiscal Year 2010 Budget Adjustments: The Commissioners received information that three additional budget adjustments for 2010 have been identified as part of the preparation for the annual audit cycle.
· The First adjustment in GIS covers an annual leave buyback.

· The Second adjustment for the Law Library Fund covers activity that was just reported to the County (the account is managed by the Law Library Board of Trustees).

· The Third adjustment for the Fire District Fund is to account for proceeds through September 30 so that the total collected within each district is dispersed.

The Board discussed this item. No official action was taken.
Fiscal Year 2011 Budget Adjustments – SCAAP Grant Program:  The Commissioners reviews information regarding the County receives proceeds from a Federal program that provides funding for illegal immigrant that are housed in the County jail. A company monitors the jail population and submits annually the necessary reports to apply for reimbursement. The County has received the funds, but owes the company a percentage for the services. A budget adjustment is needed to account for the revenue and expense. The Board discusses this item. No official action was taken.
Airport Authority Appointments: The Commissioners received information that the term of Wally Pate and John Miles on the Airport Authority will expire on December 31, 2010.  Mr. Pate and Mr. Miles have offered to continue serving if desired by the Board. No official action was taken.
Condemnation for Paving Project – White Plains Road:  .  Commissioners discussed proposed condemnation to acquire the necessary right-of-way of the White Plains Road segment between Syrup Mill Crossing and Siloam Veazey Road.No action was taken.
Authorization to Bid Road Construction Projects:  The Commissioners discussed authorizing the bidding of the White Plains Road Paving Project and Phase One of the East/West Corridor Project. Commissioner Torbert expressed concern over authorizing the bidding before acquiring all needed right-of-way. Other commissioners disagreed, believing the May 1st Notice to Proceed and the right to reject all bids would provide the commissioners with extra time to negotiate right-of-way or a means to re-bid the project No action was taken.

Appointments of the Chairman of the Board of Elections & Registrations: The Commissioners received information that the term of Frank Moore on the Board of Elections and Registration expires on December 31, 2010, or until a successor is duly appointed. Mr. Moore has expressed his willingness to continue serving if so desired by the Board. No official action was taken.
Adoption of Resolution Establishing Due Dates for Tax Bills: The Board previously adopted a resolution that established a December 1st due date for real property tax bills. Changes made during he 2010 Legislative Session have caused the Department of Revenue to recommend to all counties that these Resolutions be re-adopted and updated if desired. The Tax Commissioner originally requested the December 1st due date, and would like to have remain. 
Outdoor Watering Ordinance: The Commissioners discussed the establishment of a state-mandated Outdoor Watering Ordinance. The various exemptions in the state’s model ordinance were discussed. It was also suggested to insert language in the ordinance to ensure well and surface water could be shared at the consent of the property owner withdrawing said water. No action was taken.
Amendment to the Use of County Owned Vehicles Ordinance: The Commissioners discussed amending the County-Owned Vehicles Ordinance to remove portions that were considered to be at issue in ongoing litigation. It was further suggested that the Ordinance be amended to ban cell-phone use in certain driving circumstances. No action was taken.
Declaration of Surplus Property: The Commissioners received information that there are several miscellaneous items that need to be declared surplus to allow for their disposal. The most significant items include a 1999 Ford Ranger, and a 2003 Crown Victoria, both of which have been used well beyond their useful. Remaining items include equipment removed from patrol cars. To dispose of these items through sale, the Board needs to first declare the items as surplus. No official action was taken.
Executive Session: Commissioner Andrews motioned to enter into Executive Session to discuss personnel matters, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. The Board entered Executive Session at 6:57 p.m. by unanimous vote. Commissioner Sanders motioned to leave Executive Session, Commissioner Andrews seconded. The Board left Executive Session at 8:25 p.m. by unanimous vote. Chairman Channell indicated that personnel matters were discussed and that no action was taken.
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 8:25 p.m.
DECEMBER 21, 2010 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 6:05 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Andrews, Torbert, Rhodes, Sanders and Chairman Channell were present.  
Minutes: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the minutes from the November 2010 Regular Monthly Meeting, and the November 12, 2010 Retreat. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Planning & Zoning:

Preliminary Plat Request for New Cottage Cove Layout – Linger Longer Development: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat from Linger Longer Development Corporation for the revised Cottage Cove layout. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Business Items:

Fiscal Year 2010 Budget Adjustments: Commissioner Andrews motioned to make budget adjustments to the Fiscal Year 2010 budgets for all Funds as detailed in the attached Departmental Budget Amendment Request Forms for the GIS Department, the Law Library Fund, and the Fire District Fund. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Fiscal Year 2011 Budget Adjustments – SCAAP Grant Program: Commissioner Sanders motioned to make the necessary budget adjustments to account for the proceeds received from the State Criminal Alien Assistance Program, and the related expenses. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously. Commissioner Sanders motioned to make the necessary budget adjustments to remove funding from the personnel line item of the Sheriff’s Department Budget for the vacant Chief Deputy position, and to administratively allow the restoration of the proportionate level of funding for the remainder of the year in the event the Sheriff fills the position, Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motioned carried 3-2 with Commissioners Andrews, Sanders and Rhodes voting in favor of the motion. Chairman Channell and Torbert opposed.
Airport Authority Appointments: Commissioner Sanders motioned to appoint Wally Pate and John Miles to the Airport Authority for a two-year term beginning 1/1/2011 and ending 12/31/2012. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Condemnation for Paving Project – White Plains Road: Commissioner Sanders motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2010.12.21 (a), Resolution Number 2010.12.21 (b), Resolution Number 2010.12.21 (c),Resolution Number 20.12.21 (d), Resolution Number 2010.12.21 (e), Resolution Number 2012.12.21 (f), Resolution Number 2010.12.21 (g), Resolution Number 2010.12.21 (h), Resolution Number 2010.12.21 (I) authorizing condemnation of right-of-way necessary to progress the White Plains Road Paving Project, and to waive the reading of the Resolutions. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried 4-1 with Commissioner Sanders, Rhodes, Andrews and Torbert voting in favor of the motion. Chairman Channell opposed.
Authorization to Bid Road Construction Projects: Commissioner Sanders motioned to authorize the bidding of the White Plains Road Paving Project and Phase One of the East/West Corridor Project provided that the bid documents clearly indicate that the County has the right to reject any and all bids, and the County has the right to issue the Notice to Proceed up to May 1, 2011. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried 3-2 with Commissioners Rhodes, Sanders and Andrews voting in favor of the motion.

Chairman Channell and Torbert opposed.
Appointments of the Chairman of the Board of Elections & Registrations: Commissioner Sanders motioned to appoint Frank Moore to the Greene County Board of Elections and Registration for a term beginning 1/1/2011 and ending 12/31/2014. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried 4-1 with Commissioners Sanders, Torbert, Andrews and Channell voting in favor. Commissioners Rhodes opposed.
Adoption of Resolution Establishing Due Dates for Tax Bills: Commissioner Andrews motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2010.12.21 (j) establishing December 1st of each year as the due date for payment of ad valorem taxes on tangible property other than motor vehicles, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.

Outdoor Watering Ordinance: Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt the Ordinance to Establish the Standards for Outdoor Watering of Landscape as required by Senate Bill 370, making the Ordinance effective January 1, 2011. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.

Amendment to the Use of County Owned Vehicles Ordinance: Commissioner Andrews motioned to adopt the revisions to Section 3-504 of the Greene County Code known as the Use of County Owned Vehicles Ordinance, making the revised Ordinance effective upon adoption. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.

Declaration of Surplus Property: Commissioner Sanders motioned to declare the 1999 Ford Ranger with VIN ending 6451, the 2003 Ford Crown Victoria with VIN ending 7362, and the other listed equipment that was removed from patrol cars as surplus property, and to dispose of the items in accordance with the requirements of the Law. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Commissioner’s Report:

District One Commissioner wished the Commissioners and the Citizens of the County a Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year.
District Two Commissioner had no report.
District Three Commissioner had no report.

District Four Commissioner reported that The Solid Waste Committee is sponsoring again this year “Bring one for the Chipper” event for Christmas trees that provides for the drop-off of Christmas trees at the Annex on December 25 thru January 8, 2011, they also received and certificate this year from American Clean-up. Wants to wish the Commissioners a Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year, also wanted to thanked the Commissioners for the jobs they doing this year
