REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

JANUARY 2010
JANUARY 12, 2010 WORK SESSION:

Vice-Chairman Sanders led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Vice-Chairman Sanders called the Work Session to order at 6:05 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, and Vice-Chairman Sanders were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the December 2009 Regular Monthly Meeting were discussed.  The Vice-Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Planning & Zoning:
Rezoning request from Thomas Loftis /Loftis Enterprises, LLC to rezone 7.78 acres on Grey Land Road from A1 to LI: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Thomas Loftis with Loftis Enterprises, LLC for a rezoning from agricultural to light industrial for 7.78 acres located at 2615 Grey Land Road. The parcel totals 95.48 acres of which 7.78 acres would be rezoned. The Board discussed the item.  No official action was taken.
Conditional Use request from Alfred Greg Jackson for a Personal Care Home at 2390 Veazey Road: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Lillie Tripp, on behalf of Alfred Greg Jackson for a conditional use permit for a personal care home (family model). The parcel of land contains 1.0 acres zoned A-1 located at 2390 Veazey Road. The Board discussed this item. No official action was taken.
Business Items:

Comprehensive Plan Partial Update Resolution: The Commissioners reviewed information from the Northeast Georgia Regional Commission regarding the updated Comprehensive Plan. The NEGRC has been assisting the County and the municipalities in preparing the required update. The process has been completed and requires a Resolution to formally adopt the submitted Plan. No official action was taken.
Budget Adjustments:  The Commissioners received information that several budget adjustments to the FY 2010 Budget have been identified and require Board consideration. The Administrative Office has also received a budget adjustment from the Sheriff for consideration. The Board discussed this item that included the following: 
· The first budget adjustment was prepared by Finance to account for proceeds received from a SCAAP Grant. The County periodically receives funds through this program depending on whether there are qualifying expenses. The County received $10,500.00, of which $2,211.00 must be paid to the agency that submits the grants. Since neither the revenue nor the expense was budgeted, budget adjustments are needed.
· The second budget adjustment was prepared by Finance and involves correcting an error in the original adopted budget. The total included for “Regular Employees” under the County Commissioner’s division is $10,798.00 short and needs to be adjusted.
· The third budget adjustment was prepared by Finance and involves increasing the funding for the Ocmulgee Judicial Circuit by adding $1,935.72 to the Clerk of Superior Court’s budget where the expenses are posted. The Ocmulgee Judicial Circuit follows the State’s fiscal year and did not notify the county of the increase until after the budget was adopted.

· The fourth budget adjustment is from the sheriff to have funds moved into his budget to increase the allocation for dues and fees. During the budget process, the Board did not include funding in this item for the payment of retirement dues. The sheriff paid the retirement dues and exhausted the bulk of the funding allocation leaving little funding for dues to join associations.
No official action was taken.

Establishing Qualifying Fees:  The Commissioners received information that Georgia Law requires the Board to establish and publish qualifying fees for each office in the upcoming primary election. The July primary election will include the District 1 and District 3 Commission and District1 and District 3 School Board seats. No official action was taken.
Adjournment: Vice-Chairman Sanders adjourned the meeting at 6:50 p.m.
JANUARY 19, 2010 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 6:09 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Andrews, Rhodes, Torbert, Sanders and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the minutes from the December 2009 Regular Monthly Meeting. Commissioner seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Planning & Zoning:

Rezoning request from Thomas Loftis /Loftis Enterprises, LLC to rezone 7.78 acres on Gray Land Road from A1 to LI: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the rezoning request submitted by Thomas Loftis of Loftis Enterprises, LLC for the rezoning of 7.78 acres located at 2615 Grey Land Road for agricultural to light industrial. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Conditional Use request from Alfred Greg Jackson for a Personal Care Home at 2390 Veazey Road: By consensus, the Commissioners delayed this item to allow the applicant to provide additional information for consideration. No official action was taken.
Business Items:

Comprehensive Plan Partial Update Resolution: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve Resolution Number 1.19.2010 formally adopting the Partial Plan Update for Greene County, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Budget Adjustments: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to account for the $10,500 SCAAP grant. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously. Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to move funds from contingency to correct the $10,798.00 error in the County Commissioners’ division of the FY2010 adopted budget. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously. Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to move funds from contingency to adjust the Judges Office Supplement line item in the Clerk of Superior Court’s division to fund the $1,935.72 increase for the Ocmulgee Judicial Circuit. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously. No action was taken on the budget adjustment requested by the sheriff.
Establishing Qualifying Fees:  Commissioner Sanders motioned to establish the Qualifying Fees for the July 2010 Primary Election setting $252.00 as the fee for the District 1 & District 3 County Commission seats, and $180.00 as the fee for the District 1 School Board seat, and $117.00 as the fee for the District 3 School Board seat. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner’s Reports:

District One Commissioner had no report.
District Two Commissioner had no report.
District Three Commissioner had no report.

District Four Commissioner had no report.
Chairman Channell reported that he has been asked to provide names of Greene County citizens that could serve on the water advisory board. The Chairman reported that he had one name, but is asking the Commissioners to submit additional names for consideration.

Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 6:45 p.m.
