Consideration of an Ordinance to Regulate the Use of County Owned Vehicles: 
County Manager Byron Lombard did the first public reading of the proposed ordinance. Discussion among the commissioners centered on whether the new ordinance would address ongoing fleet utilization issues with the Sheriff’s office. Chairman Channell indicated that he would continue dialogue with the Sheriff to find acceptable alternatives to the proposed ordinance. A called meeting was then scheduled for Wednesday, January 27, 2010 to consider the revision to the Use of County Owned Vehicles Ordinance, and any other possible alternatives.
