REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

JULY 2010
JULY 13, 2010 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders, and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard, and County Attorney Mike Green. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the May 2010 Regular Monthly Meeting, the May 28, 2010 Retreat, and the June Regular Monthly Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Petitions & Communications:
Library Presentation: Uncle Remus Regional Library System Director Jeff Tomlinson and architect Ben Carter provided a short presentation covering Library operations and the renovation project.
Business Items:

Tax Assessors Board Appointment: The Commissioners received information that the term of Wes Hunt on the Tax Assessors Board expires on July 31, 2010. Mr. Hunt has expressed his willingness to continue serving if so desired by the Board. No official action was taken.
Purchasing Card Program:  The Board previously discussed a purchasing card program during the May retreat.  The Finance Office has thoroughly evaluated the benefits of implementing a purchasing card program to partially replace the purchase order system. No official action was taken.
Public Defender Contract: The Commissioners received information regarding the annual approval of a contract between the County and the Circuit Public Defender Office of the Ocmulgee Judicial Circuit. The funding will be included in the 2011 Budget. No official action was taken.
GADOT Local Maintenance and Improvement Grant Program:  The Commissioners received information that the Georgia DOT has changed the State Aid and LARP programs and now offers the Local Maintenance and Improvement Grant Program. The LMIG Program offers greater flexibility to local governments.  To receive any possible funding, the Board was informed that a list of desired projects needed to be submitted.  No official action was taken.
Resolution for the NEGA Regional Solid Waste Management Plan Update:  The Commissioners received information that the Northeast Georgia Regional Solid Waste Management Authority has completed the required update to the Regional Solid Waste Management Plan. The plan was developed for ten counties and forty six municipalities within those counties that participate in the Northeast Georgia Regional Solid Waste Management Authority, which includes Greene County and all five cities within the county. A Resolution adopted by each governing body is required for Plan submission. No official action was taken.
Executive Session: Commissioner Torbert motioned to enter into executive session to discuss legal matters, Commissioner Sanders seconded. The Board entered Executive Session at 6:28 p.m. by unanimous vote. Commissioner Andrews motioned to leave Executive Session, Commissioner Sanders seconded. The Board left Executive Session at 7:23 p.m. by unanimous vote. Chairman Channell indicated that legal matters were discussed with the County Attorney in executive session and that no action was taken.
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 7:29 p.m.
JULY 20, 2010 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 6:03 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders, Torbert and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the minutes from the May 2010 Regular Monthly Meeting, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried with Commissioners Andrews, Rhodes, Torbert and Channell voting in favor of the motion, Commissioner Sanders voting against. Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the minutes from the May 28, 2010 Retreat, and the June 29 Regular Monthly Meeting. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Business Items:

Tax Assessors Board Appointment: Commissioner Sanders motioned to appoint Wes Hunt to the Greene County Tax Assessors Board for a three-year term beginning August 1, 2010 and ending July 31, 2013. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Purchasing Card Program: Commissioner Sanders motioned to authorize the implementation of a purchasing card program, and to authorize the Chairman and/or County Manager to execute the documents necessary for the program.  Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Public Defender Contract: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the Georgia Indigent Defense Services Agreement between the Circuit Public Defender’s Office of the Ocmulgee Judicial Circuit and the governing authority of Greene County. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
GADOT Local Maintenance and Improvement Grant Program: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the submission of the list of resurfacing projects for consideration through the Georgia Department of Transportation Local Maintenance and Improvement Grant Program. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Resolution for the NEGA Regional Solid Waste Management Plan Update: Commissioner Sanders motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2010.7.20 authorizing the submission of the Northeast Georgia Regional Solid Waste Management Plan 2009 Short Term Work Program Update to the Northeast Georgia Regional Commission and the Georgia Department of Community Affairs for a review and approval, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Commissioner’s Report:

District One Commissioner had no report.
District Two Commissioner reported that lots of resurfacing is going on around the county and he hoped it can be listed in the paper.
District Three Commissioner encouraged citizens to go and vote.

District Four Commissioner reported that district four played hosts to the wedding of the decade.
Chairman Channell reported the county required the last piece of right-way for Big Rock Road, and that work will start soon. The Chairman meets with the Mayors June 28th to discuss the Library and Recreation. 
Executive Session: Commissioner Sanders motioned to enter into executive session to discuss property acquisition, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. The Board entered Executive Session at 6:12 p.m. by unanimous vote. Commissioner Sanders motioned to leave Executive Session, Commissioner Andrews seconded. The Board left Executive Session at 6:45 p.m. by unanimous vote. Chairman Channell indicated that land acquisition was discussed in executive session and that no action was taken.
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 6:46 p.m.
