REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

OCTOBER 2010
OCTOBER 12, 2010 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:03 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders, and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the September 2010 Regular Monthly Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Planning & Zoning:
Rezoning Request from Linger Longer Development for 19.06 acres Adjacent to Howell’s Grove: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development Corporation for rezoning of 19.06 acres adjacent to Howell’s Grove from LR1/A1 to PUD. The area includes 2.89 acres to be rezoned from A1 to PUD, and 16.17 acres to be rezoned from LR1 to PUD. The property is identified as part of tax map 78, parcel 1.  No official action was taken.
Business Items:

Northeast Georgia Plan for Bicycling and Walking: The Commissioners were informed about a request from the Northeast Georgia Regional Commission asking the Board to either adopt or endorse the Northeast Georgia Plan for Bicycling and Walking.  The development of the plan was funded by the Georgia Department of Transportation, and additional funding through GDOT has been provided to facilitate the adoption or endorsement of the plan at the individual community level. The Board discussed the item. No official action was taken.
Senior Center Meals Contract Extension:  The Commissioners received information regarding the Senior Center contracts for meals through GA Food Service. The RDC follows a procurement process for all of the Senior Centers in the region. The contract provides for increases and the provider has requested an increase through the end of the contract period on June 30, 2011. No official action was taken.
Senior Center Fiscal Year 2011 Contracts: The Commissioners reviewed the contracts that the County executes each year with the Northeast Georgia Regional Commission for the funding of the Senior Center Programs. The FY 2011 contracts have been provided for approval by the RC. No official action was taken.

Northeast Georgia Plan for Bicycling and Walking: Chairman Channell failed to receive a motion for action on this item.  No official action was taken.
Senior Center Meals Contract Extension: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve Contract Extension # 2 between the Greene County Senior Center and GA Food Service, Inc. for the continued delivery of Senior Center meals at an increased rate over the original contract. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Senior Center Fiscal Year 2011 Contracts: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the Fiscal Year 2011 Aging Services Contract between the Northeast Georgia Regional Commission and the Greene County Board of Commissioners. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
