REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

AUGUST 2011
AUGUST 9, 2011WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:05 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders, and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the July 2011 Regular Monthly Meeting, the July 6, 2011 Called Meeting, and the July 19, 2011 Called Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Petitions and Communications:
Georgia Forestry Annual Report: Chief Ranger Tracy Graham provided an annual report to the Board covering Georgia Forestry activity and operations. No official action was taken.
Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License Application - China Garden: The Commissioners received information that the China Garden recently changed ownership. The new owner seeks to obtain a beer & wine license for consumption on the premises for the location.  The previous owner had been issued a beer & wine license for consumption on the premises by the Board, but County Ordinance does not permit the transfer of such licenses.  No official action was taken.

Alcoholic Beverage License Application – Bevelyn’s Kitchen: The Commissioners reviewed a request for the issuance of consumption on the premises license for Liquor, Beer & Wine for Bevelyn’s Kitchen in the name of Michael McCommons as the holder of the license. No official action was taken.
Board of Health Rules on Tattoo/Body Piercing Establishments & Operations: The Commissioners reviewed the rules and regulations for body tattoo and body piercing as adopted by the Board of Health. In order for these rules and regulations to become enforceable, the Board of Commissioners must also adopt the rules and regulations. No official action was taken.
Board of Health Environmental Health Fees: The Commissioners received information that the Board of Health recently adopted a revised fee schedule for environmental health services. The revisions also require ratification by the Board of Commissioners. No official action was taken.

Designation of the East/West Connector as an “Arterial Street”: The Board previously adopted Resolution Number 2008.2.19 designating certain roadways as arterial streets.  With the construction of Phase I of the East/West Connector underway, a proposal was presented to the Board that would amend the previously adopted Resolution to add the new roadway, and to remove Wrightsville Church Road. No official action was taken.
Public Defender Contract: The Commissioners received information regarding the annual approval of a contract between the County and the Circuit Public Defender’s Office of the Ocmulgee Judicial Circuit. The funding will be included in the 2012 Budget. No official action was taken.

Private Sector Appointment to ACTION, Inc.:  The Chairman informed the Board that he received notice indicating that a vacancy on the ACTION, Inc. Board of Directors for a private sector representative from Greene County continues to exist. The Board discussed the vacancy and will attempt to identify a candidate for the appointment.  No official action was taken.

Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 6:49 p.m.
AUGUST 16, 2011 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 6:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Andrews, Rhodes, Torbert, Sanders and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the minutes from the July 2011 Regular Monthly Meeting, the July 6, 2011Called meeting, and the July 19, 2011 Called Meeting Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License Application - China Garden: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve an alcoholic beverage license for consumption on the premises for Beer & Wine for the China Garden Restaurant in the name of Xue Wen Zheng as the holder of the License. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Alcoholic Beverage License Application – Bevelyn’s Kitchen: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve an alcoholic beverage license for consumption on the premises for Liquor, Beer & Wine for Bevelyn’s Kitchen in the name of Michael McCommons as the holder of the license. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried 3-2 with Chairman Channell, Sanders and Torbert voting in favor. Commissioners Andrews and Rhodes opposed.
Board of Health Rules on Tattoo/Body Piercing Establishments & Operations: Commissioner Sanders motioned to adopt the Rules and Regulations pertaining to Body Piercing Establishments and Operators making the Rules and Regulations effective September 1, 2011. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Board of Health Environmental Health Fees: Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt the revised fee schedule for environmental health services of the Greene County Board of Health making the new fee schedule effective September 1, 2011. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Designation of the East/West Connector as an “Arterial Street”: Commissioner Sanders motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2011.8.16 designating various county roads as Arterial Streets, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried 3-2 with Commissioners Sanders, Torbert and Channell voting in favor. Commissioners Rhodes and Andrews opposed.
Public Defender Contract: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the Georgia Indigent Defense Services Agreement between the Circuit Public Defender’s Office of the Ocmulgee Judicial Circuit and the governing authority of Greene County. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Private Sector Appointment to ACTION, Inc.: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to appoint Reverend Leroy Crawford to the ACTION, Inc. Board of Directors as the private sector representative for Greene County. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Commissioner’s Report:

District One Commissioner had no report.
District Two Commissioner had no report.
District Three Commissioner had no report.

District Four Commissioner had no report.
Chairman Channell reported that he made a mistake, an incorrect statement, during the August 10, 2011 called meeting. He said that, when Commissioner Andrews asked him a question, he was wrong to respond to Commissioner Andrews that the Board of Commissioners Rules of Order do not permit questions. He said that he should have kept his mouth shut after saying that he would not answer questions, instead of going on to say that the Rules of Order do not permit questions. He said that, accept it or not, he was confused and incorrect and he sincerely apologized because he was wrong, going on to say that he should have left it at the statement that he personally wasn’t going to answer questions. Commissioner Andrews did not accept the Chairman’s apology. Chairman Channell went on to say that the Commissioners are all elected to do a job and that they will all do their jobs to the best of their abilities.
