REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

JANUARY 2011
JANUARY 18, 2011 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:01 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders, and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the December Regular Monthly Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Planning & Zoning:
Final Plat for New Cottage Cove Layout - Linger Longer Development: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development Corporation for  Final Plat approval of a revised Cottage Cove layout. The area includes 10.78 acres zoned PUD that is identified as part of tax map 76, parcel 6.  No official action was taken.
Final Plat for Howell’s Grove, Section IV - Linger Longer Development: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Linger Longer Development Corporation for Final Plat approval of Howell’s Grove, Section IV. The area includes 1.14 acres zoned PUD that is identified as part of tax map 78, parcel 1.  No official action was taken.

Business Items:

Fiscal Year 2011 Budget Adjustments: The Commissioners received information that two budget adjustments for FY2011 have been identified by Finance. No official action was taken.
· The first adjustment is to appropriate funds necessary to cover the increased contribution to the Georgia Forestry Commission as a result of a change in Georgia Law. Georgia Forestry Commission has now billed the additional charge for the State’s FY2010 causing this extra amount to be incurred during the county’s current fiscal year.
· The second adjustment involves the allocation of Worker’s Compensation coverage expenses amongst the various county departments. Rates are not known during the budget preparation process, so amounts included may be more or less than what is actually billed. For the current year, the amount billed was more than the amount included in the budget, thus requiring an adjustment to allocate the additional funding necessary.
Seatbelt Policy:  The Commissioners received information regarding the County’s worker’s compensation insurance that is provided through ACCG under their Group Self-Insurance Worker’s Compensation Fund. ACCG-GSIWCF provided notice to member counties that in order to receive the safety discount, counties must adopt a stand-alone seatbelt use policy.  No official action was taken.
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 6:10 p.m.
JANUARY 18, 2011 VOTING SESSION:

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 6:26 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders, Torbert and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the minutes from the December Regular Monthly Meeting. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Planning & Zoning:

Final Plat for New Cottage Cove Layout - Linger Longer Development: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the Final Plat as prepared by John A. McGill PC dated 12/1/2010 from Linger Longer Development Corporation for the revised Cottage Cove layout. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Final Plat for Howell’s Grove, Section IV - Linger Longer Development: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the Final Plat request from Linger Longer Development Corporation for Howell’s Grove, Section IV. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Business Items:

Fiscal Year 2011 Budget Adjustments: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve budget adjustments to the Fiscal Year 2011 budget to account for the increased funding for the Georgia Forestry Commission, and to account for the increased allocation necessary to cover worker’s compensation insurance coverage throughout the County Departments. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Seatbelt Policy: Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt the Seatbelt Use Policy provided by the Association County Commissioners of Georgia Group Self-Insurance Worker’s Fund that is identified as Sample Seatbelt Policy version # 1. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

District One Commissioner had no report.
District Two Commissioner had no report.
District Three Commissioner had no report.

District Four Commissioner had no report.
Chairman Channell reported that he was pleased with the Road Department’s response to the recent snow and ice storm that blanketed county roads with a layer of ice. He mentioned that the storm was one of the worst in his lifetime. Chairman Channell also wanted to note that a roping chute was donated by Pete Ogletree in 2010 for use at the county arena. 
Executive Session: Commissioner Andrews motioned to enter into Executive Session to discuss personnel matters, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. The Board entered Executive Session at 6:32 p.m. by unanimous vote. Commissioner Andrews motioned to leave Executive Session, Commissioner Rhodes seconded.  The Board re-entered Regular Session at 7:09 p.m.by unanimous vote. Chairman Channell indicated that personnel matters were discussed and that no action was taken.
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 7:09 p.m.
