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  GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

JULY 2011
JULY 12, 2011 WORK SESSION:

Vice-Chairman Sanders led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Vice-Chairman Sanders called the Work Session to order at 6:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, and Vice-Chairman Sanders were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the June 2011 Regular Monthly Meeting, and the June 21, 2011 Called Meeting were discussed.  The Vice-Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License Application - Amici Italian Café: The Commissioners received information that the Amici Restaurant recently changed ownership. The new owner seeks to obtain a liquor, beer & wine license for consumption on the premises for the location.  The previous owner had been issued a liquor, beer & wine license for consumption on the premises by the Board, but County Ordinance does not permit the transfer of such licenses.  No official action was taken.
Board of Family and Children Services Appointment:  The Commissioners received information that the term of Mr. Jimmy Scott on the Board of Family and Children Services expires on June 30, 2011. Mr. Scott has indicated his willingness to continue serving if so the desired by the Board. No official action was taken.
Regional Commission Private Sector Appointment: The Commissioners received information that the private sector appointment on the Northeast Georgia Regional Commission serves for only one-year terms under recent By-Laws’ changes. The Regional Commission has requested that the Board submit a recommendation for the private sector appointment.  Tom Mayers currently serves as the private sector appointment representing Greene County.  Mr. Mayers is willing to continue serving should the Board choose to appoint him for another year. No official action was taken.
Inmate Detail Contract: The Commissioners reviewed the contract with the Department of Corrections to provide an inmate detail for litter pick-up in the unincorporated portions of the county. The work detail has been beneficial to the county and many positive comments have been made, especially regarding the litter abatement. No official action was taken.

Ordinance to Implement 911 Prepaid Wireless Service Fee: The Commissioners received information that ACCG passed House Bill 256 during the last legislative session. The legislation changes the method by which fees are collected on prepaid wireless service. The .75 cent fee will now be collected per transaction at the retail level similar to the method by which sales tax is collected. In order for Greene County to receive their share of the 911 fee collected on an annual basis, the Board must adopt an Ordinance levying the fee and submit the Ordinance to the Department of Revenue. No official action was taken.

Senior Center Meals Contract: The Commissioners received information regarding the Senior Center contract for meals through GA Food Service. The vendor has provided the County with a proposed contract that was negotiated on a region-wide basic for the provision of meals for the Senior Center. If the county wants to continue to utilize this vendor along with the other senior centers, the contract needs to be approved by the Board. No official action was taken.
Section 5311 Rural Public Transportation Contract: The Commissioners reviewed the Section 5311 Georgia Department of Transportation Contract. The Section 5311 program serving Greene County is accomplished through a “third party” agreement with Advantage Behavioral Health Systems. The Section 5311 application requires Board approval each year. No official action was taken.
Adjournment: Vice-Chairman Sanders adjourned the meeting at 6:26 p.m.
JULY 19, 2011 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 6:01 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Andrews, Torbert, Sanders and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the minutes from the June 2011 Regular Monthly Meeting, and the June 21st, 2011 Called Meeting. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License Application - Amici Italian Café:  Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve an alcoholic beverage license for consumption on the premises for Liquor, Beer & Wine for Amici Italian Café in the name of Michael Torino, Amici Greensboro, LLC as the holder of the license. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Board of Family and Children Services Appointment: Commissioner Sanders motioned to appoint Jimmy Scott to the Greene County Board of Family and Children Services for a term beginning 7/1/2011 and ending 6/30/2016. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Regional Commission Private Sector Appointment: Commissioner Sanders motioned to appoint Tom Mayers to the Northeast Georgia Regional Commission as the private sector representative for Greene County to serve for a one-year term. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Inmate Detail Contract: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the contract between the Georgia Department of Corrections as an agency of the State of Georgia, and the Greene County Board of Commissioners for the inmate work detail. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Ordinance to Implement 911 Prepaid Wireless Service Fee: Commissioner Sanders motioned to adopt the Ordinance Imposing a 911 Charge on Prepaid Wireless Service. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Senior Center Meals Contract: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the contract between the Greene County Senior Center and GA. Food Services of Pinellas County, Inc. for the provision of meals for the Senior Center. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Section 5311 Rural Public Transportation Contract: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the Agreement for Transit Operating Assistance between the Georgia Department of Transportation and Greene County for Section 5311 Program. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Commissioner’s Report:

District Two Commissioner had no report.
District Three Commissioner reported that the proposed Tattoo and Body Piercing Establishments Ordinance has been adopted by the local Board of Health. He also stated that a public hearing was held in Greene County concerning the proposed ordinance, with no one from the public attending. County Manager Byron Lombard stated that the proposed ordinance is slated for consideration at August’s regular meetings.
