Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the meeting to order at 6:34pm.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders, and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard and Board of Education members Chairman Arlie Collins, Deborah Smith and John Carver.
Joint Meeting with the Greene County Board of Education Regarding Redistricting: The Board held a joint meeting with the Board of Education to discuss the redistricting process and possible maps. The Board of Commissioners and the Board of Education both agreed on map 5b. Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt 5b map. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motioned carried 3-2 with Commissioner Torbert, Sanders and Channell voting in favor. Commissioner Rhodes and Andrews opposed. Board of Education, John Carver District 3 motioned to approve map 5b, Chairman Arlie Collins seconded. Motioned carried 3-0 with Chairman Arlie Collins, Deborah Smith and John Carver voting in favor. Motioned carried unanimously by Board of Education present at the time of the vote.
Budget Adjustment for Geo-Diverse 911 System, Redundant Microwave Hop, and New Ambulance Station: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments for the Geo-Diverse 911 system  and redundant microwave hop change order using accumulated prior years’ fund balance from the EMS Fund.  Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Hospital Funding: Commissioner Andrews motioned to discuss hospital funding.  Commissioner Rhodes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously and the Board discussed the funding request from St. Mary’s and heard from several citizens and hospital representatives in attendance.

Commissioner Sanders motioned to have a letter sent to St. Joseph’s East Georgia and St. Mary’s stating that the County will continue the current level of funding for indigent care in the amount of $360,000 for the 2012 fiscal year with no increase for the 2012 budget cycle. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motioned carried 4-1 with Commissioner Sanders, Andrews, Torbert and Rhodes all voting in favor. Chairman Channell opposed. 
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 8:20 p.m.
