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  GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

MAY 2011
MAY 10, 2011WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:07 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders, and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 

Minutes: The Minutes from the April 2011 Regular Monthly Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Petitions and Communications:
Action, Inc.: Weatherization Program Manager Chip Stone gave the commissioners information regarding ACTION, Incorporated’s ongoing efforts to use grant monies to help low-income, rural residents make their homes more energy efficient and provide various levels of assistance to that end. He requested that the Commissioners appoint a Commission member to help oversee the administration of those efforts and the selection of program participants in relevant Greene County census tracts. Commissioners then recommended that Commissioner Rhodes be that representative, considering he already was the official Board of Commissioners appointee to ACTION, Inc.
Business Items:

Tax Assessor’s Board Appointment: The Commissioners received information that the term of Nicholas Antoine on the Tax Assessors Board expires on June 1, 2011. The appointment requires Board action to either appoint Mr. Antoine for another term, or appoint a replacement member. No official action was taken.
NE Georgia Region 10 Emergency Medical Services Council Appointment:  The Commissioners received information that the term of Mr. Wayne Jackson on the NE Georgia Region 10 Emergency Medical Services Council expires on June 30, 2011. Mr. Jackson has indicated his willingness to continue serving in the event the Board desires to re-appoint him. No official action was taken.
Curbside Service Fee Policy: The Commissioners previously adopted provisions for removal of the curbside fee on dwellings that meet standards to be classified as unlivable. The Board discussed some more specific guidance addressing circumstances that would permit the removal of the curbside service fee on homes considered unlivable. The updated Policy guidance requires formal approval from the Board. No official action was taken.
Re-roofing Inspections’ Policy: The Commissioners discussed modifying the re-roofing permits and inspections policy to allow for individual homeowners to not be subject to a permitting process if they choose to perform the work themselves. No official action was taken.

Chamber Contracts: The Commissioners received the contracts that the County enters into each year with the Chamber of Commerce for the provision of specified services. One of the contracts involves the promotion of the general economic growth and welfare of the County, and the other involves the support of the Tourism Committee. No official action was taken.

Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 6:28 p.m.
MAY 17, 2011 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 6:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Andrews, Rhodes, Torbert, Sanders and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 

Minutes: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the minutes from the April 2011 Regular Monthly Meeting Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Business Items:

UGA Extension Contract: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the contract between UGA Cooperative Extension Office and Greene County Board of Commissioners. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.

Tax Assessor’s Board Appointment: Commissioner Andrews motioned to appoint Nick Antoine to the Greene County Tax Assessors Board for a three-year term beginning June 1, 2011 and ending May 31, 2014. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
NE Georgia Region 10 Emergency Medical Services Council Appointment: Commissioner Torbert motioned to appoint Wayne Jackson to the Northeast Georgia Region 10 Emergency Medical Services Council to represent Greene County. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Curbside Service Fee Policy: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to establish standing Policy superseding any County provisions to the contrary that homes classified as dilapidated and/or unlivable shall be exempt from future assessment, not retroactive exemption, of the annual curbside service fee provided that such dwelling has been made safe through perimeter fencing, boarding-up of entry points, or other similar steps such that the general public is reasonably protected from danger, and that such dwelling has no power run to the structure and no plumbing fixtures within the structure. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Re-roofing Inspections’ Policy: Commissioner Andrews motioned to establish standing Policy superseding any County provisions to the contrary that residential property owners performing roofing work for themselves have the option to purchase a permit or not, and that the only requirement for permits and  inspections for roofing work is for roofing contractors performing regulated roofing work on structures in Greene County. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.

Chamber Contracts: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the contract with the Chamber of Commerce for the promotion of general economic welfare and growth, and the contract for the support of the Tourism Committee. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.

Commissioner’s Report:

District One Commissioner had no report.
District Two Commissioner reported that the new signage being installed through the grant project all around the county looked very good at night.
District Three Commissioner had no report.

District Four Commissioner had no report.
Chairman Channell reported that the Greshamville Fire Department and Road Department did an outstanding job responding to the April tornado—staying up all night clearing roads and assisting affected residents. Channell also commended County Manager Byron Lombard for his work as EMA Director and his efforts in interacting with FEMA, noting that FEMA was astounded with the documentation that County Manager Lombard provided in their very first meeting. As a result of that documentation, Channell noted that the county was ultimately included in the Presidential Declaration, opening up the possibility for affected county residents to apply for individual assistance from FEMA.
Executive Session: Commissioner Andrews motioned to enter into Executive Session to discuss personnel matters, Commissioner Sanders seconded. The Board entered Executive Session at 6:13 p.m. by unanimous vote. Commissioner Andrews motioned to leave Executive Session, Commissioner Sanders seconded. The Board re-entered Regular Session at 6:41 p.m. by unanimous vote. Chairman Channell indicated that personnel matters were discussed and that no action was taken. Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve elimination of the Electrical Inspector position in Building and Zoning effective immediately. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 6:41 p.m.
