November 4, 2011
Chairman Channell opened the Called Meeting at 9:11am.
Commissioners Torbert, Rhodes, Sanders, Andrews, and Channell present. Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard.
The Board discussed several issues of importance to the County including:

· LOST planning for negotiations given the new population distribution

· TSPLOST Referendum and necessary planning and support of the proposal

· Status of the current SPLOST revenues and expenditures

· The projected financial position of the County for FY2011 year end

· The progression of the East/West Connector 

· A proposed ambulance station to be located on the East/West Connector

· The Greene County Arena development

· The Board meeting schedule 

· Abandonment of sections of old roadbeds

· The expectation that the tax digest will continue to decline, and what planning is necessary for the next few budget cycles
· Proposed changes to the County Noise Ordinance

· Clarification on whether a hospital is included in the permitted uses within CPUD Zoning

· Proposed annexation of property adjacent to the City of White Plains

The Board took action during the discussion on the following three items:

East/West Connector:  Commissioner Torbert motioned to continue development of Phase II of the East/West Connector from Walker Church Road to Veazey Road to include final engineering design and right-of-way acquisition.  Commissioner Sanders seconded the motion.  Motion carried with Chairman Channel, Commissioners Sanders and Torbert voting in favor of the motion, Commissioners Rhodes and Andrews voting against.

Greene County Arena:  Commissioner Andrews motioned to cease any spending on the Greene County Arena until a plan is provided.  Commissioner Rhodes seconded the motion.  Motion failed with Commissioners Rhodes and Andrews voting in favor of the motion, Chairman Channel, Commissioners Sanders and Torbert voting against.  A subsequent motion was offered by Commissioner Sanders whereby Sanders motioned to require that any future projects related to the Greene County Arena site development be brought before the Board identifying the scope of the project including costs, along with identifying the source of the funding.  Commissioner Torbert seconded the motion.  Motion carried with Chairman Channel, Commissioners Sanders, Rhodes and Torbert voting in favor of the motion, Commissioners Andrews voting against.

Hospital in CPUD Zoning:  Commissioner Andrews motioned to confirm that the development of a hospital is acceptable within property zoned as a Commercial Planned Unit Development (CPUD).  Commissioner Torbert seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

Adjournment: The Called Meeting was concluded at 12:11pm.
