REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

OCTOBER 2011
OCTOBER 11, 2011 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders, and Chairman Channell were present.  
Minutes: The Minutes from the September 12, 2011 Called Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Planning & Zoning:
Conditional Use Permit - Personal Care Home – 1330 Bowden Pond Road: The Commissioners reviewed a request form Brenda Alexander / Lillie Tripp for God’s Love Ministries for the issuance of a Conditional Use Permit for a Personal Care Home Facility to be located at 1330 Bowden Pond Road. The area includes 0.92 acres zoned A1 that is identified as part of tax map 105, parcel 18. No official action was taken.  
Conditional Use Permit - Personal Care Home – 2871 Geer Road:  By consensus, the Chairman withdrew consideration of a conditional use permit care home facility until the next monthly meeting. No official action was taken.
Business Items:

Resolution Establishing Rate for Hearing Officer for the Board of Assessors: The Commissioners received information regarding a requirement in Senate Bill 346 that passed during the last State Legislative Session that requires the County Governing Authority to set the minimum hourly pay for a Hearing Officer by Resolution.  No official action was taken.
GDOT Section 5311 Capital Contracts:  The Commissioners received copies of a capital contract required for the Georgia Department of Transportation Section 5311 Program.  The Board approved the Operating Contract in July of 2011, but now has received the capital contract which also requires Board approval. Any local costs are funded by Advantage who serves as the third-party operator of the program. No official action was taken.
Fiscal Year 2011 Budget Adjustments: The Commissioners received a listing of the necessary budget adjustments that are addressed each year in preparation for the annual audit. These adjustments are identified by the Administrative Office to address adjustments to maintain compliance with State requirements.  The adjustments often range from simple recognition of grant proceeds received with related expenses, to adjustment needed for accruals made during the audit process for payroll related items.  No official action was taken.
Approval of the Minority Contacts for the Department of Justice Pre-clearance Submission of the new Commission District Boundaries: Commissioner Andrews motioned to appoint Titus Andrews and Felton Hudson for the redistricting minority contacts, Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion failed 2-3, with Commissioner Andrews and Rhodes voting in favor and Commissioner Sanders, Torbert and Channell opposed. Commissioner Sanders motioned to appoint Derrick Drake and Robert Motley for the redistricting minority contacts, Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion passed 3-2, with Commissioner Sanders, Torbert, and Channell voting in favor, with Rhodes and Andrews opposed.
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 6:46 p.m.
OCTOBER 18, 2011 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 5:59 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Andrews, Rhodes, Torbert, Sanders and Chairman Channell were present.  
Minutes: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the minutes from the September 12, 2011 Called Meeting Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Planning & Zoning:

Conditional Use Permit - Personal Care Home – 1330 Bowden Pond Road: Commissioner Sanders motioned to deny the request for a Conditional Use Permit for a Personal Care Home at 1330 Bowden Pond Road as requested by Brenda Alexander and Lillie R. Tripp for God’s Love Ministries. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Business Items:

Resolution Establishing Rate for Hearing Officer for the Board of Assessors: Commissioner Sanders motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2011.10.18(a) establishing the minimum hourly pay rate for Hearing Officers as required by Senate Bill 346, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
GDOT Section 5311 Capital Contracts: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the Agreement for Capital Improvement Assistance between the Georgia Department of Transportation and Greene County for the Section 5311 Program. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Fiscal Year 2011 Budget Adjustments: Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2011.10.18(b) approving the necessary budget adjustments for the 2011 Fiscal Year, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner’s Report:

District One Commissioner had no report.
District Two Commissioner had no report.
District Three Commissioner had no report.

District Four Commissioner had no report.
Chairman Channell reported the following:

1. That Jonael Bosques, the Extension Agent for Greene County, attended the National Association of County Agriculture Agents and received recognition as an Achievement Award winner. The Chairman informed the Board that only one percent of agents were recognized with this award, and Jonael was one of only two from the state of Georgia.
2. That the Board of Commissioners had allowed the Master Gardeners to have a garden at the County Public Service Campus property, and that it had been well-received.
3. That the Principal at the Union Point Elementary school would like for Jonael to develop a garden for Union Point Elementary, assigning each class a bed to garden.
4. That the wash rack was installed at the Arena.

5. That on October 1st the first annual Black & White Smack was held to show Holstein heifers, and that participants came from Morgan, Elbert, Madison, Greene, and Wayne Counties.
6. That he had received a letter from Chairman Charles Ware from the Taliaferro County Board of Commissioners thanking the Siloam, White Plains, Union Point and Greensboro fire departments for their help at a fire at the Crawfordville Truck Stop.
7. The Chairman Channell also noted that the November work and voting sessions will be combined to take place on November 8th.
