CALLED MEETING

SEPTEMBER 12, 2011

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Called Meeting to order at 9:09 a.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders, and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the August 2011 Regular Monthly Meeting, the August 5, 2011 Called Meeting, the August 10, 2011 Called Meeting, and the August 12, 2011 Called Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the minutes from the August 2011 Regular Monthly Meeting, the August 5, 2011 Called Meeting, the August 10, 2011 Called Meeting, and the August 12, 2011 Called Meeting. Business Items:

Dedication of Property to GDOT – Greene County Library: Commissioners Sanders motioned to approve the dedication of a two-foot strip of property totaling .004 acres as depicted by survey performed by Alcovy Surveying and Engineering dated 8/25/2011 from the Greene County  Library parcel located along State Route 44 to the Georgia Department of Transportation. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously. 
Adoption of the Fiscal Year 2012 Budgets:  Commissioners Sanders motioned to adopt the Fiscal-Year 2012 Budgets for all Funds of the County. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Resolution to Establish Millage Rates: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve Resolution Number 2011.9.12 that establishes millage rates for all tax districts for the 2011 Tax Digest, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.

Chairman Channell reported that the county Road Department is getting a lot of road work done because of good weather. He also stated that the Road Department is doing a really exceptional job.

He stated that the 800MHz radio system project is going well, and the system has been tested and will give great coverage, especially for public safety professionals.

Commissioner Torbert then asked about the dry weather and any reports of wildfires. County Manager responded that there was a hay bale fire in Woodville, as well as other fires. The County Manager went on to say that there were three fatalities in an 8-day period of serious vehicle accidents within Greene County, as well as other overturned vehicles and serious head-on collisions. Greene County EMS assisted neighboring Morgan County in a seven-car pileup.
