REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

JANUARY 2012
JANUARY 17, 2012 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:02 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders, and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the December Regular Monthly Meeting, and the December 7, 2011 Called Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Business Items:

Tourism Committee Appointments: The Commissioners received information that the terms of the members of the Tourism Committee appointed by the Board expired on 12/31/11. Appointments are made for two-year terms. No official action was taken.
Policy Regarding Commissioners Serving on Boards, Committees, and Authorities:   Commissioners discussed a proposed policy regarding members of the Board of Commissioners serving on other Boards, Committees, or Authorities. Commissioners discussed two provisions in the proposed policy including one barring Commissioners from being additionally compensated for being on other Boards, Committees, or Authorities, and the other provision barring Commissioners from being a chairman on other Boards, Committees, or Authorities.  The Board discussed this item. No official action was taken.
Resolution to Establish Qualifying Fees for 2012 County Elections: The Commissioners were advised that Georgia Law requires the Board to approve qualifying fees for each of the county offices in contention for the 2012 election cycle. The fees must set by February 1, 2012 for this year’s elections. No official action was taken.
Appointment to the Greene County Board of Health: The Commissioners were advised that the term of Mayor Lanier Rhodes on the Board of Health has expired. Mayor Rhodes serves as the Advocate for Consumers of Health Services on the Board of Health, and is willing to continue serving if so desired by the Board. No official action was taken.
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 6:21 p.m.
JANUARY 17, 2012 VOTING SESSION:

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 6:35 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Andrews, Rhodes, Torbert, Sanders and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the minutes from the December 2011 Regular Monthly Meeting, and the December 7, 2011 Called Meeting. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Business Items:

Tourism Committee Appointment: Commissioner Sanders motioned to appoint Tami Moran, Barbara Twilley, Gino Marasco, William Chris Fedelem, Dene Channell, Charlene Jordan and Ricky Newsome to the Tourism Committee for a two-year term ending December 31st, 2013. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Policy Regarding Commissioners Serving on Boards, Committees, and Authorities: Commissioner Torbert motioned that any member of the Greene County Board of Commissioners who is appointed by the Greene County Board of Commissioners to serve on any Authority, Board or Committee, because of his position as a serving commissioner, shall not receive any compensation normally paid by said Authority, Board or Committee to its members for service on said board. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried by a 3-2 vote with Chairman Channell, Commissioner Torbert, Commissioner Sanders voting in favor of the motion; Commissioner Rhodes and Commissioner Andrews voting against the motioned.
Resolution to Establish Qualifying Fees for 2012 County Elections: Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2012.1.17 Establishing Qualifying Fees for 2012 County Elections, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
Appointment to the Greene County Board of Health: Commissioner Sanders motioned to appoint Lanier Rhodes to the Greene County Board of Health as the Advocate for Consumers of Health Services for a six-year term. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner’s Report:

District One Commissioner had no report.
District Two Commissioner had no report.
District Three Commissioner had no report.

District Four Commissioner had no report.
Chairman Channell would like to charge the Ad Hoc Zoning Committee with the task of looking into the county’s mining regulations, as well as the zoning ordinance provisions that address outbuildings on lots. 

County Manager Byron Lombard advised that the county will be updating its Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan, and one Commissioner will need to volunteer to be involved in that effort. He also answered a question posed by Commissioner Gerald Torbert regarding Local Option Sales Tax Negotiations, explaining that the process will be different from the last round of negotiations due to state law changes.

County Commissioner Gerald Torbert requested that the chairman facilitate someone coming down from the Northeast Georgia Regional Commission or Department of Transportation to explain the Transportation SPLOST issue. He stated that he believed the Board of Commissioners owed it to the public to make a stand either for or against the proposed tax.
