COMMISSIONERS MEETING ROOM
MARCH 28, 2012
Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the meeting to order at 6:04 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders, and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Provisions to Address the Sheriff’s Fuel Budget: The board discussed a previous budget adjustment requested by the sheriff and what options the Commissioners have to accommodate the sheriff’s discretionary fuel consumption that exceeds the budgeted allocation that was intended to provide sufficient funding for the sheriff to perform his Constitutional duties.  Commissioner Andrews motioned to make a budget amendment to recognize $65,000 in revenue received from the sheriff to be placed in a separate line item in the sheriff’s office budget titled “Discretionary Fuel” and to notify the sheriff when $25,000 is remaining, and should the sheriff submit additional funds for this purpose, this budget amendment is standing and automatic such that the additional funds be recognized in the same manner. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried by a 4-1 vote, with Chairman Channell, Commissioner Rhodes, Commissioner Andrews and Commissioner Torbert voting in favor of the motion and Commissioner Sanders voting against the motion.

Carey Station Loan: The board discussed the road improvement district for Carey Station Village (now Eagle View) subdivision, specifically what amount to levy to retire debt associated with the road improvement district. Commissioner Sanders motioned to reduce the $300.00 fee on the tax bill for the Carey Station Road Improvement District to $100.00 for the 2012 tax bill with such amount being the final levy for this tax district. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Ambulance Station: The board discussed the various issues relating to the proposed new ambulance station to be located along the new East/West Connector. Commissioner Andrews made a motion make a budget adjustment from prior years’ EMS fund balance to build the ambulance station on the East/West Connector with such adjustment not to exceed $665,00000.. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
TSPLOST Projects List: The Commissioners received information from County Manager Lombard concerning the TSPLOST referendum. He advised the Commissioners that Greene County would receive an estimated $850,000 per year to use on road projects and road maintenance expenses. He shared a tentative list of county road and bridge projects to be submitted to the Northeast Georgia Regional Transportation Roundtable that the Roundtable will use for public information purposes. No action was taken.
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 7:26 p.m.
