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  GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

JUNE 2012
JUNE 12, 2012 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:03 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders, and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the May Regular Monthly Meeting, and the May 21, 2012 Called Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Planning & Zoning:
Final Plat Approval for Oconee Landing Subdivision: The Commissioners reviewed a request from OL Acquisition, LLC for Final Plat approval for Oconee Landing Subdivision. The proposed subdivision will create 52 single-family residential lots and is located off of Howard Lewis Road. The parcel of land contains 194.2 acres zoned partially as LR1 and partially as A1. No official action was taken.
Business Items:

Tourism Committee Appointment: During the May monthly meeting, the Board discussed the residency of Mr. Neubauer as a prospective appointee to the Tourism Committee.  The appointment was delayed to permit confirmation of his county of residence.  It was confirmed that Mr. Neubauer is renting a home in Greene County.  No official action was taken.
Extension of Moratorium on Personal Care Homes:  The Board enacted a Resolution in December of 2011 that imposed a moratorium on new applications for personal care homes through June 20, 2012 to afford time to revise applicable sections of the Zoning Ordinance necessary to properly regulate such applications. The Board added two other sections of the Zoning Ordinance for review and update. These three sections have been reviewed, updated, reviewed by legal counsel, and will be included on the Planning & Zoning agenda for a public hearing.  To afford time for the Board to consider adoption of the revisions during the July monthly meeting, the moratorium needs to be extended for one month.  No official action was taken.
Coast2Coast Rx Card County Marketing Agreement: The Commissioners received information that ACCG has endorsed a prescription card discount program that establishes a relationship with vendor to provide discount prescription drug cards to county residents at no charge and also pay a royalty to the county for activity of county residents. The Board must adopt an Agreement between the County and the vendor to participate in the program. The Agreement can be cancelled at any time with 30 days written notice. No official action was taken.
Budget Adjustments: The Commissioners reviewed information that two budget amendments have been identified that requires Board consideration. The adjustments require Board approval given the legal level of budgetary control established by the Board. The adjustments include:

· The Board has previously made budget amendments to account for reimbursements relating to training and travel expenses. The Probate Court has received reimbursements for such expense and the necessary adjustment to account for the revenue and corresponding expense needs to be made. The Probate Judge would like to have the amount of the reimbursement added to the expense line item to offset the expended funds.
· The second budget amendment involves the funding needed to cover the costs of Worker Compensation Coverage for County employees. The budget allocation is based on an estimate of cost as the actual cost is not known during the budget preparation. The additional cost for all departments totals $17,365.00. The revenue necessary to cover the additional cost can be covered partially by a refund received from ACCG in the amount of $7,090.00, with the remainder being covered by excess bank tax fees received thus far this fiscal year. 

No official action was taken.
Chairman Channell recessed the regular meeting at 6:13 p.m. for a twelve minute break.

Chairman Channell reconvened the regular meeting at 6:25 p.m.

Executive Session: Commissioner Sanders motioned to leave the Regular Session and enter into Executive Session to discuss pending litigation at 6:25 p.m. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Commissioners Torbert, Sanders, Rhodes, Andrews and Chairman Channell voted in favor. The motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner Sanders motioned to leave the Executive Session and re-enter into the Regular Session at 7:45 p.m. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Channell announced that while in Executive Session, the Board discussed pending litigation. No official action was taken.

Chairman Channell asked for a motion. Commissioner Sanders motioned that the Board of Commissioners attorney Miss Anne Lewis contacts the Justice Department to get as much information as possible as a way of explanation of their rejection letter and the County Manager contact the Reapportionment Office and if we have to hire them, hire them, and if they will do it without being hired, we ask them to do it, and that Ms. Lewis give them the necessary advice that they would be asking for to draw a redistricting plan for Greene County. Motioned carried 3-2 with Commissioners Sanders, Torbert and Channell voting in favor. Commissioner Andrews and Rhodes opposed.
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 7:51p.m.
JUNE 19, 2012 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 6:01 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Andrews, Rhodes, Torbert, Sanders and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the minutes from the May 2012 Regular Monthly Meeting, and the May 21, 2012 Called Meeting. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Planning & Zoning:

Final Plat Approval fro Oconee Landing Subdivision: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the Final Plat for Oconee Landing Subdivision submitted by OL Acquisition, LLC. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Business Items:

Tourism Committee Appointment: Commissioner Torbert motioned to appoint Andrew Neubauer to the Tourism Committee to fill the unexpired term vacated by Gino Marasco ending December 31st, 2013. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Extension of Moratorium on Personal Care Homes: Commissioner Andrews motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2012.6.19 extending the moratorium on applications for conditional use permits to establish personal care homes in unincorporated Greene County, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Coast2Coast Rx Card County Marketing Agreement: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the Coast2Coast RX Card County Marketing Agreement between Greene County and Financial Marketing Concepts, Inc. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Budget Adjustments: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to account for $89.00 in revenue received as reimbursement for training expenses incurred in the Probate Office, and to increase the corresponding expense line item accordingly. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to fund the increase in Workers Compensation coverage for County employees with the additional revenue coming from excess bank tax fees and the $7,090.00 ACCG refund. Commissioner Rhodes seconded Motioned carried unanimously.
Commissioner’s Report:

District One Commissioner had no report.
District Two Commissioner had no report.
Commissioner Torbert reported that he had an open meeting in Union Point last Thursday (June 14, 2012) evening discussing the transportation sales tax referendum (TSPLOST), noting that the crowd was small but the discussion was well-received. 
Commissioner Sanders reported that he gave a special presentation concerning the TSPLOST referendum to the Republican Party at Del Webb earlier that day. He said that the presentation was followed up by a candidates’ forum where all Republican candidates discussed their political platforms and answered questions. He said that it was attended by 60 to 75 people. 
Chairman Channell reported that the Richland Connector should be open within two weeks, adding that the contractor is in the final phase of construction. He noted that the rest of the County seemed to be going quite well, adding that the Public Works department was working hard on roads, staying ahead of various obstacles and work demands. He also said that other departments are doing well and that he was pleased with how well the county works.
