REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

JULY 2012
JULY 10, 2012 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:02 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders, and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the June 2012 Regular Monthly Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Planning & Zoning:
Revisions to the Zoning Ordinance: Commissioners received information regarding efforts by the Planning and Zoning Board and Ad Hoc committee to revise the Zoning Ordinance as it pertains to personal care homes, accessory buildings, and mining activities. No action was taken. 
Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage Licenses for Daniel Clubhouse Management, LLC: The Commissioners received information that Reynolds Plantation has a number of alcoholic beverage licenses in place for their restaurant, golf, and operational outlets. Each of the respective applications has been previously approved by the Board with Gray Ferguson listed as the local agent. Daniel Clubhouse Management, LLC is scheduled to become the food and beverage manager for the referenced outlets on or about August 1, 2012. Gray Ferguson will continue to serve as the local agent, but the licenses need to be issued in the name of Daniel Clubhouse Management, LLC No official action was taken.
Appointment to the Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy Committee:  The Commissioners received information that the Northeast Georgia Regional Commission is updating the regional Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy and has requested that the Board appoint at least one person to serve on a committee that will facilitate this update. No official action was taken.
Georgia Indigent Defense Services Agreement: The Commissioners received information regarding the annual approval of a contract between the County and the Circuit Public Defender’s Office of the Ocmulgee Judicial Circuit. The funding will be included in the 2013 Budget. No official action was taken.
Senior Center Meals Contract: The Commissioners received information regarding the Senior Center contract for meals through G.A. Food Service. The vendor has provided the County with a proposed contract that was negotiated on region-wide basis for the provision of meals for the Senior Center. If the county wants to continue to utilize this vendor along with the other senior centers, the contract needs to be approved by the Board. No official action was taken.
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 6:08 p.m.
JULY 10, 2012 VOTING SESSION:

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 6:14 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Andrews, Rhodes, Torbert, Sanders and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the minutes from the June 2012 Regular Monthly Meeting Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Planning & Zoning:

Revisions to the Zoning Ordinance: Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2012.7.10 amending the official Zoning Ordinance for Greene County to revise governance relating to personal care homes, accessory buildings, and mining operations, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage Licenses for Daniel Clubhouse Management, LLC: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve a malt beverages and wine retail package sales license for Annika Signature Shop, a malt beverages , wine and distilled spirits consumption on the premises sales license for the Plantation Clubhouse, a malt beverages and wine retail package sales license for the Country Store Marina, a malt beverages, wine and distilled spirits consumption on the premises sales license for the Creek Club, a malt beverages, wine and distilled spirits consumption on the premises sales license for the Café at the Lake Club, a malt beverages, wine and distilled spirits offsite catering license for the Banquet Kitchen at the Lake Club, a malt beverages and wine retail package sales license for the Lake Club Marina, a malt beverages, wine and distilled spirits consumption on the premises sales license for the Reynolds Landing Clubhouse, and a malt beverages and wine retail package sales license for the Reynolds Landing Marina with Gray Ferguson listed as the local agent for the licenses. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Appointment to the Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy Committee: Commissioner Andrews motioned to appoint Jim Hudson to the Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy Committee. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Georgia Indigent Defense Services Agreement: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the Georgia Indigent Defense Services Agreement between the Circuit Public Defender’s Office of the Ocmulgee Judicial Circuit and the governing authority of Greene County. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Senior Center Meals Contract: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the contract between the Greene County Senior Center and G.A. Food Services of Pinellas County, Inc. for the provision of meals for the Senior Center. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Commissioner’s Report:

District One Commissioner had no report.
District Two Commissioner had no report. 
District Three Commissioner Gerald Torbert wanted to note that many people worked hard on the Zoning Ordinance revisions, specifically thanking each member of the Ad Hoc Zoning Committee’s volunteers for their work.
District Four Commissioner Bud Sanders reported that the Richland Connector roadway was supposed to open today, but that it was delayed. County Manager Byron Lombard reported that the delay was caused by a new DOT stipulation requiring that thermoplastic striping be used at the intersection of 44 and the new roadway, instead of the regular striping that the contractor planned to use.
Chairman Channell reported that he was sent a letter thanking the Commissioners for allowing the County Manager to serve as a reservist in the state’s Emergency Response Activities. He also added that the rain was a welcome relief to the hot weather. Chairman Channell then asked County Manager Lombard for an update on the budget for next year. The County Manager discussed the timeline in developing a draft budget for the Commissioners’ review, as well as other deadlines and budget formalities.
