Commissioner Andrews motioned to eliminate the funding in line item 52.1292 for supplements to the Superior Court Judges pending confirmation that such supplements can be removed.  Commissioner Sanders seconded.  Motion carried with Sanders, Rhodes, and Andrews voting in favor, Channell and Torbert voting against
Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 1:00 p.m.
