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  GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

SEPTEMBER 2012
SEPTEMBER 11, 2012 WORK SESSION:

Vice Chairman Sanders led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Vice Chairman Sanders called the Work Session to order at 6:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, and Vice Chairman Sanders were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the August 2012 Regular Monthly Meeting, the August 1, 2012 Called Meeting, the August 17, 2012 Called Meeting, the August 21, 2012 Called Meeting and the August 31, 2012 Called Meeting were discussed.  The Vice Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License Application – The Country Club of Greene County, LLC: The Commissioners received information that the ownership of the Country Club of Greene County located off Union Point Highway has changed. The new owner desires to obtain a beer & wine license for consumption on the premises. No official action was taken.
Resolution Appointing an Open Records Officer:  The Commissioners received information that during the last Legislative Session the Open Records and Open Meeting Laws were changed. One of the changes involves the designation of an Open Records Officer.  Though the law does not require the county to designate an open records officer, it does provide an incentive for doing so by allowing the county to direct all written requests directly to the appointed person. If the county chooses to designate a records officer, the county is also required to post their name and contact information on the county website, and must notify the county legal organ. No official action was taken.
Revision to Local Legislation – Retiree Health Insurance: The Commissioners received information that the proposed changes to the Retiree Health Insurance option were not implemented exactly as discussed during the February 2007 meetings. Discussion took place, with Commissioners affirming the elimination of the word “consecutive” from the 15 year term requirement. There was also a brief discussion about ensuring that an employee terminated for some illegal act would not be able to participate in the program. Commissioners advised the County Manager to email them the revised wording for the relevant local legislation, House Bill 675. No official action was taken.
Naming of the Road Segment between Wrightsville Church Road and the Richland Connector: The Commissioners discussed the notion of naming the new road segment between Wrightsville Church Road and the Richland Connector. The County Manager advised of several options including simply naming the segment as a continuation of Wrightsville Church Road. No official action was taken.
Building & Zoning Fee Schedule: The Commissioners discussed the fees assessed for the various functions in Planning & Zoning and the practice of periodically reviewing the fees to ensure that the fees are reasonable, and cover the costs associated with the function. The Building Official has proposed some minor changes that will make adjustments to bring the fees in line with costs and other similarly situated counties No official action was taken.

Budget Adjustments: The Commissioners received information that two budget amendments have been identified that requires Board consideration, plus an additional budget adjustment discussed recently by the Board. These adjustments are required given the legal of budgetary control established by the Board. The adjustments include:

· The first budget amendment involves adjustments necessary to account for revenue and expenses associated with the new law regarding metal recycler registrations. The necessary adjustments will account for $200.00 received from local metal recyclers, and the $200.00 expense paid to the Sheriff’s Association that is maintaining the database of recyclers.

· The second budget amendment involves funding received through a State program to install GPS and navigation systems in the ambulances across Georgia. Greene County received $2,400.00 for the project and installed the units in the active ambulances. A budget adjustment is necessary to recognize the revenue and associated expense. 

· The third budget amendment establishes the funding necessary to purchase an ambulance transport unit. The Board discussed this initiative earlier in the month with the intent to fund the purchase from prior year fund balance in the EMS Fund.
No official action was taken.

Adjournment: Vice Chairman Sanders adjourned the meeting at 6:32 p.m.
SEPTEMBER 18, 2012 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 6:01 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Andrews, Rhodes, Torbert, Sanders and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the minutes from the August Regular Monthly Meeting, the August 1, 2012 Called Meeting, the August 17, 2012 Called Meeting, the August 21, 2012 Called Meeting, and the August 31, 2012 Called Meeting. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License Application – The Country Club of Greene County, LLC: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve a beer & wine consumption on the premises license for The Country Club of Greene County, LLC in the name of Frank Lindley as the holder if the License. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Resolution Appointing an Open Records Officer: Commissioner Sanders motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2012.9.18 (a) designating an Open Records Officer and Alternate Open Records Officer, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Revision to Local Legislation – Retiree Health Insurance: Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2012.9.19 (b) requesting a revision to Local Legislation, House Bill 675, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Naming of the Road Segment Between Wrightsville Church Road and the Richland Connector: Commissioner Sanders motioned to name the new roadway segment that connects Wrightsville Church Road over to the Richland Connector as Wrightsville Church Road. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Building & Zoning Fee Schedule: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the revised permit fee schedule for the Building & Zoning Department making the revision effective October 1st, 2012. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Budget Adjustments: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to account for the revenue and expenses associated with the new Georgia Law regarding registration of local metal recyclers. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motioned carried unanimously. 
Commissioner Sanders motioned to make the necessary budget adjustments to account for the $2,400.00 received through the AVLS System Project, and to increase the corresponding expense line item to fund the expenses associated with the project. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Commissioner Sanders motioned to make the necessary budget adjustments in the 2013 Fiscal Period to allocate $230,000.00 from the EMS Fund prior year balance to purchase a new transport ambulance and related equipment. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Commissioner’s Report:

District Two Commissioner had no report.
District Three Commissioner had no report.

District Four Commissioner had no report.
Chairman Channell reported that several local fire departments are seeing improvements in their ISO ratings, specifically stating that Woodville received a 5/9 rating and Walker Church received a 4/9 rating. He added that, when Greensboro’s rating improved significantly, he received a significant rebate on his homeowner’s insurance. County Manager Byron Lombard added more information regarding ISO improvements throughout the county. Chairman Channell also added that the new striping in the parking lots looks very nice, and everyone thanked Commissioner Torbert for recommending the project.
