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  GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

NOVEMBER 2012
NOVEMBER 13, 2012 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Work Session to order at 6:06 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Sanders, and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the October Regular Monthly Meeting, and the October 19, 2012 Called Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Petitions and Communications:
GRO Industries: This item was removed from the agenda pursuant to a request from a representative from GRO Industries who had contacted the office seeking to postpone their appearance until December. No action was taken.
Planning & Zoning:

Final Plat Approval for Baker Section (Ted Baker) – 5 Residential Lots in Salem Plantation Subdivision: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Ted Baker for a Final Plat approval for 5 lots in the Salem Plantation Subdivision. The parcel of land contains 11.68 acres zoned LR1. No official action was taken. 
Business Items:

TEFRA Resolution – St. Mary’s Bond Issue: The Commissioners received information that the tax exempt bond financing for the new Hospital requires Board action, specifically that the Board of Commissioners adopt a resolution confirming that a public hearing was held, the project is a hospital facility, it will be owned by the St. Mary’s Health Care System, Inc., that the facility will be operated by St Mary’s Health Care System, Inc., and that the facility is located in Greene County. The County Manager noted that the necessary Resolution does not constitute an endorsement to a prospective purchaser of the Bonds of the creditworthiness of the Borrower or the Project, and the Bonds shall not constitute an indebtedness or obligation of the State of Georgia, Greene County, or of any political subdivision thereof. No official action was taken.
Alcoholic Beverage License – Richland Green, LLC dba Bulldog Supper Club:  The Commissioners received information that the Richland Creek Restaurant is being opened as a new restaurant called the Bulldog Supper Club. The new restaurant owner has requested the issuance of a consumption on the premises license for liquor, beer & wine for the business located at 1017 park Place Blvd. The fees have been paid and application completed. No official action was taken.
Chamber Contracts: The Commissioners reviewed the contract that the County enters into each year with the Chamber of Commerce for the provision of specified services. The contract involves the promotion of the general economic growth and welfare of the County. No official action was taken.

MOA between the Technical College System of Georgia and Greene County:  The Commissioners reviewed an Agreement from the Technical College System of Georgia regarding the space that is provided for Athens Technical College. The State would like to have a formal agreement in place to govern the space the county provides. The Agreement is proposed as a 10-year Agreement with a cancellation provision if given 90- days notice. No official action was taken.

Local Maintenance & Improvement Grant Program (LMIG): The Commissioners discussed the GDOT LMIG program and new matching funds required by the county, since the transportation sales tax failed in Greene County’s region. The Commissioners discussed submitting Fuller and Shiloh Roads, questioning the County Manager regarding how funds would be awarded/matched. He stated that the County is still awaiting answers from the Department of Transportation on how the GDOT funding will be dispersed. No official action was taken.

Revisions to the Animal Control Ordinance: The Commissioners received information that the Georgia Legislature passed HB 685 which updated the Official Code of Georgia relating to Dangerous Dogs. Since County Code cannot be more lenient that State Law, the County Animal Control Ordinance must be updated to reflect the changes in State Law. No official action was taken.

Clarification / Revision to the Zoning Ordinance: The Commissioners discussed proposed changes to the landfill provisions of the Zoning Ordinance. They opted to enlist the Ad Hoc Zoning Committee to revise these provisions within the next 90 days. No official action was taken.

Budget Adjustments: The Commissioners received detail of several budget adjustments that are necessary for the year-end closeout of several Funds and programs. These adjustments are identified by the Administrative Office.
The necessary adjustments include:

· Adjusting the Hotel/Motel Tax Fund due to higher than projected collections ($39,227.00)

· Adjusting the Crime Victim’s Assistance Fund due to higher receipts than projected ($2,585.00)

· Adjusting for the revenues & expenditures for Section 5311 Program ($91,885.00)

· Adjusting for the jail vending machine revenue and related expenses ($1,415.00)

· Adjusting for the actual revenues and expenditures of the Juvenile Offenders Grant ($403.00)

 No official action was taken.

Adjournment: Chairman Channell adjourned the meeting at 6:31 p.m.
NOVEMBER 20, 2012 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Channell led the Pledge of Allegiance and observed a moment of silence.

Call to Order: Chairman Channell called the Voting Session to order at 6:03 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Andrews, Rhodes, Torbert, Sanders and Chairman Channell were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the minutes from the October Regular Monthly Meeting, and the October 19, 2012 Called Meeting. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Planning & Zoning:

Final Plat Approval for Baker Section (Ted Baker) – 5 Residential Lots in Salem Plantation Subdivision: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the final plat request submitted by Ted Baker creating five lots form 11.68 acres in the Salem Plantation Subdivision. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Business Items:

TEFRA Resolution – St. Mary’s Bond Issue: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve Resolution Number 2012.11.20 regarding the issuance of health system revenue bonds by the Greene County Development Authority for the benefit of Catholic Health East and its affiliates, St. Mary’s Good Samaritan Hospital and St. Mary’s Health Care System, Inc., and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Alcoholic Beverage License – Richland Green, LLC dba Bulldog Supper Club: Commissioner Andrews motion to approve an alcoholic beverage license for consumption on the premises for Liquor, Beer & Wine for Richland Green, LLC doing business as Bulldog Supper Club for the restaurant to be located at 1017 Park Place Boulevard in the name of David Bickers as the holder of the license. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Chamber Contracts: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the contract with the Chamber of Commerce for the promotion of general economic welfare and growth. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
MOA between the Technical College System of Georgia and Greene County: Commissioner Sanders motioned to approve the Memorandum of Agreement between Greene County and the Technical College System of Georgia for the Athens Technical College located at 1051 Athens Tech Drive in Greensboro. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Local Maintenance & Improvement Grant Program (LMIG): Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the submission of a resurfacing project that includes Shiloh Road and Fuller Road for consideration through the Georgia Department of Transportation Local Maintenance and improvement Grant Program. Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Revisions to the Animal Control Ordinance: Commissioner Sanders motioned to adopt the Ordinance to Amend Articles I and II of Chapter 8 of the Official Code of Greene County making the necessary changes to coincide with the changes made to State Law regarding Animal Control and Dangerous Dogs. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Budget Adjustments: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments for the 2012 Fiscal Year to include a $39,227.00 adjustment in the Hotel/Motel Fund, a $2,585.00 adjustment in the Crime Victim’s Assistance Fund, a $91,885.00 adjustment in General Administration for he Section 5311 Program, a $1,415.00 adjustment in the Sheriff’s Budget to account for revenue and expenses associated with the jail vending machines, and a $403.00 adjustment in the Intergovernmental Budget to account for the Juvenile Offender Grant revenue and related expense Commissioner Sanders seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Chairman Channell motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments for the 2013 Fiscal Year to increase the overall budget to account for increases in the share of the County’s funding to the inter-governmentally funded agencies including Recreation, Library, Chamber, and Economic Development, with the corresponding increase in revenue accounted for as an increase in sales tax. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

District One Commissioner had no report.
District Two Commissioner wanted to wish all the Commissioners and their families, and all the citizens of the County a happy and safe holiday.
District Three Commissioner had no report.

District Four Commissioner had no report.
Chairman Channell reported that he wanted to notify the citizen’s that Mr. Andrews had brought back some information from the Annual Meeting concerning a program called Coast 2 Coast Rx, and that the County has signed up for it; all citizens in Greene County are eligible and can contact Chris Edwards for more information.  The Chairman also wished everyone a Happy Thanksgiving.
