REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

JUNE 2013
JUNE 10, 2013 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Work Session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Britt, and Chairman Bullard were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the May Regular Monthly Meeting, and the May 23, 2013 Called Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  Commissioner Andrews asked the Chairman could the minutes be separated. No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License Request – Amici Italian: The Commissioners were advised that the ownership of Amici Italian Café has changed.  The County has previously issued consumption on the premises licenses for beer & wine, and liquor for the restaurant. The new owner desires to obtain the same beer & wine, and liquor licenses for consumption on the premises. No official action was taken.
Appointment to the Greene County Board of Family & Children Services:  The Commissioners received information that the term of Dr. James Southerland on the Board of Family and Children Services expires on 6/30/2013. Dr. Southerland has indicated his willingness to continue serving if so the desired by the Board. No official action was taken.
Budget Adjustments: The Commissioners reviewed information that several budget adjustments have been identified that requires Board approval. The adjustments include:

· The first budget adjustment is necessary to account for actual cost of workers compensation coverage. The estimated expense used during the budget cycle was deficient by about $5,978.00 when accounting for all departments.

· The second budget adjustment is necessary to account for a slight increase in charges incurred for the services of the Georgia Forestry Commission. The State revised their formula to cause an additional charge of $337.00.

· The third budget adjustment is necessary to account for reimbursements received associated with training in the Probate Court. The overall budget is increased and requires Board action.

· The fourth budget adjustment is necessary to move funding to the EMS Budget to cover a major mechanical breakdown of one of the frontline ambulances. The subject ambulance must have a new engine at a cost of just under $19,000.00. Replacement of the unit is not economical given the remaining expected life of the unit, thus making the repair the most cost-effective approach.
No official action was taken.

Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License Request – Amici Italian: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve an alcoholic beverage license for consumption on the premises for liquor, Beer & Wine for Amici Italian Café for the restaurant located at 1100 Parkside Main, in the name of Ewing & Joiner Enterprises as the holder of the License. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Appointment to the Greene County Board of Family & Children Services: Commissioner Britt motioned to appoint Dr. James Southerland to the Greene County Board of Family and Children Services for a term beginning 7/21/2013 and ending 6/30/2018. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Budget Adjustments: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to account for the actual cost of workers compensation insurance coverage within all department budgets with the necessary funding being moved from contingency. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to account for the actual expense paid to the Georgia Forestry Commission with the necessary funding being moved from contingency. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to account for reimbursements received for training in the Probate Court Office. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to provide for the ambulance engine repair with the necessary funding being moved from contingency. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
