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  GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

JULY 2013
JULY 8, 2013 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Work Session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Britt, and Chairman Bullard were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the June 2013 Regular Monthly Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Planning & Zoning:
International Health Partners, Fountain Crest – Final Plat; Conditional Use Permit:

The Commissioners received a request from International Health Partners, LLC for the Final Plat Approval and Conditional Use Approval for Fountain Crest.  The project consists of a retirement community with independent living, assisted living, memory care, and associated support facilities.  The parcel of land contains 31.48 +/- acres of which 14.36 +/- will be used for this project.  The property is zoned CPUD and identified as part of tax map 56, parcels 3 & 3C.  The plat approval is managed as a minor subdivision, and the conditional use permit is needed for the Memory Care Unit and associated facilities.  No official action was taken.
Business Items: 
Appointment to the Northeast Georgia Regional Commission – Private Sector: The Commissioners received information that the private sector appointment on the Northeast Georgia Regional Commission serves for one-year terms under recent By-Laws’ changes. The Regional Commission has requested that the Board submit a recommendation for the private sector appointment. Charles Finch currently serves as the private sector appointment representing Greene County. Mr. Finch is willing to continue serving should the Board choose to appoint him another year. No official action was taken.
Appointment to the Board of Tax Assessors:  By consensus, the Chairman withdrew the appointment due to insufficient applications under the Board’s Policy. No official action was taken.
Short Term Work Program – Public Hearing & Resolution of Submittal: The Commissioners reviewed information from the Georgia Department of Community Affairs that requires local governments to comply with certain planning requirements. Requirements were recently changed to offer an option of deferral of the entire Comprehensive Plan Update if the local government instead adopts a “Short Term Work Program” to serve as an update. This option allows the local government the ability to retain their Qualified Local Government Status. The steps have been taken to prepare the Short Term Work Program for Greene County. The Board must hold a public hearing and adopt a Submittal Resolution. The Plan will be submitted to the DCA for review. On the approval of the plan, the Board will have to formally pass an Adoption Resolution. After completion of the final steps, the County will be compliant through 2017.  The Chairman formally opened the floor for the Public Hearing portion of the meeting for this item.  No input was received from the attendees.  No official action was taken.
Work Detail Agreement – GA Department of Corrections: The Commissioners reviewed the contract with the Department of Corrections to provide an inmate detail for litter pick-up in the unincorporated portions of the county. The work detail has been beneficial to the county and many positive comments have been made, especially regarding the litter abatement. No official action was taken.

Advantage Behavioral Health Systems – Renewal of Lease Agreements: The Commissioners reviewed information from Advantage Behavioral Health Systems regarding the space that is provided for two different facilities to Advantage. The space has been rented by Advantage for a number of years for services provided to citizens of the County. No official action was taken.

Georgia Indigent Defense Services Agreement: The Commissioners received information regarding the annual approval of a contract between the County and the Circuit Public Defender’s Office of the Ocmulgee Judicial Circuit. The funding will be included in the 2014 Budget. No official action was taken.

Elections Contract – City of Union Point: The Commissioners reviewed the proposed Intergovernmental Agreements for municipal elections held in the city of Union Point. The Board has previously entered into Intergovernmental Agreements to manage the elections for Siloam, White Plains, and Woodville through the Board of Elections. The structure of the Agreement requires that Union Point fund the costs of the election including a 3% administrative fee. The contract has already been approved by the City of Union Point and the Board of Elections. No official action was taken.

Resolution – Law Enforcement Vehicles Used Covertly: The Commissioners discussed a resolution to adopt a list of vehicles from the Sheriff that will be used in covert operations. Per the County Manager, the purpose of the list is to allow the vehicles listed to be insured by the County. No action was taken.

Establishment of an Economic Development Commission: The Commissioners discussed the establishment of an Economic Development Commission. Chairman Bullard explained that the Economic Development Commission would be responsible for coordinating Greene County’s economic development efforts and the marketing of Greene County to prospective industry and employers. No official action was taken.

Visitor’s General Comments: The Board received public comments from Mrs. Annie Grant, and Chris Peters concerning various items.
Executive Session: Commission Britt motioned to leave Regular Session and enter into Executive Session to discuss pending ligation at 5:51pm. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Commissioner Andrews, Torbert, Rhodes, Britt and Chairman Bullard vote in favor. Special legal counsel retained for the redistricting litigation attended the closed session to confer with the Board.  The motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Britt motioned to leave Executive Session and re-enter into Regular Session at 6:15pm. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Bullard announced that while in Executive Session, the Board discussed a pending ligation matter with legal counsel. No official action was taken. 

Adjournment: Chairman Bullard adjourned the meeting at 6:20 p.m.

Minutes: Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the minutes from the June 2013 Regular Monthly Meeting Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Planning & Zoning:

International Health Partners, Fountain Crest – Final Plat; Conditional Use Permit:

Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the Final Plat request and Conditional Use Permit for the Fountain Crest Project submitted by International Health Partners, LLC.

Commissioner Britt seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Business Items:

Appointment to the Northeast Georgia Regional Commission – Private Sector: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to appoint Charles Finch to the Northeast Georgia Regional Commission as the private sector representative for the Greene County to serve for a one-year term. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Short Term Work Program – Public Hearing & Resolution of Submittal: Commissioner Britt motioned to adopt Resolution umber 2013.7.11(a) regarding the submission of the Five Year Short Term Work Program 2013-2017 to the Georgia Department of Community Affairs, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Work Detail Agreement – GA Department of Corrections: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the contract between the Georgia Department of Corrections as an agency of the State of Georgia, and the Greene County Board of Commissioners for the inmate work detail. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Advantage Behavioral Health Systems – Renewal of Lease Agreements: Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the Rental Agreement with Advantage Behavioral Health Systems for the county-owned space located at 1030 Silver Drive and 1040 Silver Drive. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Georgia Indigent Defense Services Agreement: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the Georgia Indigent Defense Services Agreement between the Circuit Public Defender’s Office of the Ocmulgee Judicial Circuit and the governing authority of Greene County. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Elections Contract – City of Union Point: Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the Contract between the City of Union Point, the Board of Elections and Registration of Greene County, and Greene County governing the conduct of Union Point municipal elections. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously. Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the Contract between the City of Siloam, the Board of Elections and Registration of Greene County, and Greene County governing the conduct of Siloam municipal elections. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Resolution – Law Enforcement Vehicles Used Covertly: Commissioner Andrews motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2013.7.11(b) designating certain law enforcement vehicles for insurance coverage acknowledging covert function of the vehicles, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Establishment of an Economic Development Commission: Commissioner Britt motioned to establish an Economic Development Commission for Greene County in accordance with the guidelines for the establishment, purpose, membership, and selection of officers. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried 3-2 with Torbert, Britt and Bullard voting in favor, Andrews and Rhodes voting against.
