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GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

AUGUST 2013
AUGUST 12, 2013 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Work Session to order at 5:02 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Britt, and Chairman Bullard were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the July 2013 Regular Monthly Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Planning & Zoning:
David L. Roper, Final Plat Request: The Commissioners reviewed a request from David L. Roper for Final Plat approval of a Minor Subdivision. The parcel of land is zoned LR2 and contains 8.9 acres located at the intersection of Choo Choo Drive and Pullman Lane. The subdivision proposes 5 residential lots. No official action was taken.
Del Webb, Final Plat Request – Phase 1, Unit 4: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Del Webb at Lake Oconee for Final Plat approval of Phase I, Unit 4 of the Del Webb Community. The parcel of land is zoned PUD and contains 22.20 acres. The subdivision proposes 47 residential lots. No official action was taken.

Business Items:

Appointment to the Board of Tax Assessor: The Commissioners received information that the term of Wes Hunt on the Tax Assessors Board expires on July 31, 2013. Wes has decided to not seek reappointment. The appointment requires Board action to replace Wes Hunt. No official action was taken.
Appointment to the Region 10 Emergency Medical Services Advisory Council:  The Commissioners received information that the term of Jeff Smith on the NE Georgia Region 10 Emergency Medical Services Council expires on June 30, 2013. Mr. Smith has indicated his willingness to continue serving in the event the Board desires to re-appoint him. No official action was taken.
Memorandum of Agreement – Georgia Forestry Commission Tower Space: The Board has previously approved a Memorandum of Agreement with the State for tower space owned by the County to improve radio communications capability for the Georgia Forestry Commission. Revisions to the State Constitution went into effect on January 1, 2013 that requires all rental agreements to have the State Properties Commission listed as the tenant, thus necessitating an update to the Agreement. No official action was taken.
Senior Center Meals Contract: The Commissioners received information regarding the Senior Center Contract for meals through G.A. Food Service. The vendor has provided the County with a proposed contract that was negotiated on region-wide basis for the provision of meals for the Senior Center. If the county wants to continue to utilize this vendor along with the other senior centers, the contract needs to be approved by the Board. No official action was taken.

LMIG Funding Submission to GDOT: The Commissioners discussed the GDOT LMIG program and matching funds required by the county. The Board has historically decided to pursue resurfacing projects recognizing that such approach yields the maximum return from the LMIG funding. Several projects were presented for the Board to consider. No official action was taken.

Budget Adjustments: The Commissioners reviewed information regarding three budget amendments that have been identified requiring Board consideration. The adjustments are routine, but do require formal approval. The amendments include:
· The first budget amendment involves adjustments necessary to account for revenue and expenses associated with an insurance claim for a wrecked vehicle. The necessary adjustments will account for the insurance proceeds received from ACCG/IRMA, and the expenses associated with the repair. The adjustment for the insurance deductible is also included.

· The second budget amendment involves the discretionary fuel line item for the Sheriff’s Office. The Board agreed to establish a line item for budgetary purposes so that the Sheriff could reimburse the County for fuel associated with extended commutes. A budget adjustment is necessary to recognize the revenue and associated expense.

· The third budget amendment involves additional funding for the Senior Center form the Area Agency on Aging. The additional funds were spent on equipment and supplies for the Senior Center.

No official action was taken.

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Voting Session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Andrews, Rhodes, Torbert, Britt and Chairman Bullard were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the minutes from the July 2013 Regular Monthly Meeting. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Planning & Zoning:

David L. Roper, Final Plat Request: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the Final Plat request submitted by David L. Roper for a Minor Subdivision of five residential lots located at the intersection of Choo Choo Drive and Pullman Lane conditioned upon the approval from the Health Department. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Dell Webb, Final Plat Request – Phase 1, Unit 4: Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the Final Plat request submitted by Del Webb at Lake Oconee creating 47 residential lots form 22.20 acres. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Business Items:

Appointment to the Board of Tax Assessors: Commissioner Torbert motioned to appoint Jim Couch to the Greene County Tax Assessors Board for a three-year term ending July 31, 2016. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried 3-2 with Britt, Torbert and Bullard voting in favor, Andrews and Rhodes voting against.
Appointment to the Region 10 Emergency Medical Services Advisory Council: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to appoint Jeff Smith to the Northeast Georgia Region 10 Emergency Medical Services Council to represent Greene County. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Memorandum of Agreement – Georgia Forestry Commission Tower Space: Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the Memorandum of Agreement between Greene County and the Georgia State Properties Commission for tower space located on Firetower Road serving the Georgia Forestry Commission. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Senior Center Meal Contract: Commissioner Andrews motioned to approve the contract between the Greene County Senior Center and G.A. Food Services of Pinellas County, Inc. for the provision of meals for the Senior Center. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
LMIG Funding Submission to GDOT: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the submission of a resurfacing project that includes Alternative 2 consisting of roads in the Deerfield/Sandy Creek Subdivision, Vandiver Road and Swords Road for consideration through the Georgia Department of Transportation Local Maintenance and Improvement Grant Program. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Budget Adjustments: Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to account for the revenue and expenses associated with the insurance claim to repair a damaged ambulance. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Commissioner Britt motioned to make the necessary budget adjustments to account for the $36,000.00 received from the Sheriff, and to increase the corresponding expense line item to allocate such amount to the Sheriff’s Office budget for discretionary fuel. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Commissioner Britt motioned to make the necessary budget adjustment to account for the funding received, along with the associated expenses, from the Area Agency on Aging for the Senior Center. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.

Chairman Bullard made the following comments:
· Wanted to state for the record that one the newspapers last week indicated that SPLOST was going to be a new tax, it is not a new tax it is a continuation of an existing one-cent tax.

· One of the items discussed at the Northeast Regional Commission involved personal care homes. The State is pushing to move more people into private personal care homes out of State institutions, thus saving Medicaid a lot of money. The director at NEGRC is providing the names of the State agency that regulates these private personal care homes. Stated that in the county we have had some abuse in personal care homes.
