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GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

AUGUST 1, 2013 CALLED MEETING

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the meeting to order at 9:00am.
Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Britt, Rhodes and Chairman Bullard were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Resolution Authorizing an Intergovernmental Agreement with Greensboro for SPLOST VI:  The Board was provided with a proposed Intergovernmental Agreement with the City of Greensboro regarding the next SPLOST, and provided with the following background information.  The current SPLOST Law provides for a SPLOST to run for six years provided that an intergovernmental agreement is in place with the city or cities having 50% or more of the aggregate municipal population. Greensboro alone has over 50% of the municipal population, and the Greensboro City Council has adopted the proposed IGA. Commissioner Britt motioned to adopt the Resolution authorizing the execution of an Intergovernmental Agreement between Greene County and the City of Greensboro regarding the proposed SPLOST VI, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
Resolution Requesting the Call of Election for SPLOST VI: The Board received an update on the status of the proposed SPLOST VI Referendum. The Board had previously discussed and agreed to a slate of projects and overall structure for SPLOST VI, and was advised that they must adopt a Resolution calling for the imposition of the Referendum in order to place the matter before the voters of the County. Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the Resolution regarding the imposition of a Referendum for SPLOST VI, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Resolution Authorizing Referendums for Sunday sales of Alcohol: Commissioner Britt motioned to approve Resolution Number 2013.8.1(a) authorizing a Referendum for Sunday package sales of alcohol, and to approve Resolution Number 2013.8.1(b) authorizing a Referendum for Sunday consumption on the premises sales of alcohol, and to waive the reading of both Resolutions. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion passed 4-1 with Commissioner Britt, Torbert, Andrews and Bullard. Commissioner Rhodes opposed.
FY2014 Budget Review and Discussion: The Commissioners began a preliminary review of the Fiscal Year 2014 Budgets.  The Commissioners discussed the proposed budgetary allocations and provided guidance to the County Manager on changes deemed necessary to the proposed budgets. No official action was taken.
Adjournment: Chairman Bullard adjourned the meeting at 11:24am.
