REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING
Combined Work Session and Voting Session
OCTOBER 2013
OCTOBER 17, 2013 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Work Session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Chairman’s Comments: Chairman Bullard reported that he attended the Northeast Georgia Regional Commission meeting, learning that Caterpillar’s grand opening is taking place in Bogart on October 31st , and that Walton County’s Hitachi plant is adding 250 jobs. He reiterated that citizens can apply for jobs at Caterpillar, and some citizens who attended the Greene County jobs fair have enrolled at Athens Technical College.
Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Britt, and Chairman Bullard were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the September Regular Monthly Meeting, the September 5, 2013 Called Meeting, were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the Minutes from the September Regular Monthly Meeting, the September 5, 2013 Called Meeting. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Petitions and Communications:
Georgia Forestry Annual Report: Chief Ranger Tracy Graham provided an annual report to the Board covering Georgia Forestry activity and operations. No official action was taken.
Planning & Zoning:
Final Plat, Howell’s Grove Subdivision – Section VI; D.R. & J Land, LLC: The Commissioners reviewed a request from D.R. & J. Land for Final Plat Approval for Howell’s Grove Subdivision – Section VI. The parcel of land is zoned PUD and contains 3.956 acres. The subdivision proposes 5 residential lots. Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the Final Plat request submitted by D.R. & J. Land, LLC for Howell’s Grove, Section VI creating five residential lots located off of Howell’s Grove Road in Reynolds Plantation. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Preliminary Plat and Final Plat, The Village at Reynolds Landing – Section 2; Oconee Land Development, LLC: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Oconee Land Development for Preliminary & Final Plat Approval for the Village at Reynolds Landing, Section 2. The parcel of land is zoned PUD and contains 14.18 acres. The subdivision proposes residential, single – family lots. Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat and the Final Plat submitted by Oconee land Development, LLC for the Village at Reynolds Landing, Section 2, creating residential, single-family lots from 14.18 acres. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Preliminary Plat and Final Plat, Club Point Circle – Revision to Phase XII, Lots 7-14, Oconee Land Development, LLC: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Oconee Land Development, LLC for Preliminary & Final Plat Approval for a revision to Phase XII of Club Pointe Circle in Reynolds Landing. The revision effects Lots 7-14 consisting of 5.83 acres zoned PUD. Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat and the Final Plat submitted by Oconee Land Development, LLC for the revision to Lots 7-14 of Phase XII Club Pointe Circle in Reynolds Landing. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Special Use Permit, AT&T Wireless Telecommunications Antennas & Towers – Randolph Church Road: The Commissioners reviewed a request from RETEL Services for a Special Use Permit for a telecommunications tower on Randolph Church Road. The parcel of land contains 335 acres zoned A1 designated as tax map 151, parcel 18. Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the Special Use Permit for a 250 foot telecommunications tower as requested by RETEL Services to be located on Randolph Church Road. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Special Use Permit, AT&T Wireless Telecommunications Antennas & Towers – Macedonia Church Road: The Commissioners reviewed a request from RETEL Services for a Special Use Permit for a telecommunications tower on Macedonia Church Road. The parcel of land contains 76 acres zoned A1 designated as tax map 25, parcel 5. Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the Special Use Permit for a 300 foot telecommunications tower as requested by RETEL Services to be located on Macedonia Church Road. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Business Items:

Resolution for Declaration of Taking – East-West Connector Project, Phase II: The Commissioners discussed the right-of-way acquisition for Phase II of the E/W Connector (the “Veazey Connector”). There are only two remaining properties that have title issues that require condemnation to obtain clear title. Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2013.10.17 authorizing condemnation of right-of-way necessary for the East-West Connector, Phase II Project, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried 3-2 with Britt, Torbert and Bullard voting in favor. Andrews and Rhodes voting against.
Memorandum of Understanding – Extension Service:  The Greene County Extension Service Office is operated through the University of Georgia Cooperative Extension Program through a contractual arrangement with participating counties. The contract is required to maintain an Extension Service program within a county. The terms of the agreement have not changed, but are periodically renewed. The Extension Service provided an MOU for renewal by the Board. Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the County Extension Personnel Contract / Memorandum of Understanding between the Board of Regents of the University System of Georgia, on behalf of The University of Georgia Cooperative Extension, and the Greene County Board of Commissioners. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously
Budget Adjustment:  The Commissioners reviewed a request from the Sheriff‘s Office for budget adjustments that are necessary to move funds around within the budget to bring all line items into and adjusted budgetary allocation. These adjustments do not require any additional allocations of funds, but require Board approval. Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to reallocate funds committed in the Sheriff’s Office department budget to bring all line items into budget. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Part-Time Magistrate: The Commissioners discussed the funding of $8,500.00 for the fifth magistrate position between the County and two cities (Greensboro and Union Point). Chairman Bullard motioned to make a budget adjustment to increase the budget $8,500.00 to fund a fifth magistrate position for the Magistrate Court. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion failed 2-3 with Bullard and Rhodes voting in favor. Commissioner Andrews, Britt, and Torbert opposed. 
Visitor’s General Comment: The Board received public comments from Mrs. Annie Grant concerning various items.
