REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

JANUARY 2014
JANUARY 13, 2014 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Work Session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Andrews, Rhodes, Britt, and Chairman Bullard were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Chairman’s Comments: No comments
Minutes: The Minutes from the December Regular Monthly Meeting, and the December 12, 2013 Called Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License Application – Retail Package Sales – “Crossroads”: The Commissioners received information that David Brown has requested an alcoholic beverage license permitting the retail sales of liquor, beer & wine for a new store to be located at 1019 Park Place, Suite 101. The application complies with County Ordinance. No official action was taken.
Alcoholic Beverage License Application – “Mosaic”:  The Board has previously issued a consumption on the premises license to two different restaurant operations that were located at 1010 Market Street in the Lake Oconee Village shopping center. The facility has now been leased by a new restaurant operation to be called “Mosaic” and the owner of the business is seeking a consumption on the premise license for liquor, beer & wine. No official action was taken.
Resolution Adopting the Hazard Mitigation Plan: The Board received information that various departments have been working throughout 2013 to update the Greene County Hazard Mitigation Plan under the provisions of the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000. Local governments must have a plan in place in order to remain eligible for Federal mitigation funding. The Plan has been approved by the State and FEMA. No official action was taken.
Resolution Establishing Qualifying Fees: The Commissioners received information that Georgia Law requires the Board to establish qualifying fees for each office in the upcoming elections. The election will include the District 1 & District 3 Commissioners, and District 1 & District 3 School Board seats. No official action was taken.

Resolution Recognizing ACCG’s Centennial Anniversary: The Commissioners received a request from the Association of County Commissioners of Georgia asking all counties to adopt a resolution in recognition of the Association’s centennial anniversary. The request is part of a year-long recognition of the milestone anniversary. No official action was taken.

Budget Adjustment – Courthouse Video Server: The Commissioners were informed that the video server in use as part of the mandated Courthouse Security Plan has ceased to work and cannot be repaired due to the age of the equipment. The replacement server will cost $11,585.00 and was not included in the budget. No official action was taken.

Appointment of the Vice-Chairman for 2014: The Chairman informed the Board of the responsibility of designating the Vice-Chairman of the Board. Last January, the Board appointed Commissioner Titus Andrews to serve as Vice-Chairman. The approach of making this selection annually during the month of January has been submitted for Board consideration. No official action was taken.

Adjournment: Chairman Bullard adjourned the meeting at 5:21 p.m.
JANUARY 16, 2014 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Voting Session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Andrews, Rhodes, Torbert, Britt and Chairman Bullard were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the minutes from the December 2013 Regular Monthly Meeting, and the minutes for the December 12, 2013 Called Meeting. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License Application – Retail Package Sales – “Crossroad”: Commissioner Britt motioned to approve a liquor, beer & wine retail package sales license for a new business to be called Crossroads in the name of David Brown as the holder of the license. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Alcoholic Beverage License Application – “Mosaic”: Commissioner Britt motioned to approve an alcoholic beverage license for consumption on the premises for Liquor, Beer & Wine for Mosaic Restaurant for the restaurant located at 1010 Market Street in the Lake Oconee Village shopping center, in the name of David Benefiel as the holder of the License. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution Adopting the Hazard Mitigation Plan: Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2014.1.16(a) Authorizing the Adoption of the Greene County Hazard Mitigation Plan, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Resolution Establishing Qualifying Fees: Commissioner Britt motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2014.1.16(b) Establishing Qualifying Fees for 2014 County Elections, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Resolution Recognizing ACCG’s Centennial Anniversary: Commissioner Britt motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2014.1.16(c) Recognizing ACCG’s Centennial Anniversary, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Budget Adjustment – Courthouse Video Server: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to fund the replacement of the video server in use for Courthouse security using funds from contingency for the expenditure. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Appointment of the Vice-Chairman for 2014: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to appoint Commissioner Titus Andrews to serve as the Vice-Chairman of the Board of Commissioners for the 2014 calendar year. Commissioner Andrews seconded. Motion failed 2-3 with Commissioner Rhodes and Andrews voting in favor, Commissioner Torbert, Britt and Bullard voting against. Commissioner Torbert motioned to table the appointment until February. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motion carried 4-1 with Commissioner Andrews, Britt, Rhodes and Torbert. Chairman Bullard opposed.
