APRIL 17, 2014 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Combined Work Session and Voting Session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Chairman Comments: Chairman Ed Bullard wanted welcome new Commissioner Bob Welsh as he fills the District 2 seat until the results of a Special Election determine who will serve the remainder of former Commissioner Titus Andrews’ term of office. He added that the annual meeting of the Association of County Commissioners of Georgia was helpful, and that he was appointed as vice-chairman of the Federal Policy Committee. He encouraged his fellow Commissioners to go to the annual meeting, if they have the opportunity.
Minutes: The Minutes from the March Regular Monthly Meeting and the March 25, 2014 Called Meeting were discussed.  No corrections were noted. Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the Minutes from the March Regular Monthly Meeting and the March 25, 2014 Called Meeting. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Business Items:

Resolution to Establish GA Fund 1 Account for SPLOST VI.: The Commissioners discussed transferring the recent SPLOST VI bond proceeds from a money market account to the Local Government Investment Pool. Commissioner Torbert motioned to adopt the Georgia Fund One Resolution to Authorize Investment to establish the Georgia Fund One Account for the SPLOST VI Bond Proceeds, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Welsh seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Budget Adjustments:  The Board previously gave consent to proceed with the repair of the 4H bus given the necessity of the bus in transporting children for various 4H events and activities. Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to recognize the repair expense of the 4H Bus, transferring money from contingency to the Extension Service budget. Commissioner Welsh seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
